SENATE BILL GIVES PRESIDENT
POWER TO BUILD ROAD.

Will Use Panama Machinery Wilson
Is Civen Eroad Power in

Premises.

Washington. Jan. 27. Tn senate
on Saturday passed the Alaska rail-
way bill directing the president to
purchase or construct 1,000 miles of
railroad in Alaska at a cost not ex
ceeding $40,000,000. The house has a
similar bill pending. The vote was
4C to 1(5.

Fifteen Republicans and Senator
Poindexter, Progressive, voted for the
bill. Senator Baccn, Hoke Smith and
Williams, Democrats, voted against it.

The bill places upon the president
responsibility for the selection of the
route from tidewater to the Interior of
Alaska and the construction, equip-
ment and operation or leasing of such
lines as he may construct or buy to
constitute this route. The broadest
powers are conferred upon the presi-
dent in carrying out his duties.

The bill provides for a redemption
fund into which shall be paid 75 per
cent, of all moneys derived from the
sale of public lands in Alaska, or of
the coal or mineral contents thereof.
Machinery utilized in the construction
of the Panama canal is made available
r ,t x 5 i. 'iur me cuiisirucuun worn.

CUMBS TO GENERAL BREAK-
DOWN AFTER SIX WEEKS.

FAMILY WAS AT THE BEDSIDE

Aged Statesman Was Unconscious
When End Came Had Been in
Public Life for Over 50 Years Fu-

neral From Soringfield, III.

Washington, Jan. 30. Former Sen-

ator Shelby M. Cullom of Illinois died
here on Wednesday after an illness
of more than a week.

His last wordr were a wish that he
might have lived to see the comple-
tion of the national memorial to Abra-
ham Lincoln, who was his personal
friend.

The end came as the result of a
general breakdown after the aged
statesman had fought against death
for six weeks. When forced to take
his bed the strength slow-
ly began to ebb. He clung tenacious-
ly to life after he had been given up
several times. He was unconscious
when death came.

At the bedside when the end came
were Miss (Victoria Fisher, sister of
the two deceased wives of the sena-
tor, and William Barrett Ridgeley, son- -

in-la- a former comptroller of the
currency.

The former senator is survived by
two granddaughters, Mrs. Katherine
Ridgely . Brown, wife of Phelps
Brown of Springfield, Mass, and Mrs.
Eleanor Ridgeley Parker, wife of Pr.
Henry P. Parker of this city.

Brief funeral services were held at
the Cullom home Thursday, and at
11:45 o'clock the body was taken to
Springfield, 111, for interment on Sat-
urday. u

Former United States Senator Shel
by M. Cullom of Illinois was a figure
of national importance for more
than thirty years, and held public of-

fice for more than half a century.
He began his political career in

1856, when after being admitted to
the Illinois bar he was elected city
attorney for Springfield. Almost im
mediately he was elected a member
of the house of representatives of the
Illinois legislature and was
in 1860, serving until 1865, when he
was elected to the national house of
representatives. He served in the
Thirty-nint- Fortieth and Forty-fir- st

congresses, from December 4, 1865,
to March 3, 1871. He went back to
Illinois and again was elected to the
state legislature in 1872, serving until
1875. In 1871 and 1873 he was elect-
ed speaker of the state house of rep-
resentatives. He was elected gover-
nor of the state in 1875 and succeeded
himself in 1880. He served until Feb
ruary 5, 1S83, when he resigned, hav-
ing been elected to the United States
senate. ,He took his seat on Decem
ber 4, 1883, and served continuously
until March 3, 1313.

The Cullom family, like the Lin
coln family, were Kentucklans who
emigrated to Illinois early in the
thirties. Shelby Moore Cullom was
born in Wayne county, Kentucky, on
November 22, 1829. When the family
moved to Illinois he received his edu
cation in a little log schoolhouse and
at home.

Senator Cullom was always identi
fied with the Republican party and
was a strong factor in the party or-
ganization. At the end of his thirty
years as a senator he left the office
poorer than when he entered it. He
had no income outside- - of his salary.
The home he formerly owned In
Springfield was Bold, some years ago
to help pay his expenses, and lately
when visiting the Illinois capital he
resided at a hotel or at the home
of his son-in-la-

The law now pending in
the courts gives a majority of the pro-
ceeds ot the state treasury, a provision
that was partly responsible for the
law's being held unconstitutional by
the lower courts. To change the auto
fees themselves another governor's
message and another bill will be nec-
essary.

