While the house
was changing the Mills bill the Lowry
rural school supervision hill came near
being emasculated in the senate. Sen-
ator Moore, of, Jefferson county, pro-
posed' an amendment providing tor
county option on the question of coun
ty supervision, and la. recess was
forced.

Board Gets Suspended Pay.

censing board and Auditor of State A.
V. Donahey regarding the accounting
for the receipts of that body. The
commission, for the first time in the
five months of the struggle, succeeded
in getting from the auditor a "pay-In- "

warrant creating what is demanded, a
state liquor license fund separate from
all others. In consequence the mem-
bers and clerks got their suspended
salaries. On the other hand, the board
waives the question of the auditor's
right to demand a settlement under
section 21 of the general code, and
in the future will make settlements
with the treasury according to its pro-
visions.

New Investment Record.
January made a great record for

new corporations chartered by Secre-
tary of State Charles H. Graves, ftnd
for additions authorized to companies
now in existence. There Were 212 new
incorporations during the month, with
a total authorized capital of $6,152,970.
Companies already in existence were
granted charter allowing increase in
capital stock of $33,175,720, while the
reductions in capital stock amounted
to $2,048,800. Cleveland led all the
cities In the state in the number of
corporations formed. It has a total of
80 new companies, with capital stock
of $2,324,000. Cincinnati had 27 new
corporations with $438,000 capital.

Pensions For The Blind.
County treasurers need not pay to

the state treasurer funds they col
lected under ' jthe 1908 blind pension
law, to be distributed by state officials,
the supreme court decided. Counties
may pay their own pensions, but most
of them have made no levy and have
no funds for the- purpose. Unless the
present legislature makes an appro-
priation for blind relief no blind pen-
sions will be paid until 1915. The
court's decision in the blind law case
virtually nullifies the 191S law by de-
claring unconstitutional the essential
feature of it, that blind relief is to be
distributed by the state instead of by
county authorities. I

Criticisms of Minority. ,
The minority members of the house

upon state funds deposited in the de-

funct Columbus Savings and Trust
'company, in order not to cause the
depositors greater loss.

Effect of Lowry Bill.
The Lowry bill Is the measure pre-

pared by the State School Survey for
the reorganization of the common
schools of the state. Neither the city
schools nor the schools of villages ot
a population over 3,000 will be touch-
ed by it unless they voluntarily place
themselves under its operation. Rural
schools will come under both county
and township superintendence. The
Lowry bill provides for a county board
of education of five members to be
chosen by the presidents of the town-
ship school districts. '

Caring For State's Wards.
It requires the services of 3,181 em-

ployes to care for the 20,302 wards of
the state who are confined in different
state institutions under the manage
ment of the Ohio board of administra-
tion. The cost to the state in salaries
for these 3,181 employes is $1,345,- -

763.97, and the total cost of food for
both the wards of the state and the
employes amounts to $976,589.46 annu-
ally. These are some of the figures
taken from the annual report of the
Ohio board of administration which is
now being prepared by E. F. Broua.

according to a letter to the" president,
made public at the White House on
Monday.

In a reply to the resignation, the
president expressed his unqualified
confidence in Mr. Pindell's ability
character and entire suitability for
the Russian post. Mr. Pindell's tetter
follows:

"Dear1 Mr. President: I deeply ap-

preciate the honor you have done- me
in nominating me ambassador to Rus-
sia and the very great compliment
paid me by tb? senate in confirming
the nomination by unanimous vote. I

had hoped and confidently expected
when you asked me to accept the post
that I could do so at once and take
up the work at a very early date.

"I am, therefore, the more embar-
rassed to find that circumstances have
arisen which will render it Impossible
for me to undertake the mission.

"I have, as you know, been put in
a very false light by certain gross
misrepresentations in the public
press; and while it is true that these
have been cleared away and the nomi-
nation accepted in its true light after
a thorough and dispassionate investi-
gation, I feel that, it would be more
delicate for me to decline the ap-
pointment than to accept it. No con-
troversy of this kind should, surround
the appointment of an ambassador to
a country which cannot be expected
to be familiar with the real circum-
stances as they are known at home.
There should be nothing personal to
talk about or explain there as far as
the ambassador himself is concerned.

"I beg, therefore, that trusting me
to be guided bymy own instinct in
this matter, you will accept my as-

surances of deep gratitude for the
honor you have sought to do me and
permit me. with genuine regret,) but
with no hesitation of judgment, to
decline the appointment

"With sentiments of distinguished
consideration, believe me to be, Mr.
President, your obedient servant,

The president's reply follows:
"Dear Mr. Pindell: . Your letter

does great credit to your delicate
sense of propriety and serves to in-

PRESIDENT'S PROCLAMATION RE-

VOKES PREVIOUS ORDER IN-

TENDED TO END REVOLTS.

AMERICANS FLEEING CAPITAL

Chief Executive Declares That Now
There Is No Constitutional Author-
ity in Southern Republic Huerta
Files Unofficial Protest.

Washington, Feb. 5. The proclama-
tion lifting the embargo on arms for
Mexican rebels was made official on
Tuesday by President Wilson.

The president's proclamation is as
follows:

"Whereas, By a proclamation of
the president issued on March 14,

1912, under a joint resolution of con-

gress, approved by the president on

the same day, it was declared that
there existed in Mexico conditions of
domestic violence which were pro-

moted by the use of arms or munitions
of war procured from the United
States;' and

"Whereas, By the joint resolution
above mentioned it thereupon became
unlawful to export arms or munitons
of war to Mexico except under such
limitations and exceptions as the pres-
ident should prescribe;

"Now, therefore, I, Woodrow Wil-

son, president of the United States of
America, hereby declare and proclaim
that, as the conditions have changed,
and it is desirable to place' the United
States with reference to the exporta-

tion, of arms or munitions of war to
Mexico, in the same position as other
powers, the said proclamation is here-
by revoked. '

"In witness whereof I have here-
unto set my hand and caused the seal
of the United States to be affixed.

"WOODROW WILSON.
"By the President:

"W. J. BRYAN, Secretary of State."
President Wilson accompanied the

proclamation with the following state-
ments:

"The executive order under which
the exportation of arms and ammuni-
tion into Mexico is forbidden, was a
departure from the accepted practices
of neurality a deliberate departure
from those practices under a well con-

sidered joint resolution of congress
determined upon in circumstances
which have now ceased to eist. 'It
was intended to discourage incipient
revolts against the regularly consti-
tuted authorities of Mexico. ,

"Since that order was issued the
circumstances of the case have under-
gone a radical change. There lis now
no constitutional government in Mex-

ico; and the existence of this order
hinders and delays the very thing
the government pf the United States
is now insisting upon, namely, that
Mexico shall be left free to settle her
own affairs and as soon as possible
put them upon a constitutional foot-
ing by her own force and counsel.
The order is therefore rescinded."

That is a right the
women of England are fighting to se-
cure." "

Representative Slayton of Texas de-
