National City, April 22, 1914,

As it Looks Te A Fulton County
Lady—Letter From Mrs, BEsther
Lee Duffy To Her Parents Mr,
and Mra. J, C. Lee—Colorado All
Right for Health Resort But Does
Not Look Good to Ohlo Farmers
Daughter,

Denver, Col.,, Wednesday.

Dear Folks:—During thd fine
weather in March the Denver papers
made a great speel about its being a
privilege to live in Colorado but you
don’t notice them talking about ‘the
weather now., We hgen_gt had a de-
cent day in two weeks, - It gaa%mn
snowing for two days and it makes
me feel like the devil. 1 went to the
P. Q. yesterdsy and brought in
enough grub to last 'till summer-an
shall stay right here uptil it's warm-
er. I got six Toledo aape_rs yester-
day mnd a Dr. down stairs lends me
books so | guess I can stand being
shut up, .

I went to Galden Sup, a little town
out in the mountains, where you
conld only see the sky by looking
straightup, It is 500 ft. higher than
Denver, but we gnly/ stopped 80
minutes so I took the' chance. It
seemed just like it did when 1 first
came to Denver, There is an incline
R. R. to the summit of Castle Rock,
over 14,000 ft, and a dancing pavi-
lion but I staid where breathing was
more comfortable, It was an in-
teresting trip. We had a trolley ob-
servation car and guide who told us,
thru = megaphone all the points of
interest. We passed thru Clear
Creek glacer mining fields, where
gold was discovered in 1858. Work
was discontinued about ten years ago
but we saw the soil both before and
after it had been washed and some of
the machinery, Gee daddy, I wish
vou had only a half of the smooth
round stones about the size of a
roose egg. They would have been
used long before this in the east but
they are green and slow out here.
The mountains irrigation systems
were much a2 I had pletured them.
We saw and had explained to us, the
main ditch, the secondary and lat-
terals, the flood gates and the reser-
voir where the water is stored. It is
supplied by the snow rumning down
from the montains, some of which
are snow capped the year round.

People consider Colorado a mining
state yet the agricultural products
last year amounted to several times
as much as the mining out put.

We saw real coal mines and ‘the
mining town of Arvada where avery
house was exactly the same size,
shape and color, which by the way
was red,

To see a mountain lake was worth
the price of the trip alone. The beau-
ty and clearness of that sparkling
water would make suicide a pleasure,
for those who like it. There is much
alfalfa raised in the Ralston valley,
3 crops a year that average from 4
to T tons per acre. The wheat yield
is very low and the nights are too
cold for corn.

Now do you want to know what I
think? Well, T think, Dam, excuse
me mother, but that expresses more
thmn a whole page of little words,
1 "certainly am not immune to the
beauties of nature, but [ can't see

d|Collins sold the wheel,

why people rave over this country.
I wouldn't live at Golden walled in
by those mountains for the whole
town. Parhaps I resent things be-
cause I have to be here, but if I
can't live in Ohio I certainly can die
there and thats better than this state.
Every one tells me I will change but
I don't think there is any “frontier”
spirit in me. 1 like the raw edges
taken off at least. h

And trees, well I havegn't seen
enough to furnish shade for a U, B.
S. 8. picnic on that 50 mile trip, all
we saw was cottonwood and box
wood, and you couldn’t tell one from
the other.

The mountains when near seem to
lefy man but I will wager if we had
one of them east we would conquer it.
They would dig its guts out, level its
old proud head, and take the stones
ind build houses and things, and then
zive it the laugh.

If people saw the average Fulton
county farm out here they would
think it was some brewers summer
home or the resting place of some
famous actor. We saw the summer
home of Blanche Bates, also,
within 5 miles of a college building
and could see the windows as well as
v clear outline and color, 15 miles
from Denver we eould distinguish the
largest buildings both by shape and
color.

The light, clear air is responsible
for this. You have read the book
“The Virginian” I believe, well the
mountains, the scene of that story,
are 137 miles from here, and you can
see them on a clear day. But enough
of this. Hattie comes up every week
and I go there as often. She brought
me some strawberrie preserves and
sandwiches last Friday. I ‘had sick
headache two days last week and
wasn't up much while she was here.
Guess I am better in some ways but
it's so slow it's diseo ,

Have you heard about my poor ba-
by ? A big brute of a police-

We seldom make extended com-
ments on cases that are tried in our
courts,” but this seems to be such an
extraordinary one that we deem it
fair that we should give a short
statement of the circumstances, ana

One Fred Moog
wad suspected of the crime and ar-
rested by the fire marshal, They ob-
tained from him an alieged confes-
sion, in which he said Kverett Jay
told him Colline would pay twenty-
ave dollars to have the house burned
and that a few days before the fire
Collins instructed him where to start
the fire, and that he did set the fire
and burn the house. Thereupon Jay,
Moog and Collins were en fo
wie Bryan jeil, Colling was allowed

{efense also had Dr. G. W. Hartman
an ‘the list of witnesses to examine
Moog. Dr. Rorick arrived just be-
fore noon. For some reason the state
claimed they first learned on that day
that Moog was mentally wrong.
Notwithstanding that he testified at
the preliminary examination to bein
in the asylum as above stated, an
the fire marshal was present and
heard that examination, and the fact
as stated George W. Griffin, the
agent that insured the proj , that
he told the fire marshal ore any
arrest was made that Moog was
erazy and so unreliable that nobody
who knew him would believe him
under oath and that nobody believed
that Colling and Jay were guilty. On
such a state of facts two men, whom
everybody, with scarcely an excep-
tion, believed t¢ be innocent, were
thrown into jail and compelled to
give $1,000 bonds each or remain
in jail until their trial, leav-
ing their wives and small children
with no means of support and to get
their living the best they could. Af-
ter the jurv was sworn and court re-
cessed until ene g'clock, the State at
the instance of F. 8. Ham, who had
*wst been taken into the case to as-
sist the prosecutor, learning of these
facts, had Dr. Miller and Dr. Camp-
“ell eo te the jail and examine Moog
and both of them agreed with the
statement before made “»v Dr. Ror-
ick, and so testified to the court. al-
tho neither of them knew of Dr. Ror-
icks examination. Thereupon, on
motion of the state the court direct-
ed the jury to return a verdict of not
onilty as to Collins, and the other
three indictments against these men
were nollied and all of the defendants
were discharged,

Under the above facts, and with no
reliable basis fro it, these fire mar-
shal’s relentlessly pursued these in-
~nocent men, and Fulton county pays
the price.
