DECLARES THAT U. S. APOLOGY

TO COLOMBIA IS HERITAGE.

Says Payment of $Z5,0CO,OC0 Would

Restore Friendly Relation in Pana-
ma and South America.

Washington. June 19. There are
three reasons why I want this treaty
with Colombia ratified:

1. It will produce amityr between
the United States and Colombia.

2. It will restore friendly relations
between Colombia and the Panama re-

public.
3. It will create a good impression

throughout Central and South America
and remove much of the prejudice that
now. exists against the United States.
'

These were the statements made by
Secretary of State Bryan on Wednes-
day before the senate committee on
foreign relations when he appeared to
urge the ratification of the Colombian
treaty with regard to the Panama
canal, and which he for the first time
laid before the committee.

Mr. Bryan was accompanied by his
personal friend. Charles A. Douglas,
who admitted, on being questioned by

the committee, that among his other
activities he was counsel for the Nlca- -

raguan government and for the con
stitutionalists in Mexico.

Judge Douglas went to the capital
to support the argument of the secre
tary of state in behalf of the Nicara-gua- n

treaty. -

In response to questions about the
expressions of regret in the Colombian
treaty which amounts to an apology,
Mr. Bryan said it was a heritage from
the last administration. There was in
the files of the administration, he said,
a memorandum from former Minister
Dubois drawn along the same lines of

the language, used in the pendmg
treaty, which showed that it had been
approved by President Taft and Secre
tary of State Knox.

With regard to the $25,000,000 pro
posed to be paid Colombia, Mr. Bryan
said he did not regard it as excessive.
He called attention to the fact that in
Jthe treaty of a 'former Republican
administration $10,000,000 had been
agreed upon. The $250,000 a year as
a leasing privilege for the canal, he
said, if captalized, would bring the
total up to $18,000,000, so that the
amount provided foA in the. treaty
could not be considered excessive.

The
Increase angered the strikers, who de-
clared Sheriff Richards "'broke faith"
with them, promising to send no more
deputies unless disorder spread. The
company's proposed bridge across
Turtle creek to transport strikebreak-
ers is set up here and ready, for swing-
ing across the stream. The attempt to
place this bridge in position, together
with any use of it by strikebreakers, is
looked upon as the danger line in the
strike situation. It is reported thou-
sands of imported workmen will cross
the .bridge Monday.
