PROGRESSIVES AT
REPUBLICAN PRIMARIES

There is a great interest in the
declaration of Secretary of State
Graves that under the law Progres-
sives cannot vote at the Republican
primaries. This ruling is under an
old law passed to prevent fraud at
county and j district primaries, but
there are contentions that the law
has been superseded by . that passed
February (1914), covering State-
wide primaries, and' that under the
latter law those who declare them-
selves to be Republican willjbe entitle-
d" to vote at "the forthcoming Repub-
lican primaries. .

But there ' is another view which
practically negatives the claim that
RooEevelt voted for Col. Roosevelt in
1912 he necessarily is prevented from
voting at the Republican primaries
next month. The contention referred
to is that any man who voted for a
majority of candidates on the Repub
lican ticket in 1912 is entitled to vote
at the Republican primaries. This is
the position taken by a number of
experts over the State, and it is. pro-
bably the one ' which wijl be accepted
generally.

--Anyhow, it is hardly likely that
there will be many Republican judges
of elections at the polling booths who
will challenge any former Roosevelt

REV. HENRY COATES.
Rev. Henry Coates who for the five

years preceding the , year 1897 was
the pastor of the Congregational
church of Wauseon,' died at the hospit-
al in Kalamazoo, Mich., Saturday .June
27, following a stroke of apop-
lexy. The funeral was held from" his
late home in Hudson, Mich, on Mon-
day, June 29th.

Mr. Coates has been in failing
health for some time past; for several
years after leaving Wauseon he was
pastor of the Congregational church
at ' Metamora;,, residing at Morenci;
failing Jhealthoompelled Jiim to give,
up this"work and he removed to "Hud-
son, Michigan. Some three weeks ago
Mr, Coates condition became so bad
that it became necessary to remove
him to the hospital at Kalamazoo,
where he died as noted above. Dur-
ing Mr. Coates pastorate in Wauseon
he made1 many warm friends both
within and without the membership
of the Congregational church and he
held the respect and esteem of the en-

tire community; he entered heartily
into all public movements for the bet-
terment of the town and for business
and social progress and contributed
to the development of the town by
building the beautiful residence locat-
ed at the North end of Clinton street.

Many in Wauseon will learn with
real regret of Mr. Coates decease and
will sincerely sympathize with the
bereaved family.
