State Industrial Board.

A report of the claims department
| of the state indusirial commission
shows that 4.059 claims for injury
nnder the workmen's compensation
law were disposed of in January. This
completes a total of 65,659 claims for
csompensation that have been settied
by the commission up to the present
time, There were 21 deaths reported
duriog the month, making a total of
441 deaths that have been filed. The
total number of accidents reported has
reached 75,107, leaving a total of 9,448
now pending. Of this number 1,618
¢laims are being carried as continued
cases, and will be finally disposed of
as =oon as the extent of the injuries
can be determined. Under the section
of the compensation law by which em-
ployers carry-their own insurance 631
injuries were reported, making a lotal
of 10,387 of these injuries reported
since January 1, 1014, Of this num-
ber 8,506 have been approved and
affirmed by the commjission, leaving
1,881 claims still pending, Six lun-
dred and sixteen of these claims were
disposed of during- the month i
