SENATE COMMITTEE DECIDES
TO ENLARGE SEA DEFENSE.

Senator Chamberlain Approves Larger
Land Force—Smoot Seeks 75
Underwater Craft.

Washington, Feb, 24 —The senate
nuval committee declded to enlarge

of the natlon.
appropriation bill on Monday Senator
Chamberlain declared in favor of a
moderate army of rrt‘m 85,000 to 125,
000 men and said abny further reor-
ganization of the army must go over
to the next congreas.

The paval committee increased the
number of submarines of the seago-
ing type from the one provided in the
house to five, each to have a surface
speed of not less than twenty knots
and to cost, exclusive of armor and
Armament, lql.wU.OO'J. ,The 11 sub-
marines. at & cost of not to exceed
§550,000 eacli, exclusive of armor and
armament, provided by the house was
Incseased to 16, ¥

The house appropriation of $300,000
for the ayiation corps was increased
to $1,000,000,

The senate committee agreed with
thé house In abolishing the "plugk-
Ing board,” but provided that half of
the total service of every naval offi-
cer must be spent in actual sea duty.

The demand of the Intermountain
country for an asdequate navy Wwas
volced by Senator Smoot of Utab in
an amendment which would appro-
priate $30,000,000 for the construction
of 50 submarines of the seagoing
type to have a surface speed of not
less than 25 knots and 25 submurines
for coast defense work to cost not to
exceed lf&o.m each, exclusive of ar
mor and armament, the entlre appro-
priation to be avalluble until ex-
panded.

“The European war has demonstrat-
od beyond any question,” sald Senator
Smoot. “that submarines are invalu
able for defetise of const cities and the
coast line. That Is the sort of defense
we want In this country more than
anything else.”

PRICE IS NOT FIXED

HEAD OF CHICAGO BOARD AP
PEARS AT PPICE INQUIRY.

C. H. Canby Tells United States In
vestigators There Is No Danger
of Wheat Shortage.

New York, Feb 25.—At the re
sumption of the attorney general's in-
vestigation of the increased cost of
wheat bread and flour, C. H Canby,
president of the Chicago board of
trade, the first of several witnessea
of national reputation on the subject
under inquiry, gave his views on price
advances

Mr. Canby denied speculation was
responsible for the high price of
wheat. He assgerted that the law of
supply and demand has cavsed a
steady rise In the price of grain and
that the present i:motalions are in-
duced by the European demand.

Mr. Canby said that thé Unit:=d
States still has 75.000.000 bushels to
export,

“There is no shortage and no dan-
ger of one” he continaed.

“The rate of exportation has slowed
down and indications are for contin-
ued diminution until the new crop
is hagvested The high cost of ocean
freights—practically double what they
were at the outset of the war—is one
canse for this lessening of the out-
ward tide That has discouraged ex-
ports and has resulted in a gradual
lowering of prices. There will be less
buying for future delivery from now
on."

Mr Canby announced hbimsell as
opposed to an embargo on th2 expor-
tation of wheat.

“That would be tamperinz with the
laws of supply and demand,” he said
“The farmer is really selling wheat
for less than It s worth, in a world
semse, at the present time. Just think
what Germany would pay for 500,000.-
000 bushels if she could get it."”

SECOND U. S. SHIP IS SUNK

Steamer Carib, Carrying Cargo of Cot-
ton, Destroyed by Mine in North
Sea—Fate of Crew in Doubt.

Berlin, Feb. 25 (vla wireless).—The
second American steamer sunk since
the German proclamation establishing
& war zone in the North sea went
into effect struck a mine on Tuesday
in the North sea, of the German
coast, and sunk. She was the steam-
er Carib, of the Clyde line, carrying
a cargo of cotton to Bremen from
Charleston_ 8. C., which port she left
January 27. There Is no news of the
fate of the Carib's crew. The steamer
was not following the route laid down
by the Germnn naval authorities for
neutral shipping when she wae de-
stroyed.

15,000 RUSSIANS ARE TAKEN

Germans Capture Przasnysz and 10,
000 of the Czar's Troops—Russ
Reinvade Bukowina.

Berlin, Feb. 27.—The capture of 10,
000 Russians, twenty cannon, machine
guns and a great quantity of war ma-
terials at Przasnysz, as well as the
city itself, was announced by the Ger-
man war office Thursday.

GIVE US A LONG REST

Say the State Is in Need of Good, Long
Rest—Resclution Creates Excite-
ment When Introduced.

