WORLD CONFERENTE ON
: FAITH AND ORDER

Since the last Bulletin of the pro-
gress in preparing the way for Chris-
tian Unity through the World Confer-
ence on i ith and Order, five new
Commissions have been appointed,
namely: The Congregational Union
of Australia; the United Free Church
of Scotland; the Churches of Christ in
Great Britain; the Queensland Con-
ference of the Methodist Church of
Australia; and the Church of Eng-
land of the Province of South Africa.

The Commission of the Episcopal
Church in the United States has asked
ths Bishops of that Church to recom-
mend to their clergy the observarce
of Sunday, May 16, as a day of
special intercession with a sermon on
behalf of Christian Unity and the
World Conference Movement. A
majority of the Bishops have alreadv
approved the suggestion. L

issning a pamphlet entitled “The Ob-
ject and Method of Conference” anid
114 in press a Manual »f Prayer for
Unity, compiled from many sources,
pucien; and modern.

Indirectly,
the war is showing the superiority of
the conference method, or rather the
hopefulness of the method of contro-
versy. Too often the various Chris-
tian Communions, in what they con-
side= to be efforts for reunion, have
followed diplomatic methods such as
failed to prevent the war. The
world is beginning to see that the
diplomatic methods of the past must
be discarded if peace is to be establish-
ed and maintained, and Christians are
beginnine to see that they must set
the world the example of an earnest
and sincere effort to understand the
needs and positions of others.

The Episcopal Commission has ap-
pointed a new Deputation, consisting
of the Rt. Rev. Dr. Anderson, Bishop
of Chicago; the Rt. Rev. Dr. Brews-
ter, Bizshop of Connecticut; the Rt.
Rev. Dr. Rhinelander, Bishop of Pen-|,
nsylvania; the Rev. Dr. Manning,
Rector of Trinity Church, New York;
and Mr. George Wharton Pepper, of
Philadelphia, to be ready to proceed to
Europe ag soon as conditions permit.
Meantime, efforts are being made to
get in touch with individuals in
Europe and the East and those efforts
are meeting with a very cordial re-
ception, A number of sympathetic
letters have been weceived this win-
ter from very eminent officials of
the Roman and Eastern Churches and
of important Protestant Communions
throughout the world.

SOMETHING WRONG HERE.

There are said to be fifteen thousand
bushels of potatoes still unsold in the
state of New York, yet press quotations
in metropolitan dailies are almost as
high as if there were no over-produc-
tion. In other words, the price to the
consumer is from seventy cents to one
dollar and twenty ecents a bushel in
the large centers, although according
to the country weekly newspapers of
the state New York potatoes can now
be bought from the farmers at from
fifteen to thirty cents a bushel. They
say that if there were not such a dis-
crepancy in price between the producer
and the consumer it would be possible
to dispose of more of the present
over-production. Various plans have
been suggested for disposing of the
eron, but not one is said to offer a
suitable solution of the difficulty.

How to Kill Flies.

To clear rooms of files carbolic aclé
may be used as follows: Heat a shovel
or any similar article and drop thereon
twenty drops of carbolic acid. The
vapor kills the flies.

A cheap and perfectly rellable fly
polson, one which Is nut dangerous tc
human life, Is bichromate of potash ino
solution. Dissolve one dram, which
an be bought at any drug.store, ir
two ounces of water, and add a little
sugar, Put some of this solution in
shallow dishes and distribute them
ibout the house,

Sticky flypaper, traps and liquid pol
sons are among the things to use in
gilling flles, but the latest, cheapest
and best Is a sclution of formalin or
formaldehyde in water. A spoonful of
this liquid put Into a quarter of a pint
of water and exposed in the room will
be enough to kill all the flies,

To clear the room quickly where
there are many flies, burn pyrethrum
powder in the room. This sturefies
the flles, when they may be swept up
and burled,

If there are any flles in the dining
room of your hotel, restaurant o:
boarding house, complain to the pro-
prietor that the premises are not clean.

It was the “Cucaracha elide” in the
Culebra cut at Pansma that kilied
Lieut. Ccl. Gaillard with overwork and
overworry—and now, in the final blast
with 4,£9%0 pounds of dynamite It has
killed, with the premature discharge,
fivea men. In eddition, 17 men were
injured, of whom several may die.

The same “Cucaracha” means “cock
roach,” and the crawling activity of
this monstrous foe has given the
American engineers and their French
predecessors more trouble than any
other part of the canal excavation
From first to last it has offered a con-
tinupus discouragement of resistance
to the steam shovel, bringing tons of
clay with a glaclerlike movement
down into the canal “prism" by night
after the work of the broiling day had
removed It. It Is as though in re
venge for its defeat it turned upon
the workmen in its last throes, to
add to the honor roll of those who
have lald down their livea that the
passage from eea to sea may be ac
complished.

give an indleation of how very consid
ereble developments in wireless may
arise from little elementary beginnings
of that kind."

Wireless Telephone in Europe.

That the wireless telephone has at
last been developed to such a stage
that it is a practical means of long-
distance communication was demon-
strated recently when a wireless-tele
phone conversation was transmitted
from London to Berlin, a distance of
about 600 miles, by means of Marconl
transmitting and recelving instru-
ments.  This feat far surpassea any-
thing that has been done heretofore,
the latest success along this line hav-
Ing been the establishment of wireless-
talephone communication between
Philadelphian and New York city.—
Popular Mechanics.

EXTENSION DEPARTMENT
ADDS MORE NEW FEATURES

Demonstrations of concrete con-
struction and drainage lectures are
new features of the agricultural ex-
tension which the Ohio State Univer-
sity will offer to the farmers of the
state through the agricultural engi-
neering department during the com-
ing summer and fall

According to the plans already for-
mulated by the department, a demon-
strator in concrete construction will
be sent free of charge to the home of
the farmer on the condition that he
will call his neighbors to his home
to witness the demonstration. A sim-
ilar plan will be followed in the drain-
age work,

Stock plans of houses, barns and
poultry houses are now sent free of
coarge to any farmer in the state
who writes for them. Blue prints of
such buildings are made at cost. Stu-
lents who are specializing in rural
architecture use the plans that are
sent in for classroom work, and of-
ten their revisions are adopted by the
farmers.

“These plans furnish the best of ma-
terial for classroom work,” said Prof-
.. W. Ives, who has charge of the
ural architecture class. “They also
zive the students practical knowledge
oncerning problems in the construe-
tion of farm buildings.”
