Rear End Collision of T. & I. Cars
Twe Miles East of Stryker Results
in Serious Injury of Seven and
Death of at Least Two Wednesday

An accident that has sent a shock
of horror over the towns of Fulton

and Williams counties on the line of |

the Tolede & Indiana Railway occur-
red last Wednesday might about 11:00
o'clock when T, & I. Car No. 6 crash-
