And at ap increase of from ten to fif-
teen dollars an oere more than the
same lands could be had for n couple
of years ngo,

The rise In the price of every kind
of produce grown on these Western
lands, In some cases to double snd In
others to treble the price prevalling be-
fore 1014, have attracted and are at-
tracting In everdncrensing proportions
the men who are anxious to Invest
thelr money, and apply thelr energies
in the production of wheat for which
the allled natlons are ecalling with
volees which grow louder and more
fnxious as the montha roll on, and the
tnd of the war sgtlll seems distant.
Beef, and more especinlly bacon. are i

required in ever greater quiuntities,
and the price of all these things hasl
sonred, until It 1s not a question of |
what shall we produce, but how much
can we produce. KEven should this |
world eanlamity be brought to a close
i six months from now, it will be |
years before normal pre-war prices |
prevall, and meantime self-interest if
not patriotiam s turning the minds of
thousands back to the land, The o |
ovitable consequence hns been the rise
in value of land, especinlly whent
land.

One denler In |
farm Innds recently sold three sections
for §70 an acre, one extra good quar
ter went ns high as §90, and another
brought £100, These are, of course,
large prices, but that they will be
equnled or even surpassed In the near
fature 1s beyoud question, There 1s a
feature sbout this rush to the land
from which the most solid hope cnn
be drawn for the succesy of the move
ment. The proper tillage of land, tc
produce lorge crops In a climate llke
ours Is now understood and pmcuced
as It never was in the early days of
the province., It would seem too that
with the (nerease of land under cultl
vation, the sessons are changing®
and the rainfull becoming greater and
more regular.

“Crops are belng harvested, especial.
Iy In Southern Alberta, which woula
hnve seemed impossible to the old-time
furmer, with his old-foshioned idens
of brenking and seeding. And at the
price now set by the government for
wheat and which possibly may be in-
creaged during the coming senson, the
return to the practical skilled agricul-
turist must necessarily be very Inrge.

Enouuh to Sell Themsalves.

NEARBY MARKET
IS USUALLY BEST

Canning Clubs Should Be Able tor

Guaraniee Packs of Dif-
ferent Products.

LABELS ON TIN CONTAINERS

As Necessary to Establish Reputation
for Reliability as to Have Prod-
ucts Put Up Attractively—
Cater to Needs of Buyers,

Well-stocked pantry shelves found
In so0 many American homes at the
end of the canning season have not
been enough in the way of food sav-
ing for many women pnd girls, who
last year, especially through their or-
ganized clubs, put up mililons of jars
and cans of fruits and vegetables in
regponge to the world's need of food.

Although some of this surplus
canned food, that the pantry shelves
would not hold, was sold on local mar-
kets, and some of it was even shipped
to nearby polnts, here and there the
home canners found that it was hard
to sell the surplus, One of the muin
difficulties, as pointed out by the bu-
reau of markets, was that the home-
canned products were not standard-
{zed, for many eases were found where
well-selected, carefully pocked stand-

' ardized goods brought good prices to

the home eanner.
Best Markets,

Local or nearby murkets for home-
cnnned products are usually the best.
The attractivengss of the pack sand
containers affects its selling qualities.
Merchants or other buyers do not
want a miscellapeous assortment of
products, and it is better practice to
put different products in_ boxes by
themselved and not to mix containers
of peaches and peppers, for example,
In the snme lot when offering them
for sale. Contalners shonld be graded
|as to size and quarts and pints kKept
sopnrnt(-. Lahels areé necessiury on tin
| containers and help sell canned goods,

Where products are put up by mem-
pers of cannlng clubs under organized
supervision it is possible to gunrun-
tee the pack of the different products
ps «to grade and weight of measure.
This is a considerable aid in selling,
eElnce the buyer then Eknows exactly
what he is buying.

850,000,000 QUARTS
CANNED LAST YEAR

Girls' canning clubs in the
United States put up a total of
14,640,187 containers of frulis
and vegetables during 1017.
Counting in the canning done
by the organized women's
clubs and through the home-
demonstration agents, the total
canned product Is estimated at
850,000,000 quarts, with a value
of about £140,000,000, and this
does not Include the products
dried and salted for home use.
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Big Wages for Spare Time.

Factory workers in an Ohio town,
last year, earned money durlng spare
time at the rate of 92 cents an hour,
That would be $7.36 for an eight-hour
day, $220.80 a month, $2,649.60 a year.
That is a good deal more then a fair
profit on idle hours,

What were they doing? Working in
home gardens, growing vegetables
that they and their families ate. The
manufacturing concern for which they
worked duoring regular hours kept an
aceurate record of the time the men
spent working in the gardens and the
value of the garden stuff grown.

This matter isn't news, particularly.
It is nearly nine months old. PBut it
does seem worth mentioning just now
by way of calling the attention of the
industrial workers of the nation to
the fact that time spent working home
gardens is not time thrown away, that
the hour they spend morning or eve-
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ning working the garden ylelds better |
returns than any hour they put in in |

the factory.

Care of Young Horses.

Give the weanlings and immature
horses good care. The colts should
be given an ample supply of grain and
gooad roughage in order that they may
mature Into useful work herses, The
saving of grain should be made with
the idle mature horse and not with

the colt. There are many economical |

rations that can be fed to both young
and mature stock, depending on the
locnl feeds avallable, Write to your
state experiment stoation for informa-
tlon regarding the most economlcal ra-
tions ,to be fed In your state. Also
write to the Unlted States department
of agriculture for Farmers' Bulletin
803, which gives information on the
feeding and management of young
horses.

Inexponsive Garden Tools.

Ther cultlvation of a home garden
requires very little expenditure in
tools. A spade, n hoe, an
resenting a total cost of conslderably
less than $5, are all the bought tools
necessary to be used. Everything else
can be improvised. A garden line can
be muade with a plece of twine tied to
two sharpened sticks that serve as
stakes. A thin piece of board or a
shingle enn bé made into a service-
able trowel. A good seratecher and
weeder enn be made by driving about
three small nails through the end of
a plece of lath, A heavier weeder cnn
be made from a piece of hoop iron,
with one end sharpened, bent into a
loop.
