HOW GERMANS ARE DELUDED

Ridiculous Statements Made by Kali-
ser's Government Prove How Real
Is Fear of America.

A poster recentdy ssued by the im-
perial German government in an effort
to bellttle the particlpation of Ameriea
in the war and thus strengthen the
morale of her people form the text of
one of the most siriking pleces of litera-
ture that the buresu of publicity of
the war loan organization has prepared
for use In the forthcoming Fourth Lil-
eriy loan.

The ttle of the poster s “Can
America’s Entry Make a decision of the
War?" Integral sections of it attempt
to convince the reader that Ameriea’s
army cannot take the place of Rus-
gln’s withdrawn forces; that the Unit-
e¢d States cannot bulld envugh ships
to have any effect on the result of the
war, and that the U-boats will destroy
virtually all the =hips that Ameriea
ean build when those ‘ships. at-
telpt to cross the ocean. A French
poster also is reproduced in the Ger-
man poster and the meaning so twisted
a3 10 make it appear that Frunce s
very badly in need of food.

Two millions of the booklets liave
been printed and will i distributed

| in various parts of the couniry, par-

ticularly in theaters where” Liberty
Lonn spepkers take the book as thelr
test.

The enormous figure of a Hussian
solidier is the first object on the poster
to strike the eve, He stunds with
hawds In his overcoat pockers, indica-
tive of the fact that he is through
fighting. Beside him stands Uncle Sam
holding u small figure, designed to
represent the United Stutes army, in
his right hand. In his left hand Uncle
Sam carrles a banner which bears the
inscription, “America threatens to
=zend transport of onehualf milllon mwen.
But 1f cannot. ship them!" Below
Uncle Sam are these words: "It Is
impessible for America to train and
fit ¢ot in time for the Kuropein war a
snitable and sufficiently large army
and provide it with the necessury re-
enforcements.”  The catchline of this
se¢tion of the poster is “Russia’s army
of millions could not down Germany,”
gnd on the skirt of the Russian sol-
dior's overcoat are printed these
words: “Russia used up altogether
fifteen million mwen in vain!”

PBelow this
line appedrs g lnge figure intended to
represent the English shipping faclli-
ties at the outbreak of the war, which
bears these words: “England went
into the war with twenty million gross
registereid tons of freight space.”

Alongside this figure of u ship I8 a
drawing designed to show Uncle Sam
carrying the United States tonnage un-
der his left arm. The caption above
Unecle Sam reads: 'L‘m America re-
plece England on sea? On the ship
which Uncle Sam carries is printed
this inscription: “Three million gross
vegistry tons” and below that is an-
other inseription which says: “At the
beginning of the war America had on-
Iy a tonnage of three mililon gross regs
istered tons." Commenting on these
statements, the poster further declares
“America eannot incresse her gross
registered tons for 1918 by more than
two to two and a half milllon tons
Our U-hoats sink twice as quickly as
England and America can bulld!”

The answer of the publiciiy bureau
to the two sections of the poster refer-
ring to the transportation of men and
the building of ships follows: “At the
motment the bulletin boards of Ger-
many scoffed the possibillty of Amer-
ica sending a foree o France, there
were alreqady more than a million fight-
Ing men overseag, and transports,
walled abont by the American navy de-
fying the cowardly submarines, were
hearing every month hundreds of
thousands more, The gauge is set and
the summer of 1919 will gee 4,000,000
fighting American men in France. Nor
will there be o lack of ships 1o trans-
port and sustain them. The Liberty
3ond buyer is fast giving to America
o merchant marine that will be the
peer of any In the world. America
launched in July alone (335,011 tons.
Losges to allled and neutral shipping
combined, from every cause, for the
Inst six months, amounted to 2,080,308
tons.

“The distunce from New York to
England, the Boche points out,” com-
ments the burenu of publieity publi-
catlon, *I1s two hundred times greater
than that from England to France,
from which he spells ‘Opportunity for
the German U-hoats” Pitiful is this
boast in face of the facts. Instead of
the U-boat being an unconquerable
engine of war, as the Hun confidently
expected, it has become the slinking
foe of fishing smacks and other iso-
lated craft. The vast army of Liberty
Bond buyers, thirty millions strong,
has bullt an unbroken bridge over the
Atlantle ocean into the heart of the
enemy's  strongholds. Aeross  this
bridge there are streaming our mil-
Hons of fighting men, a8 good as the
world has ever known, munitibns and
equipment that have been wronght by
those back home, whose determination
is that the American fighting man shall
luck nothing that he needs."”

As a back-handed slap at the French,
the German propagandists huve repro-
duced a Freanch poster which pleads
with French people to eat less in or-
der that {he United States may send
over more¢ man power. The French
poster pointed out that if every per-
=on in France would save a hundred
grams of food a day that the American
reinforcements could be increased
division a month. The French cateh-
line on this poster was “Does France
want wheat or men®” and thé German
poster remarks “Also the allles are
now beginning to have their doubis!”

In a further effort to convince the
German people that it will be Impos-
sible for the United States to trans-
port trbops to France, the German
section of the poster says that ten
tons of freight space are required for
every soldier in crossing the water,
The truth is that a soldier requires
less than one-half this amount of
space.

