SOY BEANS

(Prepared by the Uritag States Depnr!-I
ment of Agriculture.)

The soy bean can be utillzed to ad-
vantage a8 pasture for all kinds of
stock, the most profitable methaod, per-
haps, being to pasture with hogs, sup-
plementing the corn ratlon. This is
especially desirable when thd harvest-
Ing is Interfered with by bad weather, |
lack of labor, or other eauses, :md-i
when the crop Is grown for seil im-
provement. In this way the erop l.ﬂ|
profitable not only from the stand-
point of feeding value, but also in the
increase of soil fertility due to the
manure and refuse vines, Hogs great-
Iy rellsh the bean plant, |_'}1]1|'£'i(|1|_}'\
the ripening pods and seed, and &
conslderable part of the growth of
young bogs may be made with soy-
bean pasture, Anlmals ready for fat-|
tening may be fitted for market much
more rapidly if soy beans are used
to supplement the corn ration.

Test in Alabama.

In pasturage -experiments conduct-|
ed at the Alabama agricultural ex-;
periment statlon soy beans, peanuts,
chufay, and sorghum were compared
as pasturnge for hogs. It was found
that when corm alone was fed, 100
pounds of pork cost $7.63; when fed
a two-thirds rmtion of corn and pas-
turedd on chufas In addition, 100
pounds of pork cost £5.80; on sorghum,
$7.79; on peanuts, $3.20; and on soy
beans, $2.74. The average gain of
the plgs ench day on the soy-bean
pasture was 1.02 pounds, on the pes-
nut pasture 1.01 pounds, on the chufa
pasture 0.72 pound, and on the sor-
ghum pasture 0.37 pound. The same
station reports three years' work In
feeding 105 hogs to determine the
vilue of soy-benn pasture as compared
with other feeds, the most profitnble
quantity of corn as a supplement, and
the effect of the soy-bean fornge on
the quality of the pork. It was found
that when corn was used alone the
average dally gain for each hog was
0.375 pound, at a cost of 7.61 eents.
When soy-bean pasture was grazed
with a one-fourth, one-half, and three
fourths ratfon of corn the avernge
daily gains were ralsed to 1.102, 1.006,
and 1329 pounds, respectively, and
the cost of pork reduced to 2,59, 8.36,
and 317 cents, respectively. One acre
of soy-bean pasture afforded grazing
for 10 hogs for 32 (nys with & one-
fourth ration of corn, 48 Jdays with a
one-half ration, and 62 days with a
three-fourths ration of corm. The

total value of pork produced on each
acre of soy-bean pastmre varied from
$25.81 to §30.13.

Kentucky Experimient.

The Kentucky ogricultural experl
ment station, In a series of experi
ments with soy-bean pasture for hogs,
fonnd that it was not profitable to hog
down soy beans (grain) unless a sup-
plementary feed is given. The results
sghowed, however, that It was highly
profi able to hog down soy beans i a
supp. ‘mentary feed, such as corn, is
siver, The lot of hogs receiving 2
per «ont of its weight in cornmeal
daily produced 825 pounds of pork to
the : cre, at a cost of 5454 per hun-
dred pounds of gain. An aere of soy
beans hogeed off with a supplementary
feed of corn produced feed for 10
hogs for 21 days and for 20 hogs for
nn additional 21 days. An acre of soy
beans with no corn fed the hogs pro-
duceld feed for 10 hogs for 21 days
and for 15 hogs for an additionul 14
days.

