"We will start the year of 1922-2- 3

with a deficit of $1,500,000,000," said
Mr. Houston. "We face, In addition,
the fact that many sources of revenue
re declining, so we will have to look

iround for new sources to tap without
placing greater burdens on the treas-
ury."

Asked as to what sources 'of reve-

nue were declining, the secretary said
principally the excess profits tax, but
that the productivity of higher groups
of income taxes also was falling off.
He cited internal revenue figures
showing a steady decline in tax pay-

ments by those receiving larger in
comes of the country.

Mr. Houston warned, incidentally,
against "tampering with the sinking
fund." He declared the present ar
rangement for retiring the great war
debt was "sound and workable" and
Should be allowed to continue in force.

"When we go to tampering with the
siking fund I believe we are gone,
be said.

In connection with the require-
ments, immediate and future, of the
treasury, Mr. Houston reiterated his
jpposition to a revival of the war
finance corporation. He declared the
war finance corporation would call
upon the treasury for depayment of
the credit of $386,000,000 It had with
the treasury, which would be com-

pelled to embark on a new borrowing
period to the extent that the corpora
tion called for money.

The secretary expressed the belief
that the solution of the problem of
aiding exporters was through private
financing rather than by government
action. There were indications, he
Bald, that exports would continue to
Increase without treasury help.

LEAGUE NEEDS U. S,

Lloyd George Says It Will Fail
Unless Backed by America.

British Premier Cites Work Already
Done by Organization Urges

Disarmament

London, Dec 23. David Lloyd
George, the prime minister, presiding
at a luncheon given In the house of
commons for the British and domin-
ion delegates to the recent League of
Nations assembly in Geneva, declared
the league would never achieve
real progress until all the 'aatlons
were represented.

There could be no real peace, de-

clared the priLie minister, until com-

petition in armaments ceased, and be-

fore disarmament . was possible all
the nations must be In the league,
for all must march together.

Mr. Lloyd George said all nations
must reach a common agreement not
to start n !za in disastrous rivalry in
armaments, which must Inevitably end
in a clash.

The league has already done much,
the prime minister asserted. For one
thing, it has raised the status of labor
throughout the world, and the labor
bureau was doing great things. The
league's most conspicuous work, he
said, probably was the establishment
of the international court of justice,
which would have a very determining
effect on international justice in the
future.

No League of Nations, however,
could possibly be regarded as com
plete until the United States was in
cluded, Mr. Lloyd George declared.

On New Tear's daj
in ancient Egypt when as yet the
pyramids were unbuilt there were
grand processions and smoking sac
rifices. In Sparta- - it was celebrated
by the consecration of youths to mili
tary service.

Among the Saxons and old Germans
were great rejoicings, feastings and
carouslngs on this day, and the was-

sail bowl passed merrily around. This
was a great vessel filled with ale,
sugar, fruits, nutmeg and spices. There
was enough for the whole community
and the great bowl ran freely all day.

In all countries there have been
charms and devotions peculiar to the
opening year, for n desire to peer into
the future is really common to us all,
no matter how we affect to deride the
idea. The Bible charm waa one famil-
iar to our grandfathers, and was used
by religious people even down to the
present- - generation. It is solemn tnd
Interesting, and well worth recording.
"When the clock strikes 12 on New
Tear's eve, pick up your Bible and
open it at random, and walking back-
ward to a table, lay the book down,
face open, upon it Turn around three
times, take up the book, reed the verse
upon which your thumb falls. It will
tell your fate for the coming year.
For instance, if it should be: "And
He will love thee and bless thee and
multiply thee," or "If I take the
wings of the morning and dwell In the
uttermost parts of fe earth," we ex-

pect a very pleasant year. But conceive
the horror of one who should open
to these words : "So he died, end was
gathered to his fathers," or "In hell
be lifted up his eyes, being in tor
ment

In Switzerland the maiden borrows
her mother's wedding ring, ties It with
a hair from her own head, then sus-
pends it Just over the rim of a tea-
cup, all the while counting rapidly the
years of her own age. Of course the
balr-hun- g ring trembles and knocks
against the cup, and each little tag
counts one year before she will wed
so she must count very fast or be
shocked at the number of taps. In
Norway the kind of fish caught on
the day foretells "fisherman's luck"
for the coming year. In rural New
England almost every locality has
some special charm of fortune-tellin-g

of its own for this day of fate. The
custom of sending cards and gifts on
the first day of the year is so ancient
that the historian of Manners and Cus-
toms can find no beginning. The
Chinese have used cards for thou
sands of years, and the queerest thing
in the world is a Chinese New Tecr's
card. It gives all the complimentary
titles of the owner, and is almost as
large as a wall map. In olden times
it was the custom for tenants to give
New Tears gifts to their landlords.
and every loyal subject owed a gift
to his sovereign. We read how good
Queen Elizabeth was such a favorite
that her gifts were marvels of taste
and extravagance. In our country we
give presents on Christmas day, but
In France they are reserved for the
first of thj year.
