The Battle of Pea Ridge,

PARTICULARS.

From the Correspondence of St, Louis Dem.

SIGEL WITH HIS REAR GUARD CUTS HIS WAY

THROUGH THE ENEMY.
Early Thursday morning 8igel's divia-io- n

was moving from Camp Dooptr, be-

yond Boiitonville, for riugar Creek. Ilia
rear guard, composed of the Twelfth
Missouri Infantry, Captain Jenk'a battal-
ion of cavalry, attached to the Thirty-sixt- h

Illinois, two companies Benton
lliissnrs. and aix pieces ol flying artillery
(Albert's bsltcry) lelt camp at 6 A.M.
The main column marched through Heu- -

tonv'.lle without barrving any indica
tion, of the enrtny. General ISigel and
atnfl', together with the rear guard, arriv
ed at lluulonvillu in an hour and a half.
While resting here, a black line waa ob- -
served on the prairie toward the aouih,
whiclijat first attracted no parliiular at
tention.

ISigel, with his glass aoon became con
vinced that the line wn. In motion, roon
aeecsh flag wera seen moving on
tonville, and the prairie became black
with the rebel masses if cavalry moved
up rapidly, and deploying lo the right and
left, surrounded the town. Clouds of
cavalry were .till ob.erved advancing at
rapid ap.ed.

Higcl moved forward the rear guard
across a ravine on the aiarginof the town
aud Hi. oppo.it. .id. of the ravine wee
occupied by the rebela, who came rush -

ingupwitb a yell. Noticmg that they
had formed on hi. re.r, he detached four
companies of cavalry to hold them in
cheek. Opening his line, right and left
he sent hi. artillery to the front, lo meet
a force drawn up in line cf battle a mile
out of town.

Turning to Capt. Jenks, who had come
forward lo support lb latter, Si gel aaid,
"Captain, the enemy are on our front, en
cither aide ol us, and all araund ua.''
Then raising hia hand to a level wilb hia
shoulder, and lunging it down wilh each
sentence, exclaimed:

"We must advance; we must rut oar
way through;" and concluding emphut-icuil- y,

"we shall cut our wsy tlirouuli."
Nigel then got off his horse, and person-
ally tuporiulcnded the planting of tho
pieces in poaition. He oponru firo on
the enemy in front, every shot having a
telling effect on tho enemy', ranks.which
laltcred .nd fell back in the wood. A
r.pid advunco ol our column then took
place, the enemy .coining to retreat on
either aide, but inatcud they made a tie
tour and formed again two miles further
on at the entrance of a deep gorge. On
reaching thia position, it was found thev
were supported by a large body of infant
ry, whoso adv. nee preceded our arriv.l
by taking a shorter rood. Tho infantry
wero placed in ambuscade covered by the
creit of a hill.

Our troops pushod forward into tho
gorge aloirjprhich the road run., when
suddenly . galling fire nf niuaketry waa
poured in .lung our whole line, from the
top ol the hill along our lelt bank. 1 he
Twcllth Missouri charged up the hill in
fsceof the fire and drove the rebel, over
the hilt.

During the charge ISigel ordered two
piecea forward about a milo to a point
whore ho could aeo the hill where the
rebela supposed they were under cover
The guns were masked by a grove, and
were not observed by the rebels. A.
aoon .. thi. battery wa. planted, two
cannon shot, were fired from the head of
the column in the valley, producing no
eflect but decoiring the enemy. A rapid
advance of tho wliolo column woe then
made,. ud aa we receded from tho enemy
the latter covered tho bill in large num
bers, advancing on our roar. Tho mask-
ed battery in front then opened on thorn,
the bulls paasing over our column still in
the gorgo, which caused such destruction
to the rebels that they acattercd in alldi-rectio- n.

.nd ceased to molest u. any fur-
ther.

Tho enemy during the night advanced

and took position one mile nearer our
camp, occurring the entenaive bluff to
the loft of jrlithron Tavern, whero thv
had balleriea planted which commanded
the open field, and bottom land, on thi.

The open wood., s aille thi. side of the
town, were also occupied by the enemy
in formidable number.. They had but-
teries pointed in .11 available position,
cominading the appro.chc. from thia
aide. .
