uv our brethren uv Ohio, from
tho uncndoorable disgrace of nigger
equality, uv wich I was at first made

Tho sign was found somo time since

iu tho garret of the houso in which

Arnold lived (opposite his store) aud
is now the property, we learn, of Jao-o- b

T. HotchkiBB, who has permitted
it to bo deposited In tho Museum.

Wo havo followed the stylo, propor-

tions and painting of tho letters on

tho sign vory noarly. There was one

peculiarity which wo could not well

imitato, viz: tho dots of tho i's in tho

motto, which on tho sign aro invcrtod
commas instead of moro dots.

Animals.

Attention must
also bo paid to clcnnlinesB of stables
and sow houses.. Let them be clean-

ed out thoroughly evory morning and
evening, and the manure removed far
onoiigh away to prevent any of the
rising gnsscs from circulating ia tbo
air thoy brcatho. How often we see
the manure piled against the bafo
closo by tho stock 1 It is a bad prac
tice, and is dotrimentnl to health, and
requires only a little extra labor to
remove it to an appropriate plaoo.
This month if not already done, all
the manuro availahlo should bo car-

ried to tho fiolds ready for spreading
on the land. Place it 9 compact
heaps just whcrt wanted, and aa soon
as tho weather permits, spread even-

ly over the ground.
