ples of free government ns nnbraeod
in our constitution, if fiithfully main
tained and carried out, would pmvo of
sutlietoiil strength and breadth to
comprehend within their sphero and
intlunnco the civiliaod nation of the
world.

THE HAWAIIN KINGDOM.

The attention of tho Senato and of
Congress is again respectfully invit-o- d

to the treaty for the establish
ment of commercial reciprocity with
the llawaiiu Kingdom, entered into
last year and already ratified by that
government. Tho attitude of the
l'nitud State towards these islauds
is not very different from that in
which they stand towards tha West
Indies. It i known and folt by the
llitwaiin government and pooplo that
liieir government ana institutions are
feeble and precarious, and that tho
Uuited Status, being so near a neigh
bor, would bo unwilling to see the
Ulauds pas under foraigu control.
1 heir prosperity I ontinually di
turbed by expectations and alarm of
uumondly political proceeding, a
well from the United State as from
other foreign powers. A reciprocity
treaty, while it oould not materially
diuiiuioli the revenuot of the Uuited
fctatet, would be a guaranty of the
good will and forbearance of all na
tions, uutil the peoplo of tha islands
shall of themselves, at no distant
day, voluntarily apply for admission
iuto the L'uiou.

VARIOUS TREATIES.

The Emperor of Russia ha atod-e- d

to tha treaty negotiated here in
January last for tha security of
trade mark in the intereit of mauu.
fucturea of commerce. I bavo, invit
ed his attention to the ituportaucs of
establishing new, while it seems easy
and practicable, a fair and equal reg-
ulation of the vast fisheries belong-
ing to the two nations in tha water
of the North l'aoiflo Ooean.

Tha two treatie betweeu tha Unit-
ed State aud Itally for tho regula-
tion of consular power, and tha ex-

tradition of eriiuiuale, negotiated aod
ratified her during the last cession
of Congress, have been accepted
and eouuruieJ by the Italian govern,
mcnt.

giutn, will b submitted to the i'ta
ate.

SPAIN.
Spain having recently undorgnno n

revolution marked by extraordinary
unanimity and preservation oforder,
tbn provisional government estab-
lished nt Madrid ha beau recnguix- -
ed, mid tha friendly intercourse
which ha so long happily cxisicd
between tlio two countries remains
unchanged.

ltd. For tho election of Senators
of tho United Status directly by tin
people of the several Status, iustead
ol by the Legislatures.

4th. For the limitation to a period
of your of thn tortu of Federal
Judges,

Profoundly impressed with tho
propriety of making theso important
modifications lu tlio Constitution, I
respectfully submit them for tho ear
ly aud insturo consideration of Con
gress. Woslioulil as tar lis poasiulo
removo all pretext lor violation of
tho organic laws remedying such
imperfections as timo and experience
may develop, ever romemliertng that
tho Constitution, which at any time
exist until changed by an explicit
and authentic act ol tlio whole pco.
pie, is snorodly obligatory all.

CONCLUSION.

In the rerfonuauco of a duty Im
posed upon me by tho Constitution, I
liavo thus communicated to Congress
information of tho statu of the Union
and recommended for their consider
ation such measures as havo seemed
to lite necessary aud expedient. If
carried into efloot they will hasten the
accomplishment of the great and
bonehcent purposes for which the
Constitution was orduiuod, and which
it comprehensively states wore to
form a moro porfect Union, establish
justice, insure douicslio tranquility,
provide for the common defeuso,
promote tlio peneral welfare, and so
cur the blesiug of liberty to our-
selves aud our posterity. In Con
gress arc vested all legislative powers
and upon them devolves the ronton- -

sibiliiy as well for framing uuwise
and excessive laws a for uoglootiut;
hi uoviee aim anopi meaturea abso-
lutely demanded by the want of tho
eouutry. Let u earnestly hope that
neior the expiration ot our respec
tive terms of service, now rapidly
ara-i- ug to a close, an ailwise 1'rovi
dune will to guide our counoila a to
atrengthen aud preserve tit Federal
union, tusptrc reverence tor the
Constitution, restore prosperity aud
happiness to our whole people, aud
promote on earth peace, aud good
will toward man.
