ycrtiscd for a clerk. Hy the close
of the first day on which tho ndver
ticmnt appeared thore woro f,mr
hundred aud eighteen applicants for
the one clerkship. This afforded a
very forcible illustratiou of the ex
tent to which tho occupations of
clerking and bookkeeping are over-
stocked. But a low months sinco the
bead of a business establishment.
who wished some help iu tho wsy'of
writing, out in which somo literary
ability was required, advertised for
an assistant at a moderate salary,
and having iueidontnlly mentioned
that tho positiou might suit a lawyer
or physician tot in good practice, got
mre than a hundred application,! of
which fifly-thr- co wore from young
lawyers and doctors.

llero was soother illustration of an
ovor-supp- ly of the professional or
"genteel occupations." Another ad
vertiser who wanted a person to tako
ehargo of tho editorial work of a
weekly paper, j;ot fifiy-sevo- applica-
tions, uot nioro thau half a dotcn of
tho applicants being rocngnizod news
paper writers, hut nearly all of them
being clerks, bookkeepers, nod pro-
fessional men. Still another odver
tisod for two apprentices iu a whuol- -

wriuht nnd smith shop, in ouo of the
semi rurnl wards of tho city, request-
ing applicants to give their address
and age. He got three applications,
bpt in cvory case the applicant was
tJO old, two of tho nl boinir over
eighteen, and 0110 nearly twouty.
hull another advertised for an office
boy, about fourteen years old. and
had so many applicants that his
place was crowded for more than fivo
hours, and tho applicants were of all

tram mero children not more
than twolvo years old to full erown

of twenty. on.
These are not very choerfol or en- -

couraging signs. Ihe present gen-
eration of young men seem to have a
strong aversion to every kind of
trade, business, calling, or ocoupo- -
tion that requires manual labor, and
an equally strong tendency toward
somo "genteel employ
uicnc or proiessiuti. l ho result is
seen In such lamentublo l'.icls as
thoe above pta.cd--- a surplus of
bookkeepers an clerks ofovory kind
who can get no employment, uod are
wasting their lives in the vain pur-
suit of whut Is not to bo had, and n
terrible over-stor- k of lawyers without
praotice and doctors without patients.
The passion on tho part of boys and
young men to be elorks, office attend.
aut, messengers, any thing, so that

is not work of the kind that will
mako them mechanics or tradesmen,

a deplorable siht to those who
havo full opportunities to lee the
distressing effoots of it in the strug-
gle for such employments by those
unfortunates who have put it out of
their power to do anything olse, by
neglecting to learu somo permaoont
trade or business ia which truinod
skill cau always be turned to aocount.

ihe applications lor clerkships
and similar positions iu large estab
lishments, are numerous beyond any-
thing that would bo thought of by
those whu have no chance to witness
