The proposition of the last Con-
gress that co native or uaturalized
citizen of the United States shall
henceforth be deprived by any State
of the right of suffrage because of his
racc -or color, is emphatically a meas-
are of pacification. It is a practical
confession of the force, or at least the
plausibility, of a sharp southern eriti-
cism on the Republican National
Platform on which Gen. Grant was
nomivated—that the North propos.d
to impose negro suffrage on the South,
bnt rejected it for herself. Itisa
correction of existing anomalies nt-
terly incompatible with genuine re-

publisaniem. apnd - it will put an end
to a senseless, fruitiess, iritating dam-

aging controversy, and emable our
people to give paramount if not un-
divided attention to great gquestions
of fiscal and industrial progress which
imperatively demand undistracted and
thorough consideration. There is
not a county in the Union which
would not be enriched, hardly a farm,
forest or water-power thut would not
have its value increased by a speedy
ratification of the pending XVth
Amendment.
