REPORTERS AND REPORTING.

[From the Proof Sheet, Philadelphia.]

The competition of reporters for
"exclusive" bits of local news, is aa
energetic in Hangland as it Is in tins
country. In one instance, a reporter
had very nearly pot into great trouble
by his zeal. lie lived a mile or so out
of town, and on one side of the road,
for a considerable part of the way.
was a thick grove. As he was return
ing home late one night, after having
seen the paper to press, he observed
that one of the trees near the roadside
had an unusual appearance. Going
within the fence, he discovered that
the body of a man was suspended
from one of the branches. Hurriedly
cutting it down, he drew the body in
to a part of the grove where the un-
dergrowth was thick, intending to
conceal it. 1 his done, he went home,
Next morning he was taken into cus
tody on a charge of willful murder,
and taken before a magistrate. A
gamekeeper, going through the wood
at early daylight, had discovered the
body in its place of concealment, and
some other person remembered that,
about midnight, ho had seen the re-
porter issue from the grove. The case
was suspicious until a constable,
searching the pockets of the dead
man, discovered a written statement,
containing his name and place of res
idence, and declaring that domestic
misfortune had made life so unbeara-
ble that he had resolved to commit
suicide. Of course, the reporter was
discharged. His explanation was to
the effect that, finding such a fine bit
of "local ' as this, too late for his own
paper, he had concealed the corpse in
order that the rival journal, which
was to appear on the next day, should
not profit by the news ! But for the
suicide's confession, a pretty strong
case of circumstantial evidence might
have been made to the peril of the
Kniglit of the pen.

Another of this class entered the
editorial room, in an excited manner
and with rapid steps. "A capital fa
tal accident !" he exclaimed. "AUmt
ten minutes a-'- rav mother-in-la- w

tumbled down stairs and broke her
neck. I have desired them not to say
anything about it to the neighbors
until the niornl.iir, so that we shall
have it exclusively for our paper."
His heart wa: in Lis calling, undoubt
edly.

A system of reporting cases liefore
the police liiatristrates lut long been
in vogue among all the daiiy morning
panel's 111 Lrjiidon. One irentleman
of ihe press attended at each office,
reported one or two stnKing cases
each daj, and, taking a sufficient
number of copies by the manifold pro
cess, sent one to each morning jour
nal. Only this particular reporter
was recognized by the magistrates
and by the newspapers. The pay-
ment was at the rate of three cents
for each line of print, and no police
news except what was supplied by
other rejiorters, so often contemptu-
ously called 'penny-a-liners- ," w.os
ever received by the sub-edito- r. Re-
ports of little interest were not insert-
ed, and the pressure of parliamentary
or other news very often excluded
even good ones. Tliis system, which
continues (except that the Times has
a reporter of its own at each police
office), relieved the newspapers from
the heavy cost of regular salaried re-
porters. The average outlay was
small, but when half a dozen papers
paid for the same paragraphs, each
"penny-a-liner- " contrived to earn a
respectable income. In the event of
any great crime having been commit-
ted, which public curiosity insisted
on having reported in full, the lucky
reporter in whose police court the
charge was disposed of, might publish
from one to three columns in each pa-
per day after day, while the interest
lasted, and sometimes earn from fifty
to a hundred dollars i?r diem. The
reixirters at the Guildhall and Bow
street police offices were reputed, at
the time I refer to, of severally mak-
ing lietween $3,500 and $4,000 a year
the heaviest cases being brought be-
fore the committing magistrate here.
Black-mai- l, or accepting money for
suppressing names, has rarely been
charged against these police-reporter-s,

who enjoy a singular monopoly.
I am cognizant, however, of one in-

stance in which a London "penny-a-liner- "

showed more sharpness than
probity. It was in the autumn, a
dead season for the London press,
when the political, and fashionable,
and professional classes are "out of
town." A reporter, who had been
called to the bar, but had never been
employed there by any one, not find-
ing any news resolved to make it.
He invented a dreadful murder, at-

tended with romantic and mysterious
circumstances, and described it, very
fully, as having taken place in a re
mote suburban district, for wnicn ne
manufactured a .Saxon name. He
manifolded it to all the daily naners.
only one of which accepted it. He
supplied additional details; gave evi-
dence at the inquest before an imag
inary coroner ; published a verdict of
"wilful murder against some porson
or persons unknown ;" described the
fiiueral of the victim; lengthily and
legally went into conjectures as to the
motive for the crime and the identity
of the murderer, complimenting the
police who, he said, were on his tract.
He had "a clear stage" for some ten
lays, until the Home Secretary
thought it his duty to inquire into the
case, when he discovered that it was
a fiction from first to last. The news-
paper was laughed at, but the imagin-
ative reporter, who had done nothing
for which the law could punish him,
was allowed to escape, ears passed
by, and the next time I heard of him
he was Attorney General in one of
the Australian colonics, finally rising
to a seat on tlie lx-ne- I last saw
him in IS4T, when he visited England
n ollicial business, and we had a good

lainrh over his remarkable "murder
in Essex."

