ings of the Ktove.

TTacfi edie of
every' stove eafting i i snhniittetl to
the operation of grindiinf upon a large
grindstone and is nituleporrectly true,
so that each part will fit its mate..

The niolilini; room the most
important of the establishment,
are Lirjfo iuel e.iuveiiietitly fittisl up.
Together they cover :i sjkicc of about
C" bv 130 feet. It is a busy, lively
place, aiul the stalwart men employ-
ed in it push things vigorously. Each
day a blast is made, and an immense
amount of castings turned out. Of
course every day the routine of mold
ing has to lie gone through and an
fclra of the amount f work tri be done
can 1 formotr-thcrrfro- "

Among the other departments are
the blower room, the engine room, in
which is a 40 horse power engine,
and the blacksmith shop. But a small .'

amount of machinery is used-aliouf

thecstablishmenl, and but little jMiwer
required, escejit when the blower
in use.
The Works are p.ot ow running a

full force, ; but will soou lie, to meet
the demands of the fall trade. A full
force consists of thirty-thre- e niolders
and eighteen stove mounters, filters,
pattern makers, etc., liesides the Su
perintendent, Mr. C. M. Yerk.

To mwt the wants of the molding
department, 2,100 molding flasks are
required, and theyareof almost every
conceivable size and shaito. Most of
the patterns and t!ie host are man- -

ufacturwl at the Works from original
designs. That they are good, is evi-

denced by the neatness of the stoves
made.

The Works manufacture thirty-thre- e
-

different styles of stoves from
two to five Fizes each.-- ' Of tlu-s- thir-
teen are cook stoves, and twenty dif-

ferent styles of parlor, box and heat-
ing stoves. The appearance of these
stoves when compared with those of
eastern manufacture, does credit to
Western enterprise and suggests that

need not be dependent upon for-

eign corporations for good articles.
Tie works have .sample rooms in

Tiffin and Toledo. In Tiffin, the toom
occupied for that'purpose is adjoining
First National Bank, and 'In Toledo,
Xo. CI, Ottawa Street. The Toledo
rooms comprise a building live stories
high. A large stock of stoves is kept
there, from which the Western trade

The Mansfield v)iolesale trade for
the year ISO!), Including three manu-
facturing establishments, was $2,313,-41- 4.

This report only includes firms
doing business of over $5i,uiii each.
The three manufacturing establish-
ments did business, each, as follows :

railroad revives their spirits. "Rail-
road" Is the float and "no railroad"
the sinker. Just now public senti-
ment is rather buoy ant The rumors,
and apparently the fuels, are rather
favorable. The North American Rail-
way, just incorporated, which Is to run
from New London to somewhere out
west, wilt of course pass through here
and the Mansfield, Cold water aud
Lake Michigan road might as well
take our merits into consideration.
The Cincinnati Gazetto informs us
that the Presidentof the Baltimore and
Ohio road has lieen in Chicago agita-
ting the building of an air line road
from that city to Pittsburg, passing
through Akron and Tiffin and bring-
ing Cliicago one hundred miles near-
er to ocean navigation than by any--
other route. There is another chance
for us. With all these prospects It is
notsurprising that the more sanguine
now say that we are sure of a railroad.
With our past experience it will re'
quire something more tangible than
talk and paper railroads to bring the
excitement up to a fever heat, but the
people are anxiously waiting to hear
the snorting of the iron horse.
