Flour-Making—- New Mode of

Wheat.

A mode for wheat or
oti.or --rain for finding into flour has
Un invented in lfewel, Switzerland,
theohject of whudi m to retain in the
white or line flour, made from the

Knly of the kernerl, the nu- -
tntive property which hare hereto- -
fore ln lost by the separation of the
hran. and could nn r i n hta n in
theGrahani bread aud bran, or bluek
breads of various kinds. The grain of
wheat divides, under the microscope,
into three chief layers: 1, the epi-
dermis or hull, or bran proper, which
consists of ligneous or woody fibre,
and it is entirely without nutriment; 2,
the gluten coating which lies between
the hull and the starch and Is the
most nutritious part of the grain, con
taining fourteen times as much phos-
phorus as the remainder of the grain,
and being rich in nitrogen. This por-
tion, which is fur superior in nutritive
qualities to the superfine flour, is de-
tached with the bran in the ordinary
process, and so lost to tlie consumers
of fine white flour. The bran alone is
as free lrom nutrition as so much
basswood, and, being rich in silicia, is
the chief eause of thu attrition and
blunting of mill stones. Inside tire
bran is the deposit of starch, which- -

forms the ordinary, fine wheat flour.
The process invented bv Herr E.

Weiss, of Switzerland, for removing
the bran only, without the gluten
coating, has been received with favor
by scientific journals ami practical
men of Eurojie, and is well worthy of
a trial here, if as we assume, it has
not already been tried.

It consists simply in moistening the
wheat before grinding in a solution of
caustic soda in water, 140 pounds of
tho liquid, or 7 per oent, being re-
quired for 2000 pounds of grain. The
solution is prepared by dissolving 623
pounds of caustic soda in 133 pounds
of water. The steeping may be from
fifteen to twenty minutes, and may
be done in vats similar to those used
by brewers. The caustic solution
swells, and loosens the hull proper, so
that it may be removed by the slight-
est friction, leaving tho gluten with
the body or the graiu. Tlie flour thus
prepared is as white as the present
superfine, contains all the highly nu-tri- ve

properties of the Graham and
bran breads, without their heaviness
and there is a perceptibly less waste
in grinding. Tlie success of the ex
periment can easily be tested and
compared with the present mode of
removing tho lirau and gluten togeth
er, by the aid of a microscope and a
solution of iodine. The iodine, hav
ing the property to turn all nitrogen
ous substances yellow, if applied to a
cross section of wheat, separated from
its bran in this manner, will show the
gluten coating as a bright yellow,
clearly deli mil from the starch gran-
ules, which turn under the iodine to
a tleep violet. The ordinary flour, on
the oilier hand, will show the violet
only, w hile the bright yellow portion
remains min I lie bran.

To the Wool Growers of Ohio.

The third annual woolen manufac
turer's assttf-iatio- of the northwest
will Ik-- held in the city of IiidianaiMt--
hs, Indiana, commencing Augusts,
i.Siii, lasting rour days. A very uri
ent request has lieen made of the wool
growers to participate and furnish
samples of their flocks. Samples of
an amount to convey with sufficient
clearness the quality may lie sent in
sacks or boxes marked. "For the ex
position, in care of the Committee of
the Woolen Manufacturers' Asso- -
citaion of the Northwest, Indiana
polis, Indiana." It is desirable that
whole fleeces le sent that the com
mittee may Ik? the lietter able to
judge of the merits of the several
samples on exhibition, the larger tlie
amount the lietter.

Iiast year the man that carried oft
the golden prize on Spanish Merino
wool had eighteen fleeces on exhibi-
tion. Gentlemen wool growers of
Ohio, it is to be hoped that you will
not let this opportunity pass without
showing to the manufacturers that
Ohio produces clothing and lambing
wool equal, if not superior to that
grown anywhere on the globe.
I hough the woolen Interest of the
United States, as well as the commer
cial world, is somewhat depressed, it tis but teuijiorary and beyond the con
trol of either the manufacturers or
wool growers. A normal condition
will soon lie restored if Congress will
adhere to its present position on the
woolen tariff. A business so vast
and so important cannot remain in a
languishing condition very long.
Then exposition cannot fail to awaken
an interest to the vastucss of the wool-
en interest of this country. I will
venture to predict greater prosperity
before twelve months.

These expositions will also afford
an excellent opportunity for the wool
growers to become acquainted with
their best and only customers, tlie
manufacturers. A comparison of
products must prove of great value,
as well as satisfaction to each. Here
they can converse as to the kind of
wools needed for certain varieties of
goods and the kinds that will be mast
insignificant for a few years. One
year the wool buyer has wanted the
larmcr to grow a certain kind or wool,
the next year some other kind, which
has proved very unpleasant aud un-
profitable: tiiis evil will be avoided by

Now, brother wool growers, let us
rally to the importance of our inter-
est at this critical moment and assist

making the next exposition like
the last, a triumphant success. Iet

not only send samples, but attend
the exhibition. We mav then form
valuable and lasting acquaintances
that will (rove pleasant and profita
ble in after lite.
