Otherwise, at no distant day, if
sheep industry is destroyed or materi-
ally lessened, that they, in common
with others, will have to pay higher
prices for their indispensable woolen
clothing. 'This laller fact has its just
influence in bringing to the support of
the woolen tarifl all other industrial
eitizens, many of whom have learned
that it i= neither profitable nor agree-
able to wear the low or medium pric-
ed English  woolens, largely com-
posed of shoddy—a manofacture from
old cast-ofl’ clothing. By whom cast
off? Echoanswers, by whom ! Eng.
lish manufacturcs have consumed in
one year 65,000,000 pounds of shoddy
—maore than our whole elip in 156!

It is upparent to ever person that if
the woolen industry of our country be
materially lessened, the supply of
cheap meat (mutton) must pecessari-
Iy mse in price, as most certainly
meats of all kind will materiaily rise
for some time. Mr. Garland saul, in
hiz address delivered at Fdwards-
ville, January 3, 1570: ““That New
York City consumes 1,5, 000 ; Boston
w000, aud Chicago about 230 (e
sheep per annum, about one o each
inhabitant.” All laborers, mechanics,
in short our whole industrial popula-
tion, have a direet sympathy and
eomprehension of the very elose inti-
macy and oneness of their own inter
est with the prosperity of the agrieul-
turist! Destroy our woolen industry,
and the woolen (mill) operators must
become competitors in other indus-
tries ! Many other reasons might be
shown why not less than uine-tenths
of our industrial inhabitantz oppose
any change in our woolen tarifl, net
demanded by the American woaol
grower and Ameriean manufactures
in uni=on.

What iz most to e ll!'lil'lrl'll in this
connection, is the et that many
good nuimals—and their number i=
slready too small—are sent to the
shambles that =hould find purchasers
in the owners of the many farns up-
on which i= anpually wasted cnough
o feed 25 to 100 shieep the year through.
Every farm should have its flock of
sheep, in numbers sadd Kind aecord-
inr to circumstanees and the taste of
the owner. They will be found to o=
cupy u place that ne other animal
can =a well fill, and can be made
profitabile, ¢ven at the present low
prijees of wool and mutton.

There & not much room o doubt
tiat the day for lnrge flocks of sheep
to be made profitable in loealities east
of the Miss erisover. Bul we
would not have the number of sheep
redoaced. Rather would we inerease
them, sppreciating as we do how in-
dispensable they will be to that sys-
tem of judicious husbandry that will
be demanded at no very remoteé day,
to make amends for the empirical
style of farming that has so generaily
obtained. — Wesfern Lwred,
