CONGRESS.

Dec. 5. The third session of tbe
Forty-fir- st Congress met last Monday.
In the Senate, Mr. Sumner introduced
a bill regulatirj the currency, and Mr.
Sherman tried ineffectually to get up
a bill relative to tbe right of the State
of Ohio and the franchise of the In-

mates of the Soldier's Home at Day-

ton. After listening to the message,
the Senate adjourned. In the House,
Mr. Dawes introduced a bill supple-
menting the Indian Appropriation
Dill. Tbe House listened to tho Pres-

ident's message, and then adjourned.
Dec. 6 In the Senate, bills were in,

troduced to repeal so much of the act
of July 14, 1S70, as continues the in-

come tax after December SI, 1SG9. A
resolution offered by Mr. Sherman, oi
Ohio, (R.), was adopted, calling upon
the Secretary of the Treasury for cop-

ies of the regulations prescribed by
him for the transportation of goods in
bond from foreign countries through
the United States to Canada. Ad-

journed. In the House, a bill was in-

troduced repealing the income tax.
Mr. Logan asked leave to Introduced
and put on its passage a bill abolish-
ing the officeaofAdmiral and Vice Ad-

miral, but objection was made. A bill
passed by the Senate at its last session,
extending the time for the construc-
tion of the railroad from St. Croix riv-

er or lake to tbe west end of Lake
Superior and to Bayfield, came up a
the regular order of business in tlu
morcing hour, was discussed at length
and laid on the table. Adjourned.

Dec. 7. In the Senate, several bllL-wer-

introduced, among them one tv
promote telegraphic communication
between America, Asia and Europe,
and one to amend tbe Bankrupt la
so as to remove the limitation of tb
time in which a bankrupt may applj
for a discharge. After agreeing
make a calandar of daily order of bus-

iness, until it ie finished, the SenaU
adjourned. In the House, several bilb
and resolutions were introduced,
among the former, one to abolish th
Freedmen's Bureau, and one to pro-
vide for the gradual resumption o'
special payments. Mr. Farnsworth
offered en amendment to a bill to au-
thorize the Postmaster General to is-

sue one cent correspondence and pos-

tal cards, and to abolish the franking
privilege after April 1st

DEC. 8. In the Senate Mr. Wilson
Introduced a bill prohibiting the as-

sessment ofgovernment clerks for po-

litical purposes. All officers are pro-

hibited from allowing these assess-

ments to be made, Rnd any one pay-

ing any such assessment is to be pun-

ished by dismissal from office and s
fine not exceeding one thousand dol
lars. Mr. Morton introduced a bill
providing that all elections for Pres
dent and members of Congress shall
be bv ballot This was referred to the
Committee on Commerce. After an
executive session the changes in the
committees were annouced. Only a

few were made, and those 'un import
ant Adjourned.

Ia the House Mr. Stevenson intro
duced the memorial against the New
port bridge. The Tariffand Revenue
bills, now on the calendar, were re
committed to. the Ways and Means
Committee. The Postal bill was then
resumed, the question being on Farns-worth- 's

amendment in reference to
the franking privilege. .Messrs. Van
Wyek and Dawes opposed the amend-
ment as not abolishing the privilege
at alL Mr. Farnsworth explained
that the stamps allowed members
would be kept by the Clerk of tl
.Hocso and &?retary of the Senate,

and could only be used In Washing-
ton. Hesaid the Senate would not abol-

ish the privilege, and this was the best
dollar that could be done. Mr. Ferry
moved to leave out the one hundred
clause. Agreed ta The whole Amend'
ment was then rejected by a vote
102 to 70. All sections referring to the
irauKingprivuegp were stricken out.
Amendments were then "offered pro-

viding no person should herea.'t it exer-

cise the privilege, and that the circu-

Tbe
country, its people, debt, climate, fer-

tility, and foreign relations were made
poluw of inquiry. Ordered printed.

