Told By An Opium Trader.

And bo you think the dangers of the
opium trade are very much exagger-
ated, do you ?

Let ma tell you oi an incident tuat
happened to me no longer ago than
the time of the Indian Mutiny War,
that may change your opinion on that
subject,

I was an executive officer of one of
the crack clipper opium schooners
then, and (for an American) was a
great favorite In the employ. My
captain had the reputation of being
one of the wildest men on the coast
I am speaking of the Chinese coast
and was commonly called "Mad Dun-
can;" yet he was, under' his reckless
exterior, a thorough sailor, a careful
master, and one of tne most courag
eous men I ever bad the pleasure of
knowing.
- The firm understood him, and all
his points,and trusted him implicitly;
and it was reported that he was soon
to be promoted to the important and
lucrative office of "ship's husband."

I was a strong man then, sir. with
hard fourteen-inc- h biceps and a

chest that measured forty-tw- o. Dun-
can was a giant. When there was a
crew to tame, they were always sent
to "our boat." We weeded them,and
seldom troubled the consuls with any
mutinous lascars.

We (of the opium service) consider
ed our9elves"second to none" in those
days, and regarded the "P. and O."
an only a superior sort of flunkies.
We carried nothing out specie, opium
and our guas. I forget! There was
one other thing we did carry; we car-rie-d

sail harder and longer than any
other class of vessels afloat,and fought
our way . against tbe monsoons and
Chinamen whenever we had occasion.
There was a prestige then in the
names of Jardine, Dent and Cam a,
which, in this day of steam, has de-
parted.

Having Decome aisgustea witn
'deep-se- a water sailing" as "tameand

slow," I had made my way to Hong
Kong," and shipped into what I
thought to be the grandest, most ex-
citing and dangerous coasting trade
in the world, and, at the time of
which I speak, had become so inured
to its perils and hardships, that I
could "shore up" my eyelids with the
most active, and smiled at the fre-
quent warnings given by old bands,
to "sleep with a weather-ey- e lifting,"
and "nothing so dangerous as to feel
safe." But I met an experience short-
ly that confirmed their apprehensions,
and convinced me of tbe truth of
these .maxims. -

The schooner was on her down trip
from Shanghai. We were anchored
Just above, the i"Gi,aveyrd" (near
Sing-Poo-). The current in the river
was very swift where we lay, and tne
under tow so strong that no one had
ever been known to keep up in it. It
was sure death to fall overboard in that
spot. All tbe officers, with the excep-
tion of the gunner (Mjy Bowers) aud
myself, bad gone to spend the even-
ing either ashore or oa board the re-
ceiving ship "Fox," which lay moor-
ed about half a mile above. We were
already for sea, and bed accumulated
specie and "sycee" of two stations in
our hold. We expected to sail for
Hong-Kon- g direct on tbe last of tbe
next Aood tide, and everything was
Erepared to get under weigh at

I sat in the cabin, writing, dressed
in thin silk panjamas and sleeping
shirt for the weather was warm ana
the heat below oppressive. My boy,
Ah-Me- e, lay coiled up, asleep, on a
tiger's skin on the cabin floor, with
my little. dog "Jap" nestled beside
him.

As I wrote, I could hear their heavy
breathing, drowned now and then by
the noise of the rushing waters of the
ebb; the surging of the chain cable,
which from time to time shook the
schooner from stem to stern, attest-
ing its force and velocity; and then
the footsteps of the gunner, as be
moved drowsily about on the quarter-
deck over my bead. I was tired and
sleepy, and my "eight-o'cloc- k" grog
was weighing down my eyelids; with
an effort I finished my "log," closed
my book, and settling back in my
chair, doed off to sleep.

Now the un-
dertow would suck me beneath the
swirling waters; then I would struggle
and rise to the surface, but only to
sink again; anon dark forms crowded
upon me, clang to me, forced me
down, down ! down ! !

I was dimly
conscious that some noise had arous-
ed me. ' Ah-Me- e, leaning on his el-

bow, was staring at me with distend
ed eyes, and "Jap," on bis haunches,
seemed intent on the 6kyligbt over
bead.

The lookouts of the anchor
watch betran to respond to the bell
Sat-tu-u- -u ! Du-a-a- -a ! There tbey
ceased; silence again. I listened,
breathless.

Ah-M- ee and the dog rose to their j

feet. XoTega! Umpta! Lema! No
footsteps over head. The lookout on
the starboard cathead asleep, evident-
ly the one of all othera who should
be on the qtti vive. No movement on
the part of the gunner; and I thought
why does he not wake that fellow up?
Is he himself asleep, with his crew of
devils to look after ? (We had a no-
toriously ugly crew that trip.) With
an angry denunciation and hasty
command to Ah-M- es of Cha li ! t I
sprang up the companion ladder to
the quarter-dec- k.

