.5,756, and Crockett, Democratic can-

didate for the short term had a major
ity of I0,SN2. The legislature chosen
at the same time stood : Senate
Democrats, 25, Republicans, 11, Inde
pendent, :;. House Democrats, 07

Republicans, 10; IndeiK-'ndent- , 3, giv-

ing the Democracy a majority on
joint ballot ofCG. The election last
Tuesday reverses all this and gives a
Republican majority in the legisla
ture which secures the continuance of
of a Republican Senator from that
State, to succeed Cole, whsse term
will expire in 1873.

The "reaction" of which the Demo
crats talked about so much when we
lost New Hampshire, seems to have
taken a "new departure." Since that
time we have retaken Connecticut,
North Carolina, Montana and Wyom
ine. and have whittled down the
heavy majority of Kentucky to such
an extent that matters there begin to
look quite hopefuL These victories
should inspire as with confidence and
nerve us up to the work here at home.
Seneca county may yet be redeemed

The Advertiser rushed Into figures
again last week in reference to State
matters, and tries to answer our first
and only article on the subject We
note a few points to show the weak-

ness of the case made, as follows :

"When a Democratic Legislature
was elected in 1867, the balances in
these funds, with the amount collect
ed for 1868, were, for General Fund,
$1,600,755, pf which $1,518,210 were
expended, leaving a balance of f 142,-54- o

In the treasury ; and for Sinking
Fund $1,824,659. of which $1,372,226
was expended, leaving a balance of
$352,433 in the Treasury.

In 1869 the amount received for the
General Fund, with balance in treas-
ury was $1.723.98.5. of which $1,577,221
was expended, leaving a balance of
$144,864. For the Sinking Fund the
total amount received including bal-
ances, was $2,053,724, of which

was expensed, leaving a bal-
ance of $277,786.

In 1869 the Republicans took posses-
sion of the Legislature, and the fol-

lowing is their record for the first
year, no official report having been
yet made of the last session. For the
General Fund it received, with bal-
ance, $2,090,714, and expended $1,645,-13-- 5,

or $66,914 more than the last Dem
ocratic Legislature.

We will take all the funds in full, and
not select as did the Advertiser. There
was remaining on hand of the differ
ent funds November 15, 1S67, when
the Democracy went into power,S677,- -
990 79: the receipt during the year
were $4,347, 4S4 82, and the disburse
ments, which included the balance in
the Treasury, $4,455,354 86, leaving a
balance of 75 on hand being
less than the amount found in the
Treasury by $107,870 04.

In 1S69 the Republicans had the
Legislature, and found ou hand a bal-

ance in the Treasury of $138,000 14;
the receipts during the year were

53, and disbursements $4,071,-95- 4

57, leaving a balance on hand of
$766,038 10 being a greater amount in
Treasury than was left by the

$323,978 96.

We submit the comparison without
remark, except to request the Adver-
tiser to muddle matters a little more,
as that is its forte.

That the several items ur chujo- -

tion to Commissioner.1; in said exhibit
include their per diem in ail cases,
and the mileage to which, by law they
are entitled.

That as appeara flora, the certified
account of the Commissioners on file
in the Auditor's ofik-e- , all, or nearly
all of the several items of expenditure
above excepted were paid for livery
hire and conveyances used by com
missioners while engaged in viewing,
locating, establishing and apportion
ing the work and costs on county
ditches, and in making contracts for,
inspecting and examining the work
on county bridges built during the
year.

That the statute, fixing the compen
sation of Commissioners, provides for
the payment of the per di:m to them
in all cases while engaged in the dis
charge of their official duties, and for
the payment of mileage in going to
and returning from the County Seat
at all regular and called sessions, not
exceeding eight in number in anyone
year; and by its terms forbids the al-

lowance or payment to Commission-
ers of any other compensation, cither
in expenses or traveling fees.

The committee are, therefore, of tiie
opinion that the several payments
above excepted were not authorized
by law.

Mr. Connoly has spent the
hrst six months of the yaar no less
than $30,000,000; that he has made no
provision for paying the debt that falls
due this year, amounting to $9,000,000;
and that he proposes to issue about
$10,000,000 of bonds to cover the cur
rent expenditures oi tne government,
which ought by law to be defrayed
from the revenue from taxation. To
sum up the whole, Mr. Connoly is for

The surplus of nx-eipt- over expen
ditures for the bast year was only $26,- -
40,790, against fc43.4o3.15. and siui,

'J3.-91- 7 in the two years immediately
preceding, a fact due to the reduction
of taxation, through which the in
come fell off twenty-eig- ht millions in
1870-7- 1. As an onset to this, the ex
penses of the Government have been
diminished some thirty millions du
ring the last two years. It will be
seen that the Custom duties during
the past year were nearly eleven and
three-quart- er millions greater than
the preceding year, which, however,
does not fully reflect the increase of
the import trade, owing to the remov
al of duties from some commodities,
and reduction on others. On the oth
er hand, the internal revenue receipts
have fallen off more than forty-tw- o

millions, through reduced taxes. The
receipts from miscellaneous sources
include received as premi-
ums on the sale of Gold, and the ex-
penditures in the shape of premiums
on bonds purchased, amount to a lit
tle more than that sum. The only
item of expenditures, besides the mis-
cellaneous, which shows an increase,
is that for pensions, and this increase
u only apparent, ior tne quarterly
payment of pensions has thrown upon
that department an expenditure of
about eight millions which has before
fallen into the account of the ensuing
year. A reduction of twenty-tw- o mil-
lions in the army charges, of two mil-
lions for the navy, and of three and a
half millions in interest on the public
debt snows progress in the right di
rection. We have begun this year
with a debt smaller by $103,000,000
than last year, and are constantly
diminishing the capital, and reducing
the rate of interest The prospect of
funding the debt at a lower rate oi in
terest too. is a pleasant augury.

During the war our Imports vastly
exceeded our exports, for we were
obliged to rely chiefly on Breadstuff's,
Petroleum, Provisions and Bonds to
pay for foreign goods : but now cot
ton has again taken the lead, and in
the year ending with June, the Spe- -
cie value of our exports, including
Treasure, exceed that of our imports,
and as taxes are lilted from produc
tions, our exports will increase, and
our imports receive a check.

The country is evidently entering
upon an era of rapid material devel-opemen- t

that will astonish the gloomy-
minded prophets, and make times
more prosperous than they have been
for years. One indication of this is the
rapidity with which new sources of
wealth are being opened up by new
railroads. The prospect Is now that
the fifty odd thousand miles of rail
road now in operation will be increas
ed to nearly double that number dur
ing the decade upon which we have
just entered. Millions of acres of val
uable mineral and agricultural land
will b9 brought into developemeut by
these avenues of communication that
are now virtually isolated. Some
Important branches of commerce and
industry that were seriously impaired
by the war still languish, but their
rehabilitation can not in view of the
improvements that has been made in
lateral interests be mnch longer de
layed.
