Men, women and ehildren rushed in-
Lo the street amdd surrounded by fire
on all sjides, were soon either smoth-
ered or burned to death. In the less
exposed partions the people fled to the
river, and, jumping in many were
drowned, Some saved their lives by
keeping their bodies under water and
once in o while patting their heads
under as the heat became insufferable.
Others took refage in wells and cis-
terns nnd were saved. Quite a Iarge

rtioh of the inbabitants ran to a

eld to the legward of the fire, and by
Iying on the ground were saved, al-
though some of them were badly
burned. There is but one house left
standing, and that is isolated and late-
Iy bailt lumber.

The destruction has been so com-
plate that the streets ecannol be traced,
all being covered with sand which
wns swepl in great clouds by the tor-
nado, In zome instances bodies have
bem; found completely covered with
sand.,

I eould fill eolumus with heartrend-
ing incidents of this conflagration, but
will only give a few illustrative of the
;e-xt.i In ul“&::;!mlwlan r:;;: took lhls
amily ane to the bl nnin
the river. The bridge wu?o‘on ug
fire and the poor onfortunate family
were nearly roasted alive and then
Jumped ioto theriver and were drown-
ed. A woman on seeing the fire ap-
proaching put her litile gicl, a child of
six years, in a well which was nearly
dry, and ran to the river herself for
secarity. The women wassaved and,
ns so0n as she eonld, found out the lo-
cality, and her joy was so great at
finding the little one alive and weall
thnt she swooned, and on recovering
clasped her ehild in her arms and ran
off erying for joy.

Too few, nlas, were so fortunate. In
many cases whole familles have per-
ished. In other cases men have lost
thicir families, they being, nt the time
of the fire, working to save the fucto-
vies, In other instances men perish-
ol in their endeavor to save their fam-
ilies. In one case to which my atien-
ton was called, a little boy of seven
years is the only surviving member of
A numerons fanily.

As zoon as the fire had sufliciently
subsided, all that were able went to
the relief of the sufisrers.  Blackened,
cuarred eorpscs were lying in
direction, with their c¢lothing, as a
general thing, nearly or quits burned
all. Many dead luwiies were found in
the river, and many more have sinee
been recoversl.
