Tlie sailors
tried to pump water down upon the
seat of the conflagration, but the fren-
zied men below passed the hose out
of the portholes so that the pumping
became useless. Then the fire spread
beyond all control, and volumes of
thick smoke rolled into the" main
deck choking the mass of coolies at
either end, who had taken no part in
the proceedings. l!ed tongues ofj
flame and suflocnting clouds filled the j

ship below hatches while the miser-- :
ible coolies beat at the iron gratings,
tore at the fastenings of the deck, and
even endeavored to get up to the air
through the ventilators. The port
holes, however, were fastened, the ;

dead lights were too small to allow of
a man's IkxIv passing, and the venti- -
la tors were liarred, so lhat tnere was
no escape.
