LIFE IN THE CUYAHOGA COUNTY JAIL.

Greenwood, by doing newspaperto--
rially, the "casual" in the poor ward,
not only interested hundreds of thou
sands of En gl ish readers, bu t materi-
ally benefitted the unfortunate class
he- - temporarily associated with.
Without desiring to plagiarize Green-
wood, but believing that the subject
may be of interest to your readers, I
send you this sketch of prison life,
sincerely hoping that none of your
readers may ever practically prove the
accuracy of the description .

Tbe male ward is two stories high.
In the lower story are confined all
criminal offenders. This compart
ment, some forty feet high, contains
thirty-fiv- e cells and a black bole, and

lighted by ten windows
barred. Each cell can contains two

occupants.
The Jail is governed by rules estab

lished by the sheriff. Tbe executive
power lies with the occupants them-
selves, who, every month, elect their
officers. The officers are a Judge,
Prosecuting Attorney .Clerk and Sher
iff". Two policemen are enrolled week

Upon entering the Jail, the new
comer stands up before the officers
when tbe Clerk reads the rules.

The rules are to this effect : Every
prisoner on entrance shall pay fifty
cents as initiatory fee or receive twen- -

lasbes not enforced; any
prisoner spilling grease or spitting on
the floor, twenty-fiv- e lashes; anypris- -
oner not falling into line at meal time,
twenty-fiv- e lashes; and so on in like
strain. Of course, twenty-fiv- e lashes

tbo extent of the law, but enforced
only in cases of the darkest complex-
ion. The prisoner, if it is deemed
necessary, is stripped and the water
through bose, is played upon him,
much to his superlative delight when
the weather is frosty. In consequence

the strict discipline, tbe Jail is in
beautiful state of cleanliness. In fact,
this court In its Dra

administration of the law, is
stricter than any sheriff would be.

Tbe trials are conducted with the ut
most solemnity. The prisoner can
claim a trial by jury, and Is allowed
counsel. y, one of the most
successful criminal lawyers in this
court, one who invariably clears bis
clients, Is not altogether unacquainted
with the late "15. B. Manufacturing
Company, of Republic, Ohio."

The turnkey,Mr. Philander O'Con-ne- r,

is a gentlemanly, obliging and
thoroughly reliable gaoler, whilst the
sheriff, Mr. Frazer, has won the re
spect of all who are in his charge.

Clean clothes are supplied them
once a week; whilst visitors are al-

lowed in from Tuesday until Friday.
Their food is abundant and good soup
four times a week, meat and potatoes
three times, and bread and coffee for
breakfast and supper form the bill of
fare.
