Artemus Ward.

In the ber.utiful town of Cleveland,
Ohio, eleven years ago, I was intro-dice- d

one .Sunday morning, to Mr.
Ciarles F. Browne, who had recently
acquired celebrity by his Artemus
Vrd letters, ia the Cleveland Plain

Dalcr. He was then twenty-fiv- e

years of age, a somewhat slender
form, but with ruddy cheeks and a
genial appearance of health and vig-
or. He was local editor of the Plain
Dealer, and had the ready, cordial
and eff-han-d manner of the members
of tha Western press. Like other
professional humorists he was not
particularly funny in ordinary con-
versation ; on the contrary he was less
so tha Western Editora usually are.
I was tar from anticipating the career
that Wis in store for him; still less
could 1 have seen the premature death
of a yomg man who presented an ex-
ceptional appearance of good health.
If he w?re alive to-d- ay he would be
only thirty-nin- e years of age.

He .was born at Waterford, in
Maine" where his father was a survey-
or. His native village, as he says in
one of his papers, "does not contain
over forty houses, all told ; but they
are niiik white, with the greenest of
blinds, and for the most part are shad-
ed witti beautiful elms aud willows.
To the right of us is a mountain; to
the left a lake. The village nestles
between. Of course it does. I never
read a novel in my life in which the
village did not nestle. Villages in-

variably nestle." In this secluded
nook ia New Euglaud he paed the
first fourteen years of 'his life, durlug
which he acquired such education as
a rather idle and sport loving boy
could acquire in the common and high
schools.

He was sent to learn the printing
business at a neighboring town called
Skowhegan, where, iu the office of
the Bkowhegan Clarion, he learned to
set type and work a hand press. To
tbe last days of his life he held this
place iu abhorrence. One of his
friends has recorded that he was ac-
customed "to set up a howl of deri-
sion" whenever its name was nn-tione- d

: aud that whenever he desir-
ed to express the least degree of con-
tempt for any person or thing, he
would speak of them as worthy of
Skowhegan. How many a boy has
reaped revenge upon a teacher or an
employer by turning out to be a gen-
ius, and consigning him to universal
ridicule.

At sixteen he found his way to Bos-
ton, where he obtained employment
as a compositor in the office of the
funniest periodical then published in
Boston, tho Carpel-Da- g, to which
Shillaber, Halpiue and Saxe con-
tributed. As he set up from week to
week, the numerous contributions of
these writers, the conviction grew up-
on him that he too could write a piece
that would make people laugh. I
think he must have been reading
Franklin's autobiography, or the pre-fac- e

to Pickwick, for in putting his
talent to the test, he employed a de-

vice similar to that used by Franklin
and Dickens iu offering their pro-
ductions to the press, llaviug writ
ten his piece in a disguised hand, he
put it into the editor's box. Great
was his joy when it was handed to
him soon after to set in type.

The first piece, I believe, was in the
fc.rle or Mjo Jcfcolr Dau'ninir. whnsp

letters, lie ouce said, had more to do
with maKing him a humorist than
the productions of any other writer.

About this time ha happened to
read Bayard Taylor's "Views Afoot,"
in which that popular author gave an
account of his making the tour of
Europe, and paying his way by work
ing at his trade, which was that of
printer. Captivated by this great ex-
ample he started for the great West.
When bis money was exhausted, ne
would stop for a while iu some large
town where there was a printing office
and replenish his purse ; which doue,
he would continue his journey.

He stopped short of China, however.
At the town of Tiffiu, Ohio, he obtain
ed a place as compositor and assistant
editor, at four dollars a week. From
Tiffin he went to Toledo, where he
procured a similar position on the
Toledo commercial at live uoiiars a
week. It was upon this paper that
his talent as a humorist first attracted
attention, and he was soon permitted
to devote his whole time to filling the
local columns with amusing abuse of
a local paper. He acquired so much
celebrity in Ohio as a facetious para- -
grapher that he was oilereu at lengtn
the place of local editor of the Cleve-
land Plain Dealer, at a salary muni
ficent at the time and place, or twelve
dollars a week.

