My First Love.

Surely, if oue were to write down
faithfully the love of one's youth
extreme youth, say from 13 to 17, or
ttieieahouts we might have volumes
of literature quite as interesting ami
as wholesome to read as the records of
our maturer passions.

I don't mean to moralize, because
tiie habit of doing so in print is pretty
generally voted a bore, aud every one
who reads of my early experience can
point the moral for his own special
case. But let me at once confess that
in my young days not curates, for a
taste for theological study, i. c. cu-
rates, came witn my later years : not
soldiers, for I never, except by the
rarest cUance, caught sight of a red
coat ; but actors dear, delightful
geniuses, heroes, princes, enchanters
that Ihey seemed were the beings
who engaged my time and thoughts
and extremely girlish affections.

I suppose a taste for theatricals was
bred iu me, for I have often heard
m v mother say the only amusement
out of her own home she ever cared
for was to be found in a couple of
hours In her own box at the Dineford
Theater, with a fair company and a
good house. Ho it seemed quite nat-
ural to her that her children should
inherit her love for the drama, and
exhibit a taste for such matters even
in their tenderest years.

For mvseir, I was by far tnc young
est of my family, and by the time my
play-goin- g aays uegan some oi my
brothers aud sisters were lieginning to
abate the ardor of their stage passion ;

still, my youngest brother ana myself
kept up tue spirit oi ine tiling lor a
long time, and the intense enjoyment
of those evening when he, eigbt years
mv senior, was permitted the charge
of me to witness some heartrending
tragedy or startling melodrama was
more than words can describe.

At lirst it was with me the play that
charmed, the sad or exciting history
itself ; it was rauline uescnappeis or
Iilack-eye- d Susan her very self, for
whose woes my heart ached, and
whose ultimate happiness drew tears
of delight from my eyes , it was Lady
Macbeth who frightened me so that I
could get no rest at night ; and, oh, it
was that dreadtui uorsican Lroiner,
with the horrid mark ou the bosom
of his shirt, who appeared before me
at all hours of the day and night, so
that I preferred the companionship or
the housemaid, even, to my own lone-
liness, and never dared sleep without
a candle alight for weeks and weeks.
Whether such lively ana aDsoruing
interest in stage heroines was the best
thiug in the world for me, I cannot
tell : but at the commencement of my
visits to a public theater it was the
afHiction of womankind that more
particularly engaged my attention,
and I did not think so much of the
heroes unless there happened to be
somethiug supernatural connected
with ther characters. But the suffer-
ings of poor, persecuted, lovely, fascin-
ating women occupied my every
thought during the month's season at
tiie JDineford Theater ; for was it not
possible, nay even certain, if my then
intense interest in such matters grew
with my growth and who could
doubt its doing so that I some day
might tread the stage a queen, or rush
on in floods of tears with my back
hairhaaging down, and rescue my
lover from death or some imminent
peril, amid the enthusiastic plaudits
of a crowded audience. For, of course,
I meant to be an actress when I grew
old enough ; and by way of preparing
myself for my future career, I and
the aforenamed brother used to prac-
tice the most thrilling scents out of
the plays we had mot lately witness-
ed, up in my little room, when my
lessons were done. Our acting was,
in our own eyes, simply perfection. I
was rather too short at the time I am
now speaking of, being only just 13, to
make much of a tragic heroine so far
as figure went ; and I used to wish
very much that my voice had been
stronger, and my nose more Roman

it, the nose, was a pug, and, being
such, was a great trial to me butstill
we got over that as well as we could,
and certainly what I wanted in size
and feature, I made up in manner.
Whoever might have seen me with a
big sheet draped about me, walking
with my eyes as nearly shut as I dared
have them only just enough opened
for me to see I did not tumble over
the furniture and with a flat candle-
stick in my hand, rubbing that of-

fending member, and sternly order-
ing "out" that spot with the bad
word attached, would not easily have
forgotten it. I never shall forget it.
After I had done thatscene,my broth-
er used to do the dagger soliloquy, and
rolled his eyes and clenched his hand,
and looked altogether so distracted
tliat privately I always used to think
lie overdid the part ; but I believe he
and I never quite agreed on that
point.

