A California Ranch.
The following description of a Cali-

fornia ranch of vast extent and great
productiveness is sopplied by the.Sac-
ramento Union, of June 23: "Dr.
Glenn, nf Colusa County, owns a
ranch which contains nearly 4.,000
acres. It embraces a frontage of eigh
teen miles on the Sacramento Kiver,
and extends back about five miles. It
is Inclosed and divided by one hun-
dred and forty miles of fencing. One
tenant, u. W. Hoog, rents and culti-
vate about M.IKKJ acres of land, aud
tlie Guplon Brothers! cultivate an
equal poniwu. Some 1.5,0110 acres are
rented out to a number of farmers
who work on a smaller scale. At the
present time farming operations are
roinx mi on this ranch at a lively rate,
a.s the work of harvesting is prore-in- n

rapidly. Hoog is engaged in cut-
ting 7,010 acres of wheat and barley.
Therrup will this year yield about
tweuty bushels per acre of wheat. In
favorable Heasons the yield bas been
about thirty-fiv- e bushels. The yield
of barley.U considerably larger. The
total crop will amount to nearly ISO,-0- 00

bushels. He is threshing his grain
with one of Case's forty-eight-in-

cylinder threshing machines, which
Is ruu by a twenty-horse-pow- er steatn
engine. To supply this machine

largesized headers aud eigh-
teen header wagons, all of which re-

quire the labor of one hundred and ten
horses and fifty men. The machine
has threshed live sacks of barley per
minute, at which rate it bas run for
an hour and a half iu succession. I
has als.) thredied thirty-tw- o sacks of
wheat in seven minutes.
