thing deteriorating In our clime. It
is quite as true of the worker, wbeth
er of brain or muscle, who never crives
himself a day's real rest in a score of
years, as It is of tbe wicked, 'that be
shall not live out half his days.'

DOGS OF SEVENTY-THRE- E.

A Summary of Sagacious Caning
by Land and Sea.

Lives Saved and Property Recovered
Courtesies

—The Tricks. Manners and Mishaps
of the Intelligent

A writer in the New York Evening
Fust compiles the dog stories of the
season as follows:

Not only does "every dog have bii
day" as eertainly now as in the old
time when the fact passed into a prov-
erb, but "bis day" now has a far
greater likelihood of securing general
recognition and notoriety than it ev-
er could have bad in that ante-newspa-

period. The modern dog, like
n man, bis master, is con-

tinually appearing in print and chal-
lenging a share of the public interest
in ail manner of connections, credita-
ble or otherwise, as the case may be.
He forms, indeed, as essential, if not
al inevitable, a feature in a complece
and satisfactory newspaper as do its
advertisements, or marriage notices,
or accounts of the troubles in Spain.
That the statement Is not overdrawn,
a reference to the record of tbe pres-
ent year which has not been a par-
ticularly good one for dogs will con-
clusively show.

The traditional acta of fidelity, to
begin witb, have been well exempli-
fied by the Patterson bulldog who
jumped into the water for th9 first
time In his life, one August day, and
saved his master's child from drown-
ing; by the Illinois dog, of low repute,
who was inspired, last July, to seize
by the nose a cow that was about to
toss a baby upon ber horns; by tbe
Nashua terrier, who, after watching
beside his little playmate, Bleeping on
tbe lawn in May-da- y, barked to the
passers-b- y to come and wake him as
the evening shadows fell; by the
Newfoundland, of the same town, who
interposed between a creeping child
and an open fire-pla- ce so as to be
singed and blistered when the mother
of tbe child appeared; by the dog of
tbe Atlantic House who distinguished
himself in a somewhat similar way at
the August fire on Mount Deseret; by
the Newfoundland who saved tbe son
of the lighthouse-keepe- r on the same
island, first dragging him from the
water and then attracting aid for his
resuscitation by the display of his wet
and muddy cap; by the Nevada mas-
tiff who rescued a three-year-o- ld girl
from the grasp of a panther, and fi-

nally killed the beast after it bad been
wouuded by a rifle shot from the
child's mother; by the dog of Penns-grov- e,

New Jersey, who, in June, at-
tracted seasonable aid to his baby
playmate drowning in a well; by the
dog, who, in July, fought the murder-
ers of the McBrides, in Lycoming
county, Pennsylvania; by tbe New-
foundland, who defended the children
of a San Francisco lawyer from an as-

sault of a crazy woman; by tbe terri-
er, who tried to wake up a workman
on East Eleventh street, N. Y., one
Saturday night in May, for tbe rescue
of his brother, who had risen from his
bed and hung himself; and by tbe
bulldog of Huguenot, New York, who
last month, witb his teeth and paws,
tore offfrom a little girl a part of her
burning garments, and would have
saved her life but for the In-

terference of her frantic mother.
Canine faithfulness, however, is

sometimes misapplied, as at Scran-to- n,

last March, where the dog of an

cuers until be was nearly dead; and
at Mancbester,New Hampshire,wbere
a new watch dog mistook the master
of the house for the imaginary burg-
lar at whom he was firing bis revolv-
er, and received him warmly with
open month. Oregon, 111., is tbe res-
idence of the Newfoundland who was
so active in the digging up of potatoes
and other vegetables that bis industry
bad to be checked by a chain ; and
Lawrence, Mass., claims tbe dog that
crept back to a shoemaker's shop
where some boots had been left for re-

pair, and refused to allow them to be
touched by the terrified repairer ; but
it remained for the California climate
to develop, in a King Charles spaniel,
at Oakland, a propensity for stealing
rrom tbe doorsteps or his neighbor-
hood all tbe morning papers and bury-
ing them carefully in a convenient
rubbish heap. Less innocent than he
was tbe New Orleans terrier tbat reg-
ularly stole laces and jewelry from the
shop-keeper- s, under tbe instructions
of his mistress, who finally took poi
son and died when the dead body of
her pet was thrown into her priBon
cell by his unfeeling captors- - An off
set to this was found in the case of the
Richmond poodle who shed eenuine
tears, and finally died of grief over
the removal ol bis mistress to Oregon;
and in tbe troubles of a Boston cler-
gyman, whose dog, once the property
of a London thief, snatched the port--
moanaies from his lady parishioners
and proudly handed them to him at
tbe very entrance to tne ctiurcu. me
Troy saloon-keeper'- s black-and-t- an

terrier, who can distinguish counter
feit paper money from genuine, and
who has, within a few years past,
picked up and broueht in from the
streets more than $300 in currency,
perhaps deserves naming at this place;
wane, as a iinai example oi ovir- -

faithfulness. may be mentioned . the
dog of Bingbamton, who followed np
the cloak and umbrella lent to his
master's guests who went out to pass
a night at a neighboring house, and
kept guard beside the property, with-
out food or drink, until be saw it safe
ly returned.

