The Committes eannot ascertain that
the Commissioner of Internal Reven-
ne, or any officer of his department,
was consulted before, at the time, or
since the contracts were made, or that
he was advised as to making the con-
tracts, or of the character of the claims
it was intended thereby to be eollect-
ed; in fact it is shown that the Com-
missioner wrote a lefter prolesting
against the manner of thesa collec-
tions to the Beemu.rf. whieh has nev-
er been answered.