Prayers by House Chaplain.
Not to be outdone by the senate, the

The alliance is for
home rule for cities not only in saloon
matters, but in taxation, finances and
other subjects. In saloon matters
strfctly it believes that the cities
should determine for themselves mat-
ters of Sunday closing, midnight clos-
ing and the like. It wouldn't seek to
change the license law, but it would
leave to the discretion of the cities
the maner in which the law should be
enforced. If a certain city, for ex-

ample, believed its saloons should re-
main open on Sunday, then it could
have open saloons on the Sabbath, ac-

cording to the viewpoint of the alli-
ance. And if a neighboring city
wanted closed saloons on Sunday, a
similar discretion to close saloons
would be given to that, city, according
to the alliance's way of seeing things.
The real facts are, however, that the
new demands upon the governor don't
stand any better show than did the de
mands Of the Republican minority a
few days ago.

Designate Main Market Road.
Acquiescing in the wishes of Colum-

biana, Stark and Mahoning counties,
Gov. Cox and State Highway Commis-
sioner Marker have designated as a

Governor's Recommendation.
Th-- t the state release its claim for

Illegal interest, amounting to $42,000,
against the defunct Columbus Savings
& Trust Co. is the recommendation
made by Gov. Cox in a message sent
to the general assembly Friday. This
money will be divided among 9,000 de-
positors and will be equivalent to a
dividend of 3 per cent. It is expected
that the legislature will pass a bill at
once releasing the claim. The depos-
itors will realize close to 75 per cent
of their claims against the hank, ac-

cording to prospect.

Capitalize "Good Will."
Ohio farmers are urged to capitalize

their "good will" in marketing produce
by Senator John Cunningham of Knox
county and Representative Vf. M.
Brown of Ashland county, who repre-
sented Ohio on the American commis-
sion that studied agriculture in Eu-
rope last summer, in their report to
the governor. The farmers should
band together and grade their prod-
ucts and the consumer will pay more
than market prices if there is assur-
ance that the goods will be first class
and reliable.

i No Gambling or Booze.
Gambling, cane ring games and the

sale of booze must be tabooed at all
county fairs hereafter. This is the
dictum of the state agricultural com-
mission. Complaints have been made
that there are practices of these kinds
at a number of fairs. Any fair which
offends In the future will not receive
the per capita tax, which runs as high
as $800, and is paid by the state. The
commission will not wait for com-
plaints ' to be filed to ascertain if its
order is being disobeyed, but will seno
out its inspectors to fairs which have
been in the habit of allowing gambling
and the sale of intoxicants to enforce
its mandates. "Each county fair must
be run just as clean and wholesome
as the state fair is conducted," said
S. E. Strode, one of the commissioners.

Subject to Child Labor Law.
Telephone and telegraph companies

are subject to the child labor law and
may not employ girls under 16 and
boys under 15, so Attorney General
Hogan holds in a ruling to the state
industrial commission. Because these
utilities are not specifically mentioned
in the new law the claim was made
that they were exempt from its 'oper-
ation. The state shop inspector re-
ceived a copy of the ruling Tuesday
and has instructed his deputies to see
that the companies affected by it com
ply with the law.

For Eastern Standard Time.
Eastern standard time for all Ohio

is proposed by Cleveland" in a request
made to Gov. Cox for a law to provide
for this. This would advance the
present time one hour and would pro-
long daylight just that much longer in
the evening. If the change is not
made for the whole state, the request
is made that it be provided for the
city in the hope that later other cities
will adopt this kind of time.

superintendent of public works.

House Passes Flood Bill
Favorable action on the part of the

house and promised friendly action by
the senate place tile Vonderheide flood
protection bill in a fair way toward
final enactment The bill gives flood
menaced districts of the state almost
absolute power to bond themselves in
making improvements against future
flood disasters. Flood protection plans
in flood districts are to.be carried out
by directors appointed by the common
pleas, court anJ. such directors have
sweeping authority.

To Fight Hog Cholera.
The senate adopted a resolution me-

morializing congress to join with the
various states in fighting hog cholera.

Automobile legislation is causing

The
State Automobile associt-Uo- has come
out for a flat rate of fees in licensing
machines. This has brought Secretary

The president, it is said,
believes that the time ha come to let
down the bars and to pertnit the con-

The attitude of the conferees as
here stated is most significant. It in
dlcates that matters are certainly ap
proaching a crisis if the crisis al
ready has not been' reached and lm
portant developments may be expect
ed at any moment One senator, on
leaving the conference, said: "I would
like to tell you a great deal, but I feel
that the patriotic duty I owe to the
American people is not to eay any
thing. If anything is to be said, the
president is the ona to say it."