(By Denny Donovan.}

Columbus, 0.—A joint resclution
calling for final adjournment of the
legislature on March 1% was intro-
duced in the house by Representative
Yeatman and in the senate by Senator
Pink. The resolution fe!l like a bomb
in the senate. Administration leaders
i mediately derdanded to know why
it had been introduced, this fact indi,
cating that the majority leaders had |
not been consulted. In the house the
resolution created consternation, be-
cause the Democrats claimed that to
pase it would mean virtual abandon-

ment of whatever program there is.
While it is not admitted in any |
quarter that the purpose of the reso-|
lution is to break the deadlock over|
thd flood prevention bills, prominent |
members of both sides say it probably
will have that tendency., The temper
of the administration leaders on the
resolution are indicated by the motion l
o! Majority Floor Leader Howard in|
the senate to refer it to the ﬁnance‘
|

committee. It is sald the house reso-
lutton will aleso be treated lightly.
Strong pressure was brought to bear |
on the senate drainage and irrlgationi
committee to let the bills eome out
of committes, but Senator Garver
stood fast and succeeded in delaying |
a report on them at least until Thurs- |
day. One of the majority leaders de-|
clared that the adjournment resolution
was simed at the head of the adminis- |
tration and declared that he had good
reasons for making that statement.

Costs $17,000 To Pass a Bill.

It costs something like $17.000 for
the legislature to pass a bill. Sounds
pretty big., yes; but here are the fig-
ures: The estimates are that it costs
from $2,500 to $3,000 each day the
legislature is in session. Since the
present legislature has been holding
gessions, or alleged sessions about
four days a week, means an expendi-
ture of something like $10,000 or $12-
000 a week. To put it low, say $10,-
000. The ‘legislature has passed its
seventh week, The total expenditure,
tlien, would be somewhere between
$70,000 and $80,000. Let's make it
conservative and say §70,000. Up to
last Thursday the legislature had pass-
ed four bills—none of them of any
consequence—so you see about what
it's costing the state In good round
dollars. To say that those four bills
cost the state §17,000 is not putting
it very strong, if you believe figures.
And all of this took place under
the Republican administration that
charged extravagance against the Cox
administration.

Dr. Gladden Upholds State Board Plan.

In a signed statement Dr. Washing-
ton Gladden took a position against
the abolishment of the state adminis-
trntion board plan of handling the
state institotions, about which there
ha# lately been some talk in the legis-
lative halls—not a few favoring the
re-establishment of the old individual
board of trustees plan. He invelighed
specially in his statement against in-
terference with the administration
bonrd, but concluded with tHis para-
gruph with reference to the policy of
reducing the salaries of responsible
offices where high abllity is required:
“It ought to be plain now that men
fit to care for these great Interests,
will not be kept in Ohio by starvation
salaries. We have been driving them
ont of Ohio for 30 years. It iz a ruin-
oun poliey.” A\

Received Increase In Salary.

Traveling men
would thus be relieved of expense and
inconvenience incident to remaining
at home during the early part of elec-
tion week. Thousands who mnever op
rarely exercise their franchise privi
leges for these reasons will be Induced
to vote for local, state and federal ofs
ficers, it is expected. Under the Wick:
line bill traveling men will be allowed
to cast their ballots at the office of
the County Election Board either three
days or one day before the regular
election day.

A provision in the bill would estab-
lish a mild form of compulsory voting.
It would require the voter in any regis-
tration city who failed to vote for two
Years to reregister or else lose his
right to vote. Persons who vote regu-
larly need not register, only once in
their lifetime. Oregon has just adopt-
ed such a measure. The absent voting
plan is simple and gives elasticity to
the present rigid election laws. It Is
now in euecessful operation in other
states. A voter who knows he is to
be absent from hiz home on election
day may notify the election board by
mail and secure from it a blank bal-
lot, together with an identification
stub and envelope. He then goes be-
fore a notary, wherever he happens to
be, within or outside the state, on re,
celving the ballot, and there, after
marking it secretly, places it in the
envelope with the identification stub
and signe it in the presence of the
notary.