Summing up all the fulsehoods which
the German poster confains, the book-
let says: “The War Lord of Ger-
many muy have the futile heope that
his people will devour In the place of
fopd, such statemenis as the forego-
ing. Falsehoods, however, are poor
substitutes and are likely (o aggra-
vate rather than appease when the de-
iuded people of Germany learn that
every requirement of the American
soldier will be met by his patriotic and
ungualified support back home. If a
single soldier reguired ten tons of
freight space, it would he given him
But the trath is he requires less than
one-half of that.

“As for Germany's statement that
even If the United State: bullt from
two snd a half million gross regis-
fered tons in 1018, it would not menn
dellverance for the aliies, ne further
comment s needed than that by July
of this year the 2000000-ton mark
htis lween passed. I farther refn-
tation of the Hun boast of his
U-boat prowess were needed, [t might
be stated thot less than 500 American
soldiers have lost their lives in the
present war as a result of U-boat nt-
tcks”

Closing the booklet is tlils siriking
quotition from  Secretary  MeAdoo :
“The Fourth Liberty loan is the bar-
rage whnich will precede the vietorions
thrust of our army."”

Who Is My
Neighbor?

TEXT—Who is my neighbor?—Luke 10:
28. Read Luke 10:25-37.

In the parable of the Good Samari-
tan, Jesus is elearly undertaking to
show the univer-
sal obligation of
Christian serv-
ice. The question
to whom this ob-
ligation is due
and the measure
of the obligation
cenfronts many
an honest in-
quirer. It is in-
feresting to dis-
cover the meaning
of the master's
answer tothe
young man's gues-
tion. He seems
to say that my
neighbor s the
man in need, the man in need of what
I have to zive, and whose peed arises
and i= made known to me at a time
when I am able to give it. If this be
frue, how amaring and wonderful has
become the world neighborhood, and
how clearly is the Christian's duty to
make Christ known emphasized by the
universality of human suffering. Like
ihe man on the way to Jericho, na-
tions lie stricken, bleeding, hungry and
rendy to die.

Over against this appalling fact, the
like of which the Christlan never
faced before in all the history of the
world, stands Christ, God's only dn-
swer 10 human need. We of America
know him. We have him enthroned in
many an earnest heart, We have
throughout the land the open Bible,
God's word spokén to sinful and suffer-
ing man everywhere and in sll ages,
words of love, words of hope and
words of comfort. How mightily it be-
hooves ug in this time of world tragedy
and suffering to study the purable of
the Good Samaritan and to search our
own hearts to know whether or mot
we as Individuals are rendering that
ministry to the suffering which human
need requires, and our knowledge of
human sufferlng and our ability to al-
leviate it insistently requires.

What a reproach that in the msas-
ter's parable the representatives of re-
ligion—the servants of the Temple of
God—pnssed by the sufferer, Each
knew of the case of human need. Each
looked wupon the torm and bleeding
form. Each possessed the resources
from which to help. Yet each turned
away passing on the other side, delib-
erately walking away from this revela-
tion of suffering and need, deaf to this
cry. So proud, so self-righteous, =0 ex-
clusive, were these servanis of religion,
and =0 devoted were they to the forms
and ceremonies of their service, and so
filled with the thought of thelr own
importance, that there seemed to ba
no place In elther heart for the milk
of human kindness. Will we ever again
permit this reproach to be laid at the
door of the representatives of religion?
Cnn it be possible that those who pro-
fess to be followers of Jesus Christ,
and who are the exponents and advo-
cates of the Christian religion, shall
full to exempiify that high and holy
love wherewith the master loved men?

Shull we forget in the days to come
that the master hi{mﬁelf in apswer to
the doubt of John the forerunner an-
nounced as the evidence of his divinlty
and gave as the proof of his adequate
ministry to men, that “the hlind re-
ceive their sight, and the lame walk,
the lepers are cleansed, and the deaf
hear, and the dead are raised up, and
the poor have good tidings preached to
them.” i

Shall we not, as we journey toward
the day of world peace, in our comfort
of circumstances, in our amplitude of
resources, think of the peoples who
have fﬂ““ by the way? Wiil not Bel-
gium and France and Roumania and
Armenia and great, old, riven, torn and
demoralized Russia, draw out of the
Christlan heart of America the min-
istry of henling, the ministry of
money, the minisiry of a Christly
love? Surely the great lessons of self-
deninl and self-sacrifice which we are
lpurnin:: a8 o people In thig great war
will in God's good providence prepare
us for that new meighborhood created
by the universality of suffering and
the hestt hunger of the world. May
God in his providence preserve the
faith and love of our people and pro-
tect our resources In men and money,
for a world-wide campaign of evangel-
ism after the war, and above all pre-
serve in the heart of our nation that
reality of spiritual experience that
will make our world ministry as beau-
tiful and effective ns was that of the
humble man of Samaria, who helped
his brother in need, when that need
was discovered and the humble trav-
eler had the means at his hand to ren-

der the succor which human suffering
called forth,

“The greater one’s power with God
in constant prayer, the greater grows
one's power with men whe seldom
pray.”

We plan and plan, then pray

That God may bless our plan.