Various methods of seedlng are
used when tha soy bean is to be util-
Ized for pasture purposes, In the
Southern states, especially Neorth
Carolina, where a considerable acre-
age is used for hog pasture, from one
and a half to two bushels of seed
are sown broadeast at the last work-
ing of the corn. The hogs are turned
in when the seed is fully mature.
Corn and soy beans are sometimes
grown together and pastured down, as
Is often done with corn, or the two
crops may be planted in alternate
rows. For young hogs the beans nre
often planted alone. Soy-bezn pas-
ture may be supplied for n period of
several weeks by planting early, medi-
um, and late varieties, Early mator
ing varieties may be sown after small
grains and make sufficlent growth to
snpply considerable feed tn the fall
Soy beans may be pastured at any
time from the stage when the pods
are one-half filled until the beans arve
mature,

When hogs have been pastured on
goy beans alone there Is a tendency
for the lard to beeome soft. This may
be overcome very materially by feed-
Ing the hogs on a grain ration after
tuking them from the pasture. The
feeding ol corn alone for four or five
weeks has produced firm lard, while
corn and cottonseed meal used In the
proportion of three parts of corn to
one part of cottonseed meanl has given
the best resulis,

NEWS SERVICES OF
BUREAU OF MARKETS

Depended Upon by Many Produc-
ers, Distributors and Others.

Information Scattered to AIl Sections
of Country Over Practically 14,000
Miles of Leased Wires—

How It Works,

(Prepared by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture.)

Many produocers, distributors and
others have come to depend on the
market news services of the buresu
of markets and to muake less nse of
commercial pricesguoting agencies,
which are not able to furnish data so
rellable, accurnte, prompt and compre-
hensive, according to the annual re-
port of the secretary of agriculture,
The market news services were
greatly enlarged In the fiscul year 1018
until branch offices numbered approxi-
mately ninety. They were distribut-
(pg market information to all sections
of the country over practically 14,000
miles of leased wires.

The news service on {rults and veg-
etables wns made continuous through-
out the year for the first time since
it was Instituted. Reports were issued
in season covering approximately 32
commodities and Indleating dally ear-
load shipments, the shipping prices in
the particular markets throughout the
country, and other shipping-point
facts. Temporury fleld stations were
operated at 82 points in two produc-
Ing sections, more than twice as many
ns in the preceding yeur.

The news service on live stock and
meats was extended to lnelude addi-
tional important live stock and ment
marketing centers and producing dis-
tricts. New features make the
service more useful to producers in
the trade were added. The daily re-
ports on mest conditions, which for-
merly gave information on the de-
mand, supplies and wholesale prices
of western dressed fresh meats In
four of the most important western
markets, now ecover Los Angeles, San
Franclsco and Pittsburgh also. As a
supplement to the daily reports a
weekly review Is published. The daily
telegruphic report on live stock ship-
ments west of the Allegheny moun-
tuing was extended to include all live
stock -loaded on wallroads throughout
the United States. Information re-
garding the “in” and “out” movement
In certnin feeding distriets is being
publisghed.

The department took over on June
1, 1018, the furnishing of all tele-

TO MAKE CLOTH LOOK NEW

Sizing Is Important and Tee Much
Stiffening Will Spoll Appearance
of the Material.

To have fabrics, after laundering,
possess their original appearance, care
must be tnken with colored materials
that they do not fade, and with white
materials that they remain snow-
white. Aside from this, suggests the
department of agriculture, much de-
pends on the sizing of cloth, Too
much stiffening spoils its appearance
and too little is quite as bad.

Most housekeepers use starch for
stiffening ordinary clothing. Starch
keeps the clothes clean longer and also
acts ng an absorbent for stain, thus
saving wear on the fiber by making
excess friction in laundering unnec-
essary. Manufacturers add other sub-
stunces besgides starch to thelr finlshed
mixture and their practices have heen
adopted In home laundry work with
SUCCEess,

For instance, borax gives smooth-
ness; purafiin, wax or turpentine gives

gloss; and alum a eertaln degree of
pliability. The substance used to
whiten s bluing, which counteracts
the yellow tinge. To use any finishing
process successfully the mixture must
be carefully worked into the fabric to
insure uniform finish. This is done by
dipping in and out of the starch and
bluing and rubbing well between the
hanis.