iSonie fiii ty or fifty years ago, the
Morning IL raid, a London daily pa-
per which lias just expired, obtained
sudden and remarkable popularity,
on account of its very amusing re-
ports cf casts before the magistrates
at Bow street police-onic-e. ilr.
Thwaites, the managing editor, acci-
dentally encouutered, in a stage coach
on the journey from London to Bir-
mingham, a Mr. John Wight, "a fel-

low "of infinite jest," whose quaint
manner and racy wit made the long
journey I write of the ante-tilwa- y

time appear very short. He had
him to dinner the next day at the
great mail-coac- h inn (who has not
heard of The lien and Chickend) at
Birmingham, discovered that this fa-

cetious gentleman was a struggling
patent inkstand manufacturer, re-

solved to convert him into a newspa-
per man, and induced him to remove
to London on a handsome salary. In
a short time he became the exclusive
Bow street reporter for the Morning
Herald, taking care not to be known

as such. Tie merely sat in the court,
as a casual spectator, without taking
notes of any ease. Nevertheless, his
Bow street reports were admirable,
full of life and frolic, with cockneys
figuring them who dropped their H's,
and Irish people using a brogue as
thick as a London November fog,
which looks as if one could cut it
with a knife. By-and-- by the bet of
these comic reports were published,
with characteristic ehetchesby George
Cruikshank, as "Mornings in Bow
street," and a second volume also had
great success. The fact was each
case, as reported by Wight, was ficti-
tious, or, at least, only fashioned on
something that had actually come be-
fore the court. The magistrates en-
joyed the joke, the public laughed,
the Morning Herald doubled its Lon-
don circulation, and, as a reward, Mr.
Wight was presented with a one-thir- d

interest in the paper. This secured,
wliich gave him a large income for
life, he never wrote another Morning
in Bow street. He had worked hard
while in dependence; he eschewed la-

bor when independence rewarded his
past efforts.
"jThere is an anecdote, of which one
of our journalists, now at the sum- - j

mit of his profession, is the hero. j

When he conducted a newspaper in
the West, he introduced the novelty
of reporting cases before the jiolice
magistrate. One of these, in which a
brawny butcher, of Teutonic race.
was brought r.p foradra';i:istcnng per-
sonal correction to his wife, had some
peculiar features which the reporter
uress"l up in amusing mr.nner. He
was sitting at his desk, when the de-

fendant, who, if not d, had been
fined by the justice, entered the room,
in company with a huge bludgeon.
With a stentorian voice,"and in brok-
en Encrlish, he inquired by what right
he and his wife had been put into the
newspapers ; and his manner was so
threatening that the editor, a slight
youngster, without even a cane to use
in defence, saw how very hopeless his
case was. Keepinghis eye on the bur-
ly giant, and drawing himself up in
his chair, with an air of great digini-t- y,

he asked : "Do you suiscribe for
my paper ?"

The enemy stared, and answered that
he did not. "Then," said the editor,
triumphantly, "I do not see what right
you have to find fault with anything
that I print in it. When you pay two
dollars, wliich is a year's subscription,
in advance, you will have a right to
complain." This was not a very log-
ical deduction, but it hit. The man,
in a very abated tone and moderated
manner, muttered, "I will go and talk
with mine wife about this," and quit-
ted the office, never to reappear in it.
The editor's presence of mind had sav-
ed him from an assauiL

Hints to Gas Burners.
The following advice, given by the

Journal of Commerce, may be advan
tageously followed by those who use
gas:

1. If your burners are of common
fish tail or bat wing form, you will ob-
serve in the centre of the blaze a dark
snot of unconsumed gas : if vou see
this dark shadow extend to tho top of
the blaze, then there is more gas rush-
ing through unconsumed than what
is really giving light. Turn down the
gas until the shadow is half an inch
from the circumference of the blaze,
and you will have a steadier, better
light, and will burn all the gas regis
tered in the meter, but neglect this
rule, and the meter will register twice
as fast under the pressure,and you will
pay for gas you do not burn.

2d. At a certain hour of the night
when churches and halls, and stores,
turn off their gas, the pressure is in-
creased all over that district of the
city ; watch your burners, and reduce
the pressure once more.

3d. If you have burners in chambers
and in the kitchen, and in your ser-
vants' rooms, instead of regulating
the pressure at the burners, take the
trouble to regulate it at the meter so
as to allow each burner only so much
blaze at a certain hour, even if the
burners are turned on full blast.

4th. Don't think it too much trouble
to turn off the gas every night at the
meter, as this stops leakages all over
the house between the metera and the
burners. More gas is paid for which
is lost by leakage than regular con-
sumption.

5th. If you have a leak in the house,
search for it, and, when found, heat
the metal with a lamp, and rub ce-
ment (such as is used for fruit cans) in
the crack. If the leak is at the screw
joint, the fault is in the thread; notify
the gas company or gas-fitt- er imme-
diately. It pays to stop leaks.

Shark and Turtle.
Sharks are ugly customers to deal

with in the water, and they make
short work of most kinds of fish, when
hungry. But turtles, though excel-
lent eating, are not readily caught, ev-
en by sharks. The following is an ac-
count of a fight between a bhark and
a turtle:

One day, while lying at anchor, and
whistling for a breeze, the steward
rushed in with a strange announce-
ment that a shark and turtle were en-
gaged in a fight alongside. Doubtful
and amazed at the account of so unus
ual and so unequal a combat, we all
rushed on deck, and there, sure enough
we saw an immense an shark, and a
turtle of venerable antiquity, if one
might judge by his size, and the pro-
fusion of barnacles and other parasites
with which he was decorated.

Without respect for his age, and
Quaker-lik- e habits, the shark made
furious charges at poor turtle, who op-
posed the dangerous jaws of the enemy
with the full front of his back, on
which no impression could be made.
On one occasion the turtle did not
turn quite sharp enough, which cost
him the greater part ot one unlucky
flipper.

Indignant at the perversion of such
an aldermanic banquet to the voraci-
ous and indiscriminating appetite of a
shark, our skipper intervened with a
harpoon, but with such ed aim.
that it fell butt-en- d foremost, instead
of at the point, whereupon, in our dis-
appointment, we would gladly have
pitched him after. It, however, an-
swered the purpose of scaring away
the shark for a few moments, which
the turtle made the most of to scuttle
off to the bottom, where he was safe
from the attacks of his ravenous ad-

mirer.