In the House, Joseph H. Rainey,
colored member elect from the First
Carolina District, was aworn in. A
large number of bills were introduced,
amonv ;tiem tne following: tsy .air.
Schenclt Incorporating the Ameri-
can and Ediopean fcjfceamsbip Compa
ny, and authorizing contracts wiin it
for carrying mails from Portland, Bos
ton, ew lurk, rntiaaeipnia, t;nesa-peak- e

Bay and southern jwrtt to Eng-
lish, French, German, Dutch, Span-
ish and Mediterranean ports in Eu-
rope, at the following rates compen-
sation: For a semi-month- ly service,
$3(10,000; for a weekly service, $8 JO.OOO,

and for a semi-week- ly ly and
daily service at proportionate rates.
The capital to be $.5,000,000, with the
privilege of an increase to SJ0,0o0,000.
The steamers to be iron, of the best
kinds. The company are to have the
right to purchase, .it 51.25 per acre,
eighty acres of public land for every
ton of iron shipping built by it not
more than twelve thousand acres in
one trct, and in alternate townships.
Mr. Banks introduced a resolution to
appoint a San Domingo Commission,
rhe House refused to suspend the
rules, and referred the resolution. The
House, by a vote of 157 to 25, repealed
the Tenure-of-Olfi- ce bill A concurrent
resolution to adjourn from December
22 to January 4 was passed. Also, a
resolution directing an investigation
into the charge agcinst the Indian
Bureau. Tbe bill to abolish the office
of admiral and Vice Admiral in the
uavy was, after a sharp and bitter de-

bate, passed without a division. The
House adopted, by a vote of 164 to 5,
Mr. Kelley's resolution in favor of
abolishing the internal revenue sys-

tem, except as to whisky and tobacco,
and referred to Committee of Ways
and Means a resolution offered by Mr.
Cox for revenue reform. Adjourned.

FOREIGN WAR.

London, December 6. Tours dis-

patch, of December 5, says the Ger-me-

engaged in the battle yesterday
north of Orleans, embraced the uni-
ted armies of Frederick Charles, the
3d, 9th and 10th Corps, under the
Duke ot Mecklenburg; one Bavarian
corps, two infantry and two cavalry
divisions 150.000 men. The French
force consisted of six corps, aggregat-
ing 160,000, but was deficient in cav-

alry. The combat which ended with
the repulse on Sunday, commenced
on Thursday, and continued with var-

ying success during Friday and Sat-
urday, but on Suuday the successes
of the Germans were great though
purchased at great eost.

Beelin, December 6. King Wil-
liam has forwarded the following to the
Qieen, dated at Versailles :

"Orleans was occupied by our forces
last night without being stormed.
The 3d Corps took nine cannon and
one mitrailleuse."

A dispatch from King William to
Queen Augusta confirms the report
that 10,003 prisoners, 77 cannon and
4 gunboats were captured at Orleans.
The King adds: "Von Tivesien has
carried Gidy, Janvey and Prims by
storm, and Manteutiel occupied Rou-
en after a victorious encounter. Gee-do- n

now holds the city. Eight heavy
guns were found in tne lnirencn-inenU.- "

A correspondent telegraphs from
Tours on the 7th that the govern-
ment sttes the Army of the Loire Is
at its old quarters, but tho locality is
not given.

Despair has seized some here, and
the spirits of others have risen to
meet the desperate condition of aflairs.
The government declares that the re-

verses were only of temporary impor-
tance. Many railway trains loaded
with cattle, sheep and provisions had
been concentrated near Orleans for
the succor of Paris. They were all
saved. Many of the guns taken by
the Prussians were mounted naval
pieces. The evacuation of Orleans
was caused by Vie demoralization of
some new French troops, and the mis
taken strategy and indecision or Gen-
eral D'Aurelles de Paladines, who al-

lowed two corps to be overwhelmed
bv the whole Prussian army, although
lie had 200,000 men within reach. Of-

ficial returns state that the Army of
the Loi"-- e consisted of 300,000 men and
1,000 guns. In the engagements of
the 3d and 4th, only 60,000 Germans.
The plan of the campaign was devised
by Gambetta, aided by Deverre, a
young officer of engineers, and was
either not carried out by D'Aurelles,
or the plan was fatally erroneous.

Versailles, December 9. Beau-
mont Massas and Beaugeney have
been evaculated by the French. The
Germans have cajptured 1,100 prisoners
and six guns.. King William has sent
a telegram to the Kingof Wurtemberg
congratulating him on thevalorof the
Wurtemberger troops, and expressing
sorrow for the great losses they have
sustained. The King of Wurtemberg
In reply telegraphed that he felt grat-
itude for and pride In the accomplish-
ment of victory. He regretted the loss
if life, but was consoled by tbe fact
that it was in the great cause of Ger-
many that this precious blood had
been shed.