Where is the gunner? I demanded
of the Malay seac nnie, who was
standing with folded arms quietly by
tne rail. "Ogihi sahab." I listened,
and strained my eyes to see if there
was any movement forward. No
noise, save tbe bustle of the boy be-

low and the gurgling water under the
quarter.

I called, in a sharp, quick tone: Mr.
Bowers ! No response. Mr. Bowers!!
No answer. Then I hastsned forward.
As I passed the lookout in tbe star-
board gangway, I asked: Kither.',
gunnes Hahab? Again, "Ogibl sa-

hab." With rapid steps I reached tbe
t'gallant-forc'st- le ladder, and, leaving
my straw slippers behind, ran up it.

Beside the starboard cathead lay
the sleeping lookout No. 3 : by the re-

port cathead crouched the other.
Both asleep ? Where is the euuner ?
I queried to myself? Asleep too, I
suppose.

With quiet steps I stood beside the
recumbent lorm or tbe sleeping look-
out, and was on tbe point of saluting
him with my foot, when, to my as
tonishment, I saw the starboard look-
out spring to bis feet and make a dash
for me. There was a bright object in
his band that glittered in the faint
starlight. Mutinous, eh ! I exclaimed
and as the Malay leaped towards me
and struck with bis whole force, I
sprang one side. Tbe impetus of the
blow caused bim to stumble over the
other, who, knife in hand, was rising
to his feet.

GALENTINE'S SENTENCE.

The Judge's Remarks.

In sentencing Galentine, Judge
Paine said :

The unhappy and criminal circum
stances which have culminated in
your meiancnoiy situation nave so
recently been tbe subject of thorough
judicial investigation as to render it
unnecessary, it not improper, for me,
on this occasion to relate them. To
your own mind they must be painful'
ly familiar, and the public has been
surfeited with their Indecorous and
demoralizing details. I shall, there
fore, only refer to such of tbem as to
my mind Justify tbe conclusion at
which I have arrived as to the amount
of punishment I feel it my duty to in-
flict.

That you killed Dr. Jones was ad-
mitted; and also satisfactorily proven
on your trial. If this was done pur-
posely, and of deliberate and premedi-
tated malice, you were guilty of mur-
der in tbe first degree, andjustly in-
curred tbe penalty for that crime.
This would be your crime, however
overwhelming the provocation, for
although the laws under some circum-
stances justify or excuse taking hu-
man life, murder Is uncbaneeble. No
circumstances justify, excuse or modi-
fy it,

ine only defense relied upon on
your trial was that you were at the
time insane, and in conseouence in
capable of a criminal act, and tbe real
issue in dispute was whether at the
time you took tbe life of Dr Jones you
were thus irresponsibly insane. The
issue was attempted to be sustained
In your behalf by an array of witness
es seldom listened to in a criminal
case, and by argument of unusual abil-
ity and ingenuity, and was met by
about the same number of witnesses
and ability in argument, and the Ju-
ry, after mature deliberation, found
against yoa on that issue.

ir you were responsi ble for your aets
at the time you killed Dr. Jones. I see
no reason to believe that you were not
two days before, when you declared
your intention to take his life, and
purchased a pistol and practiced for
that purpose.

Icouclude that the Jury must have
found that at the moment when you
fired the pistol youwere in possession of
sucn sanity or mind as to mate you
responsible for your acts, but that tbe
great and sudden provocation of tbe
moment so overwhelmed yoa as not
to make you responsible for delibera-
tion and premeditation. If this was
their finding, the strict logical conse-
quence would be a verdict of murder
in tDe second degree, Jut I presume
the Jury, in tlie liberal exercise of
their legal right in cases of doubt, and
in consideration that the provocation
was so intimately connected with do-

mestic troubles growing out of suppos-
ed or real Infidelity of your wife, and
tbe difficulty of actually measuring
the effect of such trouble upon the
mind, named tbe crime manslaugh-
ter.

And yet I can not, sitting here,
mado responsible by oatb, and feeling
responsible to society for faithful ad-
ministration of the criminal law, shut
my eyes to the fact that days before
tbe consummation ofyour crime you
deliberately contemplated taking the
life of Dr. Jones, and made the ordin-
ary preparations to do so.

I have said this much, and might
say more, in reference to my reasons
for regarding your offense, as found
by the jury, to be a very aggravating
case of manslaughter.

Your Intelligence, former good char-
acter, and social position might by
some be regarded as reasons why
your punishment should be mitigated,
but to my mind these agencies having
all failed to secure obedience to the
law, rather Increase than diminish
your punishment.

But it ia unneccessary that I should
extend these remarks, and it only re b
mains foi- me to perform an unpleas
ant duty and pronounce your sentence,
which is that yoa be taken from the
bar of tbe Court to the Jail of tbe
county, and from there to tbe Peni,
tentiary of the State, and that you be
therein confined, and kept at hard la
bor lor a period or ten years, and that
yoa pay the costs of this prosecution.
It is no part of your sentence that you
be kept any portion of the time in tbe
dungeon of the prison.