Most of the noted humorists --and
the gieat master of humor Uirnseir,
Charles Dickeus have shown a par
ticular fondness for persons who gam
their livelihood by amusing the pub
lic showmen of all kinds and grades
from the tumbler in the circus to the
great tragedian of the day. In the
performance of his duty as local editor,
Charles Browne had abundant oppor
tunity of gratifying his taste, and he
gradually became acquainted with
most of the traveling snowmen 01 tue
Western country. He delighted to
study their habits, and he used to tell
many a good story 01 iiieir ingenious
devices for arousing the enthusiasm
of the public. Much of this show-
man's lore he turned to account in the
letters of Artemus Ward.

We shall coufine our-
selves to the House of Representa-
tives, omitting the Senate, because, iu
the first place, no vote was taken in
the Senate whieh conclusively reveal-
ed the position of Senators on the
merits of the case; and secondly, be-
cause the Hou.se of Representatives is
directly responsible to the people, and
cau be sooner and more effectually
called to account. We also omit the
final vote on the report of the Confer-
ence Committee, because that report
embraced several other subjects, and
the vote on it could not be regarded as
necessarily and conclusively a test
vote.

Tbe history of the salary steal is as
follows: Oa the 10th of February, a
motion was made to suspend the rules
for the purpose of having included in
the General Appropriation bill a pro-
vision increasing numerous salaries
among them those of the members of
Congress the increase in their case to
apply to the ild CoDgress. This pro-
vision included the naked question of
increase and back pay. The motion
to suspend the rules was lost It re-
ceived SI votes, and 120 votes were
cast against it This was the first
vote on the question.

On the 28th of February, Ithe Lgeis-lativ- e

Appropriation bill beiug before
the House, a motion was made to
amend one of its clauses by inserting
a provision for increase of salaries.
This also included members of Con-
gress, and embraced the back pay. It
was lost, receiving only 6!) votes, to
120 against This was the second
vote.

General Butler gave notice of a mo-
tion to reconsider the vote just taken.
He had voted against it that course,
being necessary, we believe, to give
him the parliamentary right to move
a reconsideration. In analyzing the
second vote we shall, therefore, count
him in the affirmative, as he was no-
toriously in favor of the proposition.
On the first of March the motion to
reconsider cuiue up, and itwasuKived
to lay It on the table. This would
have killed the measure. It failed, re-

ceiving 60 yeas and 10-- nays, and 09
not voting. This was the third
vote.

The question then recurred on re-
considering the vote, by which the
amendment had been 'killed. The
veto was reconsidered, there being
101 yeas, 73 nays, and 57 not voting.
This was the fourth vote.

The proposition was then changed
by a rising vote, the increase for the
members of Congress being reduced
from S",oOO a year to Sti.oOO. The
back-pa- y featuie was retained. This
was the fifth vote.

Now it is plain that any member
who voted tor the increase and tbe
back pay on all these votes, must be
held guilty. It must also be plain to
any one conversant with the proceed-
ings of Congress and capable of deter-
mining the significance of the several
votes, that any member who support-
ed the measure on the last three votes,
and did not vote against it on the
second vote, must also be held guilty.
Such a member would be in the posi-
tion of helping to revive the measure
after it had been defeated, and of vot-
ing for it as revived, without, at any
time, voting squarely against it On
the other hand, it is plain that mem-
bers who voted continually against
the measure must be held innocent
Those who voted against it on the last
three votes, without having voted for
on the second, must also be held inno
cent. With these explanations, which
are as concise as it to make
them, we append a list ibich we be--
liovo ta bo rviatlo ap in A porootly jilQf
manner.

In August last, according to
the Millville Repvblican, the deceas
ed, while occupying the post of tele-
graph operator at Eagle Statioa, on
tne line of the Pennsylvania Central
Railroad, was placed in a position of
responsibility which might Lave
proved too much for most men. Dur-
ing & fearful thunderstorm, an im-
mense tree was struck by lightning,
and thrown across the railroad-trac- k.

Almost at the same moment the tel
egraph apparatus was disabled. Find
ing it impossible to send a message to
warn the approaching train of danger,
the brave girl seized a red lamp, and
ran up the line swinging it above her
head. The engineer saw the sigual iu
time to avoid a fearful disaster. The
engine ran against the tree, however,
with sufficient force to disconnect a
heavy branch, which struck the girl
on the shoulder, and inflicted the in
juries that resulted in her death. The
patsengers were so grateful for their
escape that an attempt was immedi-
ately made to reward ler ; but she
firmly declined to accept anything for
having done her duty. Such acts of
personal heroism should not be al-

lowed to go unrewarded, and the men
acd women-wh- o were on that train on
that August night might now have
an opportunity to mark their appre-
ciation of poor Lottie's bravery by
causing a handsome monument to be
erected to ber memory.