Then, can any one remember "In-gom- ar

?" of all romantic dramas
one of the most romantic, surely.
How Fred used to take otT his coat,
and twist his shirt sleeves up to his
elbows, so as to make himself look a
thorough barbarian one point such
as that gained, we did not trouble
ourselves about other slight incon-
gruities in our costume ; and myself,
with a "fillet," round my head, try-
ing hard to look classical and statu
esque, to fulfill the requi rementa of cer-
tain of the scenes. The tumbler off
the washing-stan- d did for the goblet,
and any old flowers belonging to
mother's head-dress-es did capitally to
wreathe it with ; we could have had
Dlenty of fresh flowers out of the gar
den, but we preferred the artificial as
being more natural. Time has, alas !

made me totally forget the end of poor
l'arthenia's troubles ; but I know she
came safely through them all, and
she aud her barbarian united their
fortunes in the legitimate manner,
thou eh I cannot remember the inci
dents attending this conclusion. Just
about the time when we were doing
"Ingoraar" at our very best, a cruel
fate sent me off to boarding-schoo- l,

where for two years I had to live in
comparative darkness, so far as the
light of the drama was concerned. I
tried my best to introduce my own
peculiar tastes among my school-f- el

lows, but can scarcely say 1 succeeded
The girls were very difficult to teach.
and used to say their parts without a

bit of spirit. For a wonder, our
formances, though not encouraged,
were not forbidden ; but I foua l, to
my disgust, that my coaiMiiious prt?--
ferred lighter things than I hai been
used to, taking very little interest iu
real good tragedy, with mo-- t of us
dead at the end ; but eat-ri- n heart
and suul into noisy, nouseusicjl
farce?, whit '.l they used L make up I

for themselves, aud perform ta their
own satisfaction and wy great con-
tempt. Melodramas, such as I loved,
our head governess did not niur:li ap-- j
prove ; so I once tried to get up an eu-- ;
tertaiutnent for the evening of her
birthday, consisting of bits out of tiie
"Lady of the Lake--'' which was prop--I ,

'er enough for anv one ; bnt I
it was a failure. My Malcolm Graeme
was a great heavy girl, who would
not spring forth at tiie end as he i

ought to have done, to kneel at his
monarch's feet in a becoming man-
ner, bjt had always to be shoved to
the side of the blushing Ellen my-
self.

I

The King didn't quite know his
part either; and the Loble Douglas,
when lie rushed out, "aud on his neck
his daughter hung," looked somehow
so unlike what I hud intended that all
our audience burst out into roars of
laughter. I never Mt so mortified iu
all my life, and determined from that
moment to have no more to do with
school theatricals, but let the girls
amuse their untaught minds with
farces and such things better suited to
their understandings. Circumstances
took me early away from school, and
the Christinas that I wassixteen found
meat home again; and once tiie new
year in, how 1 counted every day till
February 4th, when our theater re-

opened. The longed-fo- r time came at
last, and, though my mother's health
prevented her going, she most indulg-
ently allowed uie to go whenever it
was possible, and among our many
friends there was nearly always some
one willing to take charge of me.
Fred, to my giief, was absent in Lon-
don; and I almost fancied that his let-
ters touched in a slightly supercilious
manner on our country theatricals.
However.that did not ali'ect me much;
if he was enjoyiug himself, so was I
rather too much so,as will shortly ap-
pear.