Of dogs dealing with one another
and with other, animals the season
has given many examples. In Kum- -
ney, vt, tnecnaseroi a wooucnuca,
after being frequently baffled by tbe
escape of tbe latter through a drain,
stationed another dog at one end of it
and then himself entering as usual at
the other end, triumphantly captured
bis victim. In Pittstield, Mass., also,
a dog, after a long fight in a clover
field with a woodchuck of about his
own size and strength, finally won
the victory by dragging hia antagon
ist to a brook near by and Holding
him under water until drownr d. The
July exploit of Mr. 8. L. M. Barlow's
Scotch deer bounds was characteristic
One of them having casually ventur
ed inside the yard of a farm-hous- e,

was pounced upon by the mastiu wuo
kept guard there, and severely pun
ished. For five days the injured
hound stayed at borne, in a hole which
be bad dug in a shady spot wnera ne
could keep bis wounds in contact
with tbe moist earth and ducus3 with
his mate the most promising plans
for revenge. Then the pair quietly
advanced to tho quarters of the mas-
tiff apd tore him to pieces before hu-
man aid could arrive. Tbe lordly
Newfoundland dog has appeared as
a Deacemaker at Buffalo, where be
serenely seized and carried off one of
a pair ol contesting curs : sun as a
murderer at 1'ortiana, wnere ne tie- -
liberately drowned a small dog who
had pestered him beyond endurance ;

as the protector and friend of a mini-
ature terrier at New Orleans, where
he captured similar terriers to serve
as companions to hia own ; and as au
humble suppliant at Manchester, in
this State, where an obliging shepherd
dog pulled him up tbe steep stone
wail of the canal. One dog in this
cifv hsa hwn made A Ort of Ishmiel
among hia fellows by the actions of
his master in attacning neeaies to u
muzzle : and another in a Massachus
etts villageas lost hie ears, by bis
indiscreet zeal in thrusting bis head
between the slats of a picket fence, to
snap at a passing rival, for when the
rival discovered hia inability to with-
draw his bead he deliberately chewed
off the prominent parts of It. From

Misfortune, disaster, aod sudden
death have, of course, tronbled the ea
rn e a well as the human family.

The dog of Troy, who lust spring be
came notorious by drinking tue waste
beer In h'4 master's saloou. has been
eclipsed of late by one of Peoria,
wnose indulgence in malt beverages
has brought on delirium tremene: but
the dead dog of Norwich, whose pres-
ence on the street for two days so till-
ed the air with tbe odors of decompo-
sition that the health officers, on com
plaint or a resident, ordered his re-
moval as a nuisance, but who walked
briskly away from the touch of the
undertaker, Is absolutely without a
rival. A unique case a's is that of
the woman with a psodie who insist-
ed upon riding iu tue smoking car of
a train running into Cleveland, and
wno tnere snatched a cigar from a
gentleman's mouth, with the remark,
"If there is anything I do bate, it is
tobacco smoke," only to have tbe out-
raged smoker pitch her dog out of the
window after his cigar.- - with the re
joinder, "If there is anything I do
bate, it is a poodle dog." The cars
likewise were the death of the dog of
from one frai n'onTly'fb-b- e crushed" by
another; and of a Springfield cur, who
was too proud to move from the track
of an approaching engine, and was
consistently vicious enough to fasten
his expiring grip on the band of the
urchin who tried to soothe hia final
agonies.

The railways, however, have given
special opportunities for tbe display of
canine accomplishments.

Startling Disclosures and Some
—The Detectives Tell How Trapped

Them—An of
the Legislature and other Officials

Engaged.

KNOXVILLE, TENN., Oct. 21.

counterfeiters from amoug our midst,

" - mww n v iu, put MS VI uir uctcc--
tivea were being executed by tbe
United States ALarahal and hi assis-
tants. Groups could be seen at every
street corner discussing the all absorb-in- g

topic of the day, tbe counterfeit-
ers. The excitement, however, reach-
ed tbe highest pitch when the Deputy
Marshals from Union, Graineer, and
Cooke counties arrived with another
squad of prisoners numbering eight.
Among them were men who had
lived above suspicioa heretofore, aad
one of them, Hon. A. A. Snodderly, U
an er of the Legislature,
while auother is Deputy Saexiff of
i nioo ijoumy, ana another ex-De-

ty oueriiL, wnue an connected were
meu woo stooa men in social toei
tiona. Tbe foiiowiug are tbe names of
tbe prisoners, and the counties from
which they were brought : Hon. A.
A. Snodderly, Nicholas Sharp, J. J.
Seller?, Joel S. Myers, J. A. Wilson,
and R. G. Sharp, of Union County ;
J. M. Sawyer., of Grainger County ;
and M. C. MeCiannahan, of Cooke
County. .