Liguidating Officers on Pay Rolls.
Investigation of the state bank su-
perintendent’'s department under the
lagt administration was resumed by
the joint commitiee of the general as

sembly. The banks whose affalrs
were inquired into were the Mer.
chants’ and Miners® bank, at Nelsbn-
ville, O.; the Citizens' National bank,
of Beech City; the Plain City bank, at
Plain City, and the Security Savings
bank, of Columbus. The pringipal fea-
ture was the testimony of Chief Ex-
aminer John A. Blizs that, although
large sums were paid for salary and
expenses In liguidating these bauks,
there was nothing to show when the
sérvices were rendered, or of what
tkey consisted. From the Nelsonvilie
bank it waks shown that Danie} J.
Ryan received $2,562.80 salary and ex-
penses, and that Claude Meeker, Co-
inmbus broker, was paid for selling
gecurities which the new First Na-
tional bank had a contract to take
back at par any time it was asked to
dc so. It was shown that liguldating
officers and examiners were on the pay
rolls of several banks at the same
time, and that in one of the banks,
ar institution with assets of only $8% -
000, the expenses of liguidation were
$7.274.97. Attorney Robert Black, of
Cincinnati, received 2213.90 from the
Beech City bank, being at the same
time a member of the general as-
sembly.

Plan Propcsed to Advertise Ohio.

Thomas P. Riddle, of Lima, proposes
that the $25,000 appropriated by Ohlo
for an exhibit of agricultural products
at the Panama-Pacific exposition be
used for advertising Ohlo, not only at
the exposition, but at every big city
along both the northern and southern
route to San Francisco, by equipping
& train that will tell the agricultural
facts shout our state. He nmakes
gome startling statements, as follows:
1. Western states, by advertising,
have captured 60,000 Ohio citizens dur-
ing the past 15 years. 2. Ohio is los-
ing farmers at the rate of 2,000 a year
because she does not advertise to hold
them. 3. Waestern states are selling
us apples, meat and flour, which we
buy because they are advertised. Mr,
Riddle says, and we dare say he is
right, that Ohle affords unequalled op-
portunities for farmers, that we grow
better apples than any western state,
that we produce beiter and cheaper
meat than any western state, and that
we make better and cheaper flour. And
vet the western states, by advertising,
take half our home market for apples,
meat and flour because they advertise.
Advertising is a prodiglous foree in
influencing people in the selection of
homes and the purchase of food. Mr.
Riddle thinks it is time to usge it to
protect Ohio and her producta.

Governor Was the Speaker.

Gov. Willis, in an address before the
mid-winter meeting of the Buckeye
Press association at the Neil House,
urged the newspapers to support the
administration’s plan for economy in
state government. He especlally thank-
ed the country newspapers for the as-
gistance they gave him during the re-
cent campaign. He declared that their
support generally was devoid of a
selfish political purpose,

Dry Ohio Counties To Get Saloons.

According to an estimate of the
State License Board a total of 493 new
saloons will be opened in the thirty-
one dry counties by reason of the op-
eration of the “home rule” amend-
ment to the constitution. These, added
to the 5,400 saloons in the present 43
wet counties, will make a,total of 5,893
licensed saloons in 74 of the 88 coun-
ties. By reason of Beall municipal
and township option elections, held
since the “home rule"” amendment was
adopted last November, fourteen conns
ties will remain totally dry.

Testified Before Commission.

Kenneth MeKinley, efficiency engi-
neer of the Civil Service Commission,
testified before the Howard Investigat.
Ing Commission here that the entire
system in the public instruction de-
partment was wWrong.

Galbreath Librarian.

The State Library Board has elected
Charles H, Galbreath state librarian,
to succeed John Henry Newman.

MUST BE PROTEGTED

Propar Tariff Duties Would Es-
tablish Industry.

Wise Legisiation Must Do Its Part To
ward the Creation of an Addi-
tional Source of Wealth to
the United States.

!
Higher tariff protection, according
to the report of a committee of the
American Chemical society, is abso
lutely needed. The present duty of
30 per cent ad valorem on imported
dyes has been in force many years,
but it has not created an American
coal-tar fndustry. The committes
holds that a specific duty of 714 centa
& pound must be added to the 30 per
cent ad valorem to give real pro
tection. Thé gsmall specific cuty
would shut out the cheap dyes which
are so largely used here, while the 30
per cent duty would be sufficient, as
now, on high-priced dyes. 2
There is plenty of raw material
produced in this country, the present
production of coal tar being sufficient
for supplying the textile industries
But the industry can-
not be established hera without bet-
ter tariff protection. The problem is
whether the public is willing to pay
for controlling its own sources—for in
the long run the cost would fall oz
the general public, Textile manufac-
turers, naturally enough, have always
opposed raising the duty on dyes. It
is an interesting question whether
their present difficulties, including
their lack of many desired colors, and
much higher prices for those they de
obtain, will work a change of mind in
them. The conclusion of the debate
fs that we can have a coaltar im-
dustry if we want to make the neces-
sary changes. For a decision, it Is
necessary that the public should know
what changes are required, and that
these concern almost exclusively the
tariff, and the matter of co-operation
among the color makers, — EBostop
Transcript.