Berlin, December 8. King Wil-
liam telegraphs under date of to-d-

to Queen Augusta: "There was severe
tnd successful fighting ou yesterday
near Meuog. More resistance is ex-
pected there. One gun, several mitrai-
lleuses, and one hundred and fifty
prisoners were taken. The sanitary
condition of tbe army has taken a
verv favorable turn."

Versailles, December 10. The
Duke of Mecklenburg makes the fol
lowing announcement from weung,
in the 10th:

"The enemy violently attacked us
yesterday, but were victoriously re-

pulsed by the 17th and 22d Divisions,
lotwithstandiug the superiority ol
nrces. Oar losses were smaller than
yesterday. Beaugencv was occupied
m the 8th inst and lerzon to-1a-

London. December 10. Dispatches
--eceived from Paris on the 6tb, Tours
in the 9th. and Brussels and Versail- -

es on the 10th, convey the following
information:

"The French loss in killed, wounded
ind prisoners reached 6,730 men In the
--pcent battles. The indications are
that the next move will be made on
'he northeast along the bolssons rail
way. The Saxon headquarters have
removed back to Levert Gallant. The
loss of the Germans in the eortief
iraount to over SOO killed, wounded
and nrisoners.

"The loss of the Germans in the
battles of the Loire exceeds 7.000 men
n killed, wounded and prisoners.

"Intense relief was leu at Versailles
it the recent announcement of the
lfpat of D'Aurelles.

"The battles of the 7th and 8th, be-

tween Chausey's 16th and 17th Corps
nd the army of the Duke of Meck-nbur- g,

were extremely severe, the
French retreating only inch by inch,
tnd selling their positions dearly
Chausey finally abandoned the line of

Loire, and went back to
dome.

French were repulsed last Friday in
an attack on the Ninth corps at

near Blots. The French were
driven out of Chambord by the Hes-
sians who cantured five guns. After
the fight at Nevay the fugitives were
pursued beyond Briare.

The center of Frederick Charles'
srmy ia at Orleans, the left wing at
Beaugeney, and the right wing near
Glen. A cavalry division, followed
by a force of in'antry, proceeded to
the south from Orleans, and has now
occupied Vierzon. The whole army
of the Prince comprises eleven divi-

sions, in all 145,000 men. Tbe exten-
sion of his line over so long a distance
causes some anxiety at Versailles.
Two divisions are operating in the
country about Dijon, while there are
in Lorraine, at Montmedy and

THE LIQUOR CASES—WHAT SAYS
LAW?

It is proposed, in this article, to dis-

cuss the action of our law officers at
the session of Court, Just closed,
and only then in some certain cases
known as tbe whisky cases.

It may be well to go back a little.
There was a tirue when the Prosecut-
ing Attorney tried bard to have a
Grand Jury find indictments against
the liquor sellers of this city, but they
would not

It has been the boast of our present
Prosecuting Attorney, that if the
Grand Jury would find bills against
saloon keepers, he would enforce the
law to its fullest extent. But where
do we find him when the trying mo-

ment arrives? We find him leagued
with the Gin Slingers to subserve their
interest, raiher than enforce the law
and keep the obligations taken when
inducted into his office. Should such
a man have the confidence and sup-

port of a law-lovi- and law-abidi-

community?
At the last session of the Common

Pleas Court there werj found two
each against ten of the sa-

loon keepersdoing business in this city.
First for selling intoxicating liquors
to minors; second, for keeping a pluce
for the sale of such liquors to be drank
on the premises. Now, tbe question
arises, were the Grand Jurors compe-

tent Judges; whether the evidence of-

fered before them, was sufficient to in-

dict, or not? Were they not more
competent, (there being fifteen of
them) to decide whether the prosecu-

tion of these cases would subserve
the best interests of the State, or
shall one man say to tbse fifteen,
gentlemen you do not knowyour bus-

iness, and, as the law gives me un-

limited power, to use it as I choose; I
will say to the public, through my ac
tion, that I am all-wis- e, that the
chosen fifteen are r.ot competent to
discriminate and interpret the law
that is so plain that a child, nineyears
old, cau read and understand its pro
visions. There is, or can be, but one
construction placed upon it, and that
ie its enforcement Let us see how it
reads. The law about to be quoted
was passed May 1st, 1854, and has
been copied with great care.