"Railroads are public highway"
the United States Supre me Court de
cides. If so, then Congress can regu
late them. Aud if so, then tbe reali
zation of Josiali Ouincy'a plan for
regulating rates is not so very distant
Mr. Quiucy says :

"My own opinion is that ultimately
the United States, acting under the
same authority by which they con-
structed the Cumberland road, will
own the roa 1 bed and tbe stations of
freight roads nn all the great hues,
and, like the Erie Canal, throw them
opeu, uuder regulations as regards
regular and moderate speed, to any
person who wishes to put either cam
or locomotives upou them, paying, as
oa the canals, legular and fixed tolls
for their use. With a double track
there would be, on such roads, under
such regulations (supplemented as
they would be by the telegraphs), no
douger of collisions, and as the cars
would not have to go upon sidings to
wait for express trains, their speed
would be about as great aud the hour
of their removal more certain than at
presenL and there woulp beau end of
complaints, of shortages of exercises
or excessive tariffs, as individuals,and
not corporations, would be responsi-
ble.

This is a subject of vital importance
to the people in every section of tliU
country, aud the people in my opin-
ion, will never consent permanently
to pay dividends on millions of water-
ed stock, when they can, by paying
interest ou the actual cost of a road
bed, have the reduction of freights
that must result from competition,
and from the free use of the facilities
it affords.

Calling a Boy in the Morning.
The Connecticut editor who wrote

the following, evidently knew what be
was talking about :

"Calling a boy up in the morumg
can hardly be classed uuder the head
of 'pastimes,' especially if the boy ia
foud of ex ercise the day before. And
it is a little singular that the next
hardest thing to getting a boy out of
bed is getting him into it There is
rarely a mother who is a success at
rousing a boy. All mothers know this;
so do their boys. And yet the mother
seems to go at it iu the right way.

"John!" followed a moment later bv
a long and emphatic, "John Heury."
A grunt from the upper regions signi-
fies that an impression baa been made.
and the mother is encouraged to add:
"lou'U netter be getting down here
to your breakfast young man, before
I come up there aud give you some
thing you'll feel." This so startles the
young man that he immediately goes
to sleep again. And the operation
has to be repeated several times. A
father knows nothing about the
trouble. He merely opens bis mouth
as a soda bottle ejects iu cork, and
the "John Henry" that cleaves the
air of that stairway goes into that boy
like electricity, aud pierces the deep-
est recesses of his nature. And he
pops out of that bed, and into his
clothes, and down stairs, with a prompt-
ness that is commendable. It is
rarely a boy allows himsdlf to disre
gard the paternal summons. About
once a year is believed to be as often
as is consistent with tbe rules of
health. He saves Jtiis father a great
many steps by bis tbougbtfuines.

Trading Horses—Warrantee.

I a trading horses it is generally
supposed that the parties to the bar-
gain depend upon their own judgmeut
and if one is cheated no one is to
blame, but the warrantee holds good
in this case, if the party be" responsi-bleju- st

as much as in any other. Tbe
law iu the case is laid down by a New
York judge as follows:

If a man warrant a horse," it is not
necessary for him to say, "I warrant
that horse," but any distinct affirma-
tion in regard to the quality or con-
dition of a horse made to operate, and
which does operatic oa the sale,
amounts to a warrantee. If a man
don't want to warrant he must keep
his mouth shut; and if bo does open
his mouth, he must tell the truth.

If the seeds of disease are In a borne
when a man warrants bim, the man
who makes the warrantee takes the
responsibility as to whether the seeds
will sprout or not hut a warrantee
don't apply to known defects which
cau be seen. If a horse has an eye
knocked out, or has but three legs,
and the owner says, "I warrant that
horse to be sound," the law doen not
take notice of that, ai the warrantee
does not apply.

It may be further remarked that
the seller of a milch cow is under
quite as clear a legal obligation to tell
the truth as the seller of a bone.