As every one knows, iu every coun-
try company there is a "leading gen-

tleman;" aud when I have said that,
I need scarcely add that with the es
pecial leading gentleman uf that sea
son I fell hopelesly in love. He was
a very young man rumor said, be
longing to a good family and cer
tainly a man of more than average
ability. I thiuk now; the very finest
actor that ever trod the stage, I
thought then. It makes me feel quite
hot even now, after so many years
have paused away, to think what a
fool I made of myself about that man
The stage had no interest for me
when he was not upon it; the other
characters had no charms for me; the
other men of the company were mere
sticks in my eyes; the funny man,
who said disagreeable things to my
hero; the villain, who stood between
hio and the object of his affections (O
happy object!'; the elderly gentle-
man, who so often had to curse him
or to scorn him, and sometimes kill
him these I hated; while the lady
who played Juliet to his Korueo, Pau-
line to Ids Claude, and a dozen other
similarly delightful characters, O how
1 envieU her, ana how jealous I was of
her! If I could have had her figure
and her nose, and the chance of play
ing her parts, now nappy l should
have been ! I did not know then
that she was ten years his senior, and
had three three little children and a
drinking husband at home; ami that
her fine figure was altogether a work
of art, as much as her acting; or else
I should not have envied her so much,
perhaps. But my passion grew the
season went on; aud when the mana-
ger announced toward the end of the
month that in consequence of the
great success of the company the sea-
son would be prolonged another fort-
night, no words could express ray j jy;
it was a respite from misery; for that,
it seemed to me, my life would he af-

ter Ac, the leading gentleman, was
gone away. Then unexpected lia- -
piness I saw him oil" the stage, once
in a shop, twice passing our house for
a walk into the country. The last
time I cried out to my mother,
"There's Mr. Fawsett!" so loudly that
he heard me, and, turning, gave me
a half-smilin- g bow. On that bow I
lived for days. If any one who reads
this has ever been in my state of mind
(at my age, too, remember), then they
can realize what I felt; if they never
have been wildly in love with an ac-

tor, then they can't understand my
condition, and its not much use iu
trying to explain it.

The' fortnight, like every other
time of happiness, drew toward an
end. By coaxing and persuading I
had managed to get to the theater
nearly every night that last week,
and I felt growing desperate when I
heard announced oue of my favorite
plays for the last night of the season,
and for the benefit of Mr. Fawsett.
Ifonly I could have joined the com
pany then and there, I would have
done it anything, so as to be near
ray idol; to stana as a page beside
him, to have him speak to me rough-
ly or kindly, anyhow would do; and
then, perhaps, as I grew taller and
older, to play the lady to his lover.
Why, the very thought turnei my
head, and I resolved that he should
not leave the town without a knowl-
edge of my devoted admiration for
him.

I knew the play for that Friday
night so well in one scene he want-
ed a bouquet to present to a lady.
That bouquet I was resolved to pur
chase, but was puzzled now to do so
without any else knowing about it.
However, I contrived to obtain differ-
ent flowers from different places, and
arranged them myself very fairly;
and then oh; goose that I was! I
went to a jewelers and expended
every farthing that I was worth in
the purchase of some studs that wero
to go with the fiower3. How I
trembled for fear the man who wait-
ed for me should guess for whom I
meant them; how 1 blushed when he
suggested he knew all our family,
for we always dealt at his shop that
"if they were for Mr. Fred, he, lifced
turquoise best;" how I bought them,
and went atray absolutely burdened
with the fear that my secret should be
discovered; how I, in my intense fool-
ishness, wrote a letter in my unform-
ed girlish hand, the remembrance of
which makes me half laugh and half
cry even now. Fortunately, the
whole proceeding was like myself,
childish for my age; still, I will con-
fess that, if the m:ii to whom I sent
the precious packet the note signed
with my full name ana address Had
not been upright and honorable, the
affair might have had a diil'erent end
ing altogether. A3 it was, having dis-
patched a box containing- flowers,
studs, and note by a safe hand to Mr.
frawsett's lodgings, 1 sat down to wait
for 7 o'clock, trembling with excite-
ment and anticipation. The worst
part of the business was, that of
course I told my mother nothing of
what 1 had done; and I felt so guilty
when shekindly noticed my unusual
quietness that I had to run away
from the tea-tab- lo and have a good
cry before I began to dress. Fred had
come home the day before; but even
to him, my usual confidant, I had told
nothing, tie was to taee me to the
theater, so that we could have one
evening there together; but I could
not respond to his jokes and anticipa-
tions, being far too nervous and excit-
ed to think of anything but my stage
hero and his reception of my present.

With a throbbing heart I took my
place in the familiar box, and watch-
ed the house fill for the benefit of the
favorite. There was a capital audi
ence, but, as is always the case with a
full house in the country, the occu-
pants of the gallery made a great
clamor, calling to their friends in the
pit, joking with the people in the
upper boxes, saluting tiie arrival of
any well-know- n townsman in the
lower tier, and tinallv, as 7 o'clock ap
proached, and they grew impatient,
calling and whistling for the curtain
to draw up. At length the play began
aud through two hours or more he
was there before me, playing with all
the spirit a good house infuses into an
actor; and for the last evening I
watched the triumph of my first love.