They were brought before the Com-
missioner, H. M. Aiken, and almost
the entire day was consumed by them
ia eaieavoriog to give bond. Only
two succeeded, vi : Hon A. A.
Snodderly and J. M. Sawyers. The
remainder will be kept lu custody by
the Marshal, and win doubtless make
another attempt to give
bond. This makes ttghieeu arrested
in East Tennessee, so far as beard
from. There are a number of Assist-
ant Marshals out yet, and mor pris-
oners are expected, if we understand
the chief detective correctly, there
have been warrants issued for the ar-
rest of nearly double that uumoer in
Etst Tennessee. In a conversation
witb several members of tbe United
States Secret Ber vice we gattiered the
following facts as to their operations
and the manner in which they ed

their victims: One of the
posse v as dispatched to this city s boot
the 1st of April to work up this mat-
ter, as numerous complaints had been
filed with the Iieu.--y Department
in regard to an abundance of counter-
feit money beiu iu circulation in
tbis district. His first movement was
to discover in what locality it was to
be found most ahuudantiy. He as-
certained that Uniou County seemed
to be headquarters lor the "tiueer"
and next found a trusty assistant. It
will in remembered that the detective
represented himself ss the agent of a
brewery aud a tobscso bouse. The
two parties above spoken of theu eu-ter- ed

that county, and by cautiously
playing tbe role of counterfeiters aud
jail birds, they worked themselves in-
to tbe confidence of tbe class of peo-
ple they were after.

Their next move was to purchase
some of, the money from suspected
parties. They approached tbe man
they considered to be one of tbe ring-
leaders, and representing that they
were about out ot the "queer," suc-
ceeded. $25 in fifty cent currency, of
tbe Lincoln heads, for $12 50, also $25
fifty cent Stanton heads, for $12 50,
and a $50 creeuback bill of the series
oflSoS this was all they could get
from him at tbe time, but be prom-
ised soon to supply them with any
quantity. They made arrangements
then with him that on a certain day
he was to furnish them with $12,000
t $15,000, or more, If they desired it.
From tbis party tbey received tbe
names of the other parties, and their
work in that county was comparative-
ly light, as they soon effected pur-
chases from ail of them.

From these parties they loaned of
parties in Knoxville, an account of
whose arrest I save in a former letter.
and tbeir next step was to draw them
ftjfee' Worifea TiltnseiVihftJ'krier good"
graces, and then introduced his part-
ner to make the purchases. Having
compietea mis worK, only one or the
secret force remained in the city to
watch the movements, while tbe
other was sent to other points to work
up other cases.

in the meantime information had
been received in regard to counterfeit
money in Carter County, and a secret
serviceman was sent to tbat point.
Hia experience is rich and varied.
and it took about three months for hi;n
to work himself into favor witb the
counterfeiters of tbat county. - The
first man he approached on tbe sub
ject, Ire had been working on bis farm
and plowed tor bim, and represented
bimeir as a blockade tobacco mer
chant, 4c. The old man bit, and sold
bhm a hundred dollars, promising to
furnish any quantity that tbe de-

tective, alias tobacco trader, might
want from bim be learned the
name of the other dealers in counter-
feit money in tbe county.and his work
was then comparatively easy, as in a
short time be had purchased some of
tbe "queer" Irom every one of them.
So hi) work was completed, and the
trap ready to be sprung.

A few weeks back one of the chiefs
of tbe Secret Service Department
made his appearance in this city, and
examining tbe eyidence against
tbe parties arrested in tbis city, he
found that tbe evidence against one
of them was not sufficient, in his
mind, and another net was spread, In-

to 'Which the counterfeiter neatly
walked. Tbe detective purshased a
large lot of the genuine fifty cents cur-
rency of the new issue, and then sent
one of hia assistants, who was taken
for a counterfeiter by tbe man in ques-
tion, and who represented to bim
that a friend of his was on bis way to
iexas and bad a large lot or splendid
counterfeit halves, which he desired
to exchange for some counterfeit Mex-
ican silver dollars our East Tennes-seea- n

was suspicioned of dealing in.
The man examined theeurrency and
was well pleased, engaging! some, at
the same time agreeing to furnish the
detective witn ifcl.ooo of the counter
feit silver. To close the trade, tbe de
tective purchased a counterfeit fifty
dollar bill lor la in good money.
This completed the entire arrange-
ments, and the trap was sprung, ss
before mentioned, and tbe partial re
sult of which has been given you.