Sec. L Be it enacted, that it shall
be unlawful for any person or persons,
by agent, or otherwise, to sell, in auy
quantity; intoxicating liquors, to be
dran& in, upon, oraoout tue ouuuiug,
or premises where sold, or to sell sucn
intoxicating liquors to be drank in
any adjoining room, buildiug, or prem
ises, or other place oi puouo resort
connected with said building.

Sec. LL That it shall be unlawful,
for any person or persons, by agent
or otherwise, to sell intoxicating liq
uors to miuorti, unless upon the writ-
ten order of their parents, guardians,
or the family physician.

In the third section we are tola mat
it is unlawful to sell intoxicating liqu-
ors to habitual drunkards.

The fourth section sets forth the
fact that all places wuere intox-
icating liquors are sold in viola-

tion of this act, shall be taken,
held, and declared to be commou
nuisances, acd all rooms, taverns,
eating houses, restauraits, groceries,
coffee houses, or other place of public
resort, where intoxicating liquors are
sold in violation of this act shall be
abated audshut up as public nuisances
upon the conviction or tue Keeper
thereof, who shall be punished as
hereinafter provided.

iNow then let us uissect tne law anu
see wnat is necessary in prooi vo
euforce the punishment It seems
that nothing appeals on the jouruals
of the Senate or House of Representa
tives of the Geueral Assembly that
this act was not constitutionally en-
acted, and therefore the law must be
constitutional. We find by reference
that the act to restrain the sale of
spirituous liquors, passed March 12,
1S51, which immediately precedes this
act, and was repealed by it excepted
from its operations sales maai -- for
medicinal and pharmaceutical pur-
poses". But this act makes no excep-
tions whatever. The inference to be
drawn here is that the Legislature saw
the practical abuses arising to this
exception, and intended to exclude it
rsow it is lawiui lor any person to
give away intoxicating liquors in
good faith for medicinal or other pur
poses, so may any persou sen mem
for such purposes in anyquantity.still
tbey must be cranK eisewnere man
where sold, but he cannot lawfully
tell them to be drank where otd for
any purpose. If a physician admin
ister liquors to a patient as a medi
cine, the act cannot properly be de
nominated a sale, it is necessary to
show that a place where liquors are
sold is a place of public resort. I
would ask, does not the name Tavern,
Grocery. Coffee House, Restaurant
Wiue & Beer Saloon give the defini
tion of the term by implication. Each
of them are used iu the act and each
of them t tbe fullest termination im
port a place of public resort,

There were twenty witnesses before
the Grand Jury, at the last session of
tbe Common Pleas Court in this coun
ty, all swearing positively (the ques-

tion being propounded by our boast-

ing soldierly Prosecuting Attorney)
that the pU;ces indicated were places
where intoxicating liquors were sold
to be drank upon tbe premises. What
other evidence should any one want
that the facts were true than to walk
along the streets and see through the
open doors the numerous customers
lounging around the card tables,plead-in- g

at the bar for one more drink.
Tne mere evidence of the doors being
open and sign huug out should be suf-
ficient proof for an officer of the law
to act upon. If it were to arrest a
poor misguided female, whose life
had been spent In debauchery, then
the majesty of the law must be en-

forced; but the saloon keeper has in-

fluence which she has not nd the
aforesaid officer of the law may wish
to live yet a little longer at the public
crib, and must therefore nurture and
deal kiudly with these law breakers,
who are worse than the midnight as-

sassin.
Where is the boasted independence

of the Prosecuting Attorney or other
law officer that will allow his oath of
office to be tiam pled in the dust for
the influence of a set of men that are
knowingly stealing away the brains
of their victim, taking from him the
last dime which should be spent for
home necessaries ? May his children
rise up tn Judgment against the than
who will thus allow the law which he
has sworn to defend to be invaded
without the proper punishment

We find that no order to abate or
shut up the place can rightfully be
made unless the nuisance continues
to exist at the time such order is
made. Unless, therefore, the Court is
satisfied that at the time of making
tb ordar, tb plaoa ia kept for tb sal

ofliqiors In violation of theact.no
order should be made for it i the
baniaem (and not the place) that
creates the nuisance, and hence where
the business has eeaed there is no
nuisance to abate. Have any of the
partie cited ever closed their places
of businpsa flurinff the session oi

j court, so as to exclude the i uinz of
such an order ? I answer, Xo! Then
the court has failed to enforce the law

We have come now to the penalties
attached for the violation of the above
law.