The flowers my "flowers he held in
his hand, and as lie gave them to the
lady by his side, he distinctly I was
certain of it most distinctly lifted
his eyes to Xo. 4, where I sat. The
glance was momentary, but it set my
pulses throbbing, and of what follow
ed of burlesque or farce I remember
nothing.

iu a very passion of grief and mortifi-
cation. What dreadful troubles some
things seem at the time, that after
the lapse of a few months or years we
can aiford to laugh at heartily ! Per-
haps I never was much more unhap-
py than I was that night ; certaiuly I
am now very thankful when I think
of the sudden downfall of my wild
schemes.

Fourteen years have passed since
that memorable time, and circum-
stances have so changed with me that
it U lung since I set foot within the
walls ol a theater ; but I should like
to go once more to a certain fashion-
able house in Londou, where my old
love is playing nightly before a town
audience. Fourteen years it has taken
him to work his way up from
the country Uj the London boards; lie
might well say patience was wanted
for his work.

I of:en wonder if the episode that
covered me with confusion "in my own
eyes is ever remembered by him, and
it he has ever told it to the charming
young actress t whom ho is now mar-
ried; but I ara not likely ever to know
or .see more of him, and can t.oi'y
heartily wish him thatsuieess in his
career which he ha.s straggled for so
long. For Myself, my passiou for
theatricals died a natural death soon
after that memorable spring. Fred
went quite away from home; and I
felt so thoroughly ashamed of myself,
and so much tifraid of beiug found out,
that I shunned the theater and every-
thing connected with it for long
after.

A fe;v years ago I brought forth my
unlucky studs from a corner of my
desk, and gave them to my husband,
telling him aud my moth-- r, win was
staying with us, their full and true
history; aud, O. how mi mercifully
they laughed at me about it!

DEATH OF GEN. CANBY.

(eiieral Sherman issued the follow-
ing order in relation to the murder of
Gen. Canby by the treachery of the
Indians:

It becomes the fiad duty of the Gen
eral to announce to the army the
death of oue of our most illustrious
and most honored comrades, Briga-
dier General Kdward It. S. Canby,
commanding the Department of ii,

who was, ou Friday last,
April 11th, shot dead by Chief Jack,
while he was endeavoring to mediate
for the removal of the Modoes from
their present rocky fastness, on the
northern border of California, to a re
servation where tiie tribe "could be
maintained and protected by the civil
agents of the government. That
such a life should have been sacrificed
in such a cause, will ever be a source
of regret to his relatives aud friends.
Yet the General trusts that all good
soldiers will be consoled in knowing
that Gen. Canby lost his life on duty
and in the execution of his oflice, for he
had been especially chosen and ap-
pointed for this delicate and dauger-ou- s

trust, by reason of his well known
patience and fidelity to the expressed
wishes of his government, and hi.s
large experience in dealing with the
savasre Indians of America. He had
already completed the necessary mili-tir-y

preparations to enforce obedience
to the conclusions oi tue 1'eace com-
missioners, after which he seems to
have accompanied them to a last con-
ference with the savage chiefs, in
supposed friendly council, and there
met his death by treachery, outside oi
his military lines, but within view of
the signal station. At the same time,
one of the Peace Commissioners was
killed outright and another mortally
wounded, aud a third escaped unhurt.
Thus perished one of the kindest and
best gentlemen of tliis or any other
country, whose social equalled his mil
itary virtues.