Sec. 8. For every violation of the
provisions of the first, second, sn 1

third sections of this Act, every per-
sonj so offending shall forfeit and pay

i a tine of not lets than ten, nor more
than one hundred dollars', or fce ira- -

prisoned in the jail of the county for
not less than ten nor more than thir
ty days, or both, at the discretion ,of
the court, and shall pay the costs of
prosecution.

Let us look back at the action of the
Court and see whether the law has
been satisfied or not. The answer is
short No ! The fine in each e;ise was i

only ona-ha- lf what the law compels,
viz: five dollars. The Court ha not
the power by law to make the fiiie a
less sum than ten dollars and costs.
Who is to blame here? We say un-
hesitatingly the Prosecuting Attorney.
In this connection, I may say, it has
been currently reported that the
Prosecuting Attorney told the in-

dicted parties that if thoy would
plead guilty to the first charge, he
would nonsuit the second. His actiou
in the matter would seem to justify
the report, for, instead of satisfying
the law, be did enter a nolle, by the
parties paying costs. Tbe law reads,
That for every violation of the

Fourth Section of this Act, every per-
son convicted as the keeper of any
place therein declared to be nui-anc- e,

shall forfeit and pay a fine of not Ut
than fifty nor more than one hundred
Jollars, or be imprisoned for from
twenty to fifty days, or both, at the
discretion of the Court, and pay the
costs ot prosecution; and sucn place
or places so kept by such person or
persons shall be shu' up abated upon
the order of the Court before whom
such conviction may be had, until
such time as a bond shall be given
said Court in the sum of One Thou-
sand Djilars, payable to the State of
Ohio, conditioned, that he or they
will not sell intoxicating liquors in
violation of the law, and pay all fines,
costs and damages assessed. If the
bond is forfeited, suit may be brought
thereon for the use of any person in-

terested, or for the use of a county in
case of a fine or costs due such county.

Section Tenth makes a man liable
if he rents his property in whole or in
part for the purpose of selling intoxi-
cating liquors, to the extent that a
building may he sold for fines and
costs in any prosecution.

It certainly looks as if the Prosecut-
ing Attorney had overridden his pow-
er, and allowed his discretion and ren-
dition of the law too wide a scope.
The fact is potent that it is "human
U err," but as Billings says, "it is
devilish to brag on it."

On tbe second indictment, the suits
were dismissed by payment of costs.
Is this the provision of the law ?
Read it again and see if there is not a
fine attached as well as costs. Does it
subserve the best interests of the law-abidi-

citizens to allow these cases
to go unpunished? If it does, then
the Prosecuting Attorney is right.
If it does not, then again we have the
wanton error committed in the face
of the fact that the oath of office com-
pels the strict enforcement of the law.

In connection with this matter, let
us see wnat the Sunday law is. I find
in Volume 1, Laws of Ohio, Page 448,
Section 2, "That 'f any tavern keep-
er, or otner person, shall sell or barter
auy spirituous liquors on the first day
of the week, commonly called Sun-
day, such tavern keeper, or other per-
son, so offending, shall be fined in a
sura not exceeding five dollars." .

Is it necessary when the city mar
shal sees a disturbance on the street
for a citizen to inform him that the
parties are violating the law, and does
not his oath of office tell him in plain
terms to arrest them ? Even so is it
necessary fci him to be informed of
the fact that every Sunday the sa-

loons are kept open in violation of
law, and he wait f:r some one to file
au information before the Mayor be-

fore he will make an arrest ? Does
not the law compel action in both
cases alike? His evidence before the
Mayor should be sufficient for a con-
viction and fine. It is so iu other cit-
ies, why not in this?

But I fear I have already encroach
ed too much on your valuable space,
and will dismiss tha audience until
some future occasion.