To even sketch his army history.
would pass the limits of a general or-

der, and it must here sullice to state
that General Canby began his milita-
ry career as a cadet at West Point, iu
the summer of 1SUS, graduating in 18- -
3i), since which time he has continu-
ously served thirty-eig- ht years, pass- -
ins through all the grades to --Major
General of volunteers and Brigadier
General hf the regular army. He
served in early life with marked dis-
tinction in the Florida and Mexican
wars, and at the outbreak of the civil
war on duty in Xew Mexico,
where, after the defection of his sen-
ior, he remained in command and.de-fende- d

the country successfully
agaiusta formidable inroad from the
direction of Texas. He was after
wards transferred to the'east, to a more
active and important sphere. Ho ex-

ercised various high coaimaiP, and
at the close of the civil war was iu
chief command of the Military Divi-

sion of West Mississippi, in which he
had received a pamful wound, bat
had the honor to capture Mobile and
compel the surrender of the rebel
forces oi tue houtawtst. since me
close cf the war, he has repeatedly
been chosen for special commands, by
reason of his superior knowledge of
lav ana civil government, his Known
fidelity to the wishes of the Execu-
tive, and his chivalrous devotion to
his profession, in all of which his suc
cess wa3 perfect.

When fatigued by a long and labor-
ious career, "in lvjj he voluntarily
consented to take command of the
Department of Columbia, where he
expected to enjoy the reposa he so
niuca coveted, mis jiojoc unucuity
arising last wiuter, and it beiug ex-
tremely desirable to end it by peace
ful means, it seemed almost provi
dential that it occurred within the
sphere of General Canby's command.
He responded to the call of his gov-
ernment with alacrity, and has labor-
ed with a patience that deserved bet- -
tersuccess: but. alas, the end is niuer- -
eut from that wiii1 h he and his best
fritnds'had hoped for. and he now lies a
corpse in the wild mountains of Cali
fornia, winie tue lightning nasues nis
requiem to the furthermost corner of
the civilized world. Though dead,
the records of his fame is resplendent
with noble deeds, well done, and no
name on our army register stands
fairer or higher for personal qualities
that command the universal respect,
honor, aflVction and love of his coun-
trymen.

General Canby leaves to his coun-
try a heart-broke- n widow, but no
children. Every honor consistent
with law and usage, sliall be paid his
remains, full notice of which will be
given as soon as his family can be
consulted aud arrangements conclud-
ed.

CAPTAIN JACK AND HIS CABINET.

A Visit to the Man Who Murdered Canby,

and Who Defies the Government.

Tue correspondent of the San Fran-
cisco Uiro.u'Ji: writts from the Modoc
camp :

i Tue principal portion of the camp is
situated iu a hug- - opening or widen- -
iugof the ravine, vt perhaps aa acre in
area. On all sides of this opening,
which seems more like a huge wasu
bo'.vl than anything else, the uatural
wall rises a hundred feet or more ; but
it is easily scaled, for the inner side is
inclined, and the rocks are sharp and
jut out ail over it. Ouce ia this baain
there is but oue way out, and that U
by the trail we entered. There are
oilier ways out, but they are by tun-- j
ii cU leading to tho many caves or
sink holes in another part of the lava

' bed, and which will be more fully de-

scribed further. On the outside of
j
'
this basin there is a ice ess ion of
ridges as high as that which iuclose it,
hut these do nut extend all the way
around. To the wet of the basiu is a
flat, table like surface of lava, extend
ing from the very summit of Its rim
clear back for more thau a mile. Iu
this level plaoe are. the sink holes
or caves formed thousands of years
ago, perhaps in the cooling of this itn- -
meusa body of molten earth. The
opeijiugi cf the holt arc very small ;

indeed, oi;e doL3 not see theui until he
has almost fallen in. But they wid
en as they go down, and their sides
being sloping, one can pick his way to
the bottom without difficulty. Most
of these eaves are connected with each
other and with the larger basin by
subterraneous passages, so that one
can go for half a mile in the bed with
out coming to tiie surface at all. This
is of incalculable benefit in defending
the stronghold, for one man can keep
one hundred at bay almost anywhere
iu it without fear of being smoked out
or having retreat cut off.

After supper, which, by the way,
was shared with a keen relish by
about a dozen naked Indian babies,
Bogus Charley came and said he
wouid conduct us to Captain Jack.
So the whole party gathered up their
blankets apd followed. Charley led
the way right up one side of the basin,
through a little ttail not easy of ascent
by unpracticed feet, aud across the
level place about fifty yards, when we
came suddenly to the mouth of a pit
hole, at least forty feet deep. The
hole inclined as it led downward, and
at the bottom widened and formed a
perfetit cave, extending uuder the
rock at least fifty feet. At tiie moutli
of the cave proper, but yit thirty or
forty feet below the surface, a pieco of
canvas was stretched.

This was CapL Jack's front door,
aud the cave behind it was his abid
ing place the place of the Modoc
king. Behind the canvas we could
see a bright lire burning, and nearly
the whole tribe encircled around it,
ready for. the UUk, wuich thy knew
was to come. The descent into the
cave was somewhat perilous, but by a
vigorous clinging to the rocks aud care-
ful stepping, we managed to reach the
canvas. Then, throwing that back,
we stood in the preseuce of Capt.
Jack. It was easily seen that he was
sick. His eyes were dull, cheeks
emaciated, and he was so weak he
could not stand, but remained reclin-
ing on a huge-pil-e of bear skius, with
his two wives by hi? side. Steele went
up to him and shook hands warm-
ly, as he did with the rest of the party.
Then passing completely around the
circle, all shook hands with the entire
tribe. This ceremony lasted several
minutes, and, when finished, we were
furnished seats iu the circle, near
Capt. Jack. The only wood iu the
lava bed is sae bush," but this was
piled on the fire with an unsparing
hand, and the flames shot upward and
illuminated the cave brilliantly. Then
each member of our party lighted his
pipe, and, after taking a whiff or two,
passed it around to the right, begin-
ning with Capt. Jack, who took a
whiffand passed it on to the next, ami
so on. In such a large circle, of
oourse, uu pipo full would wot go
round, aud so, when it got smoked
out, they did not hesitate to Dring it
back to be refilled, and then send it
on to complete its journey. During
this ceremony not a word was spoken,
and sj the correspondent had abund-
ant time to take a good look at the
savages. Capt. JacR was the central
figure, and attracted most attention.
He is a stern, dignified looking man,
uot over thirty, though he looks older.
He has a good bead, though, like all
Indians, the forehead is low. His
complexion is dark, the pure copper
color ; and his eyes are black, full, and
piercing. His hair is long, hanging
down to his shoulders, ami he is, of
course, destitute of all beard. His
mouth is large, and its shape indicates
firmuess, determination, and a great
deal of cliaracter. He was very glad
to see Steele, but he did not show it
by his manner. When he shook
hands it was with an indifference that
to oue unacquainted with the Indian
character, would seem to be absolute
rudeness. He was dressed in a hick-
ory shirt, and was covered with
blankets. Scar-face- d Charley, the
next noted one in the tribe, haa a
Jewish cast of countenance, his nose
beiug long and aquiline and his face
thing and narrow. He has a terrible
scar on his right cheek, which, but for
his natural pleasant expression, wouid
make his couuteuince rather repul-
sive. He is about thirty-liv- e years
old, and is regarded as the bravest
Indian in the tribe. But enough has
been written of his exploits. He was
very polite to his guests, and did all
he could to make thetn comfortable.
He was well dressed, and all lie want-
ed to do was to get out of the lava bed.
Shack Xasty Jim U a yougster of not
over twenty to twenty-tw- o. He sat
in tiie circle with a soldier's Coat on,
and looked wise as a Judge. Hocker
Jim, the leader of the baud who com-

mitted the murders ou the east side of
the lake, was rigged out iu a cavalry
jacket, array pants, and black bat.
He has a bad face, and, though quite
young, looked as if he could be guilty
of anything. He is just now anxious
for peace, iu the hope of getting am-
nesty for his share in the massacre,
and is doing all he can t make a
treaty. The doctor is decidedly the
worst looking man in the whole tribe.
His face is absolutely devilish, narrow,
contracted, with a little eye that
twinkles its wickedness, and a mouth
full aud sensual. It is a counteuance
that would make anybody shudder.
He had on a straw hat, with a long
black feather in it, and several arti-
cles of soldiers' clothing ; I need
hardly say that all clothiug of this
description was stripped from the
bodies of soldiers killed in the late bat-

tle. Black Jim, another of the mur-
derers, is a tall, liue looking fellow,
but one that I would rather not meet
alone of a dark night. He wore the
military cap that Capt. Burton lost in
the fight. It had a bugle and the
figures 21 on it. He also earried a
cavalry carbine, lost ou the day of the
battle. In fact, I saw quite a number
of breech loading muskets and whole
pilrs of metallic cartridges, all of
which goes to show that our troops in
their retreat must have left a good
deal of war material behind them.

Why He was Not Prosecuted by the
Government—The Story Told by
Judge Clifford, of Massachusetts.

The Charie.-- t on ;' V.-- u is r.sponsible for the following revtla' ions
made by Judge Clifford, las: week, at
a dinner parly given in that city by
Col. Richard Lathers to a number of
distinguished Northern gentlemen,

j who, at Col. Lathers' table, met some
of the leading gentlemen of South
Carolina. li:e St us remarks, after
referring to the conversation upon the
Webeter Parfcinau murder, in which
Judge Clifford prosecuted &i Attorney
General of Massachusetts-- :

"Ahother event or grest historical
interest, in which Judge Clifford par-
ticipated, was the solemn consulta-
tion of a small nu ruler t,f the most
able lawyers of the North, at Wash-
ington, a few months after the war, jj

upon tno momentous question a to
whether the Federal Government
should commeuce a criminal prosecu-
tion against the Hon. Jefferson Davis
for his participation ami leadership
in the war of secession. In this coun-
cil, which was surrounded at the time
with the utmost secrecy, and which
has never yet been described, were
L'nited States Attorney General Speed,
Judge Clifford, the Hon. William M.
Evarts, aud perhaps half a dozen oth
ers, who had beuu selected from the
whole Northern profession for their
legal ability and acumen, and the re--
suit oi ineir delioeration was the sud-
den abandonment of the case by the
Federal Government in view of the
insurmountable difficulties in tiie way
of getting a final conviction, which
were revealed by their palieut study
of the law bearing upon tiie case. Mr.
Hoadley, then aud now a neighbor
and intimate friend of Judge Clifford,
relates that before the latter set out
for Wellington to join this confer-
ence he paid him ( Mr. Hoadiey) the
compliment of calling upon him to
consult on the momentous question
which he was about to assist in solv-
ing, and it was agreed between them
that unless it were clear that the con-- ,

viction of Mr. Davis would follow his
trial, aud that tiie law aud the facts
on the side of the prosecution would
be irresistible in the Supreme Court
as well as in whatever court of origin-
al jurisdiction the case might be in-
itiated, it would be the part of wis-
dom and true statesmanship as well
as policy uot to begin the prosecution.
The conference took place, aud was
long, learned and profound. The
Federal Constitution, the law of na-
tions, Uie decisions of the Supreme
Court in the trial ui Aaron Burr, and
other caU'es lehrfSj intving more or
less bearing on the case then uuder
consideration, aud the whole list of
State trials in the history of the civil-
ized world were studied, weighed, au-alz- ed

atil dissected. The council
was divided upon some points aud
Mgreed upon others. Some were at
first strenu ,us for prosecution, others
who iiad wei.ied the subject more
carefully insisted from the first upon
the futility of such a course, uud filial-
ly the wiser counsels of the latter pre-
vailed and the proposed prosecution
of Mr. Davis was, as will be remem-
bered, suddenly abandoned, although
it may doubtless be news to many of
our readers to learn that this sudden
change of policy was the direct result
of this solemn couclave. After the
council had adjourned, aud Judge
Clifford had returned to his home.Mr.
Hoadiey inquired the result of their
deliberation, and Judge Clifford made
a strikhig and characteristic reply iu
something hke the following Ian
guage: 'It as the fact may
appear we find that the laws of the
Luited States are not so constructed
as to afford any certainty of punish-
ing high treason or rebellion, aud Mr.
Davis if arraigned under them cannot
be brought to conviction. Perhaps it
is that the men who fratied our fun-
damental law and system of govern-
ment, aud who were then fighting for
liberty, with baiters about their necks,
did not pay much attention to the
question of punishing iu the future
the acts which they were committing
themselves.'

"Another reminisceuce, illustrating
the sentiment of the thinking men of
the North in 1S0-3- , was related by Mr.
Hoadiey of the Hon. John A. An-
drew, then Governor of Massachu-
setts. It was on the day of the grand
review of the Federal army in Wash-
ington; a number of gentlemen were
being entertained at the residence of
Gen. S. L. M. Barlow, in that city,
and the conversation had turned to
the subject of bringing the leaders of
the Confederate cause to punishment
under tiie criminal law of the laud,
when Gov. Andrew expressed hi n- -
se-l-i as follows: 'It canuot be done.
Tiie criminal law has no application
here. Why, it is proved by it very
title that the crimiutl law is a law for
criminals the laws or the emie of
laws formed by the great body of the
people, who are in the main good
men, for the regulation and punish-
ment of the bad men scattered here
and there throughout society. But
when a whole people commit an act,
rash, impolitic, aud direful in iu con
sequences though it may be, and the
best and wisest men and women oi
the whole people participate therein,
encourage and lead it, it is impossible
to consider the criminal law as being
framed to meet that case, or as being
iu any way applicable thereto. These
people apiealed to the arbitrament of
war, and they have suffered by the
war that is their punishment. I be-

lieved in giving them war, when it
was war they wanted yes, and I
gave a captain's commission ouce to
a Massachusetts sergeant for no other
reason than that he had with his own
hands hanged seveu guerrillas. That
was war; that was the measure of
their punishment; but criminal law
has nothing to do with this case.' This
declaration of the emphatic Governor
of Massachusetts caused the remark,
when related yesterday, that it had
an historical parallel iu the famous
words of Burke, when he told the
British Parliament, in reference to the
American revolutionists, that 'he
knew of uo way t write an in
dictment of a whole people.'

"A number of similar reminiscences
of both Northern aud Southern histo
ry were related, and after an hour or
two of pleasant conversation and mu-
tual expressions of a desire for better
acquaintance and a fuller apprccia-tio- n

of the condition of both sections
of the country, the guests separated."

THE INCREASE OF SALARIES.

The New York Trifixnc thus classi-
fies the vote on agreeing to the Con-

ference report on the bill by which
thesalariesof certain officers 'especial-

ly members of Congress. The vote
certainly seems to have been delight
fully n:

Of the 31 Senators voting yea, 22
were Republicans, 10 Democrats, and
1 Liberal Republicans; of these, .1 Re-
publicans, 2 Liberal Republicans, and
2 Democrats were outgoing members.
Twenty Republicans, o Democrats,
and 2 L'boral Republicans voted nay,
two of the Republicans being outgo-
ing members. Of the 1 1 Senators uot
voting, 7 were Republicans, .1 of them
being outgoing members, 2 were Lib-
eral Republicans and 2 Democrars.
In the House, h)2 members voted for
the increase, voted agaiust it and
43 did not vote at all, some leing
absent.and others having "paired off."
Of the affirmative vote, 37 were Re-

publicans, f Democrats, and 2Liberal
Itepublicans; the outgoing members
being 2S Democrats 24 Republicans,
and 2 Liberal Republicans. The nega-
tive vote was composed of CI Repub-
licans, ."2 Democrats, and 3 Liberal
Republicans: of these, 21 Republicans,
21 Democrats, and 2 Liberal Repub-
licans were outgoing members. Of
those not voting, were Republicans
and 27 Democrats; 10 Republicans
aud 15 Democrats being outgoing
members.

All
such parenUor guardians can see from
the number of applications for one
clerkship sent to one advertiser in one
day a fair indication of the number of
clerks, or persons who desire to be
clerks, who are vainly seek ingatiuploy-men- t

in that capacity. There is a
fearful excess of young men, and in-
deed of men of mature age, who desire
to go into offices or stores to write or
to "do anything," as some of them
express it. When such persons get
out of employment they generally
have loug aud weary waits month
after mouth and year after year be-
fore they cau get other places, for the
reason indicated in the above figures

there are a thousand persons at'
hand to fill any one vacancy that oc-
curs. No one should briusr up a bov
so that his only or chief qualification
lor useiui employment in bis manhood
is fitness to act as clerk, book-keep- er

or attendant in an office or store. "Nine
times out often" the boys aud men so
brought up lead lives of disappoint-
ment and penury.
