An Old Hunter Fighting a Mammoth

Catamount.

A correspondent sends the follow-
ing very thrilling account of a desper-
ate struggle witu a mammoth cata-
mount in tbe Blue mountains, about
seven miles from Featberolfville, on
the extreme northern edge of Albany
Township. He says : "I have just
learned tne particulars of a startling
encounter had on the mountains on
Wednesday evening of this week,
wbich has caused a great deal of talk
in this section. For weeks past, peo-
ple coming down or crossing tbe hills
have reported at various times having
seen a large wild animal, and others
as having heard deep growls and
stranger uoUea at certain hours of tbe
night- - A farmer along tbe base of
the hills, named Ezra gensenig, lost
two young calves and an entire litter
of young pigs in the short space of
eight days, and he attributes tbe loss
to the incursions of this Estrange ani-
mal. These reports came to tbe ears
of Rudolph Pfieger, an old hunter and
trapper who has passed fully forty
years on the mountains, lie made
several efforts to hunt op this strange
animal, but to ao purpose. At last
he concluded to organize a small hunt-
ing party, lie had some one to write
to Schuylkill county to two old friends
of bis who were also engaged in hunt-
ing, and who bad likewise passed more
than half their lives on tbe mountains.
On Tuesday last they arrived on foot
over the hills, and stopped at the
cabin of Prleger that night, determin-
ed to start out as soon as they were
rested. Their names are Henry Van-co- lt

and Thos. Anson, two English
men, who first came to the mines
when the canal was built, but gave
up their business and took to the
hills soon afterward. On Wednesday
aiternoon, aooui z o'clock, tne three
started out on three different path
ways, the men having previously
agreed to meet at the "big tree," a
point about five miles off in the
mountains. Tbey were well armed
ana determined to nam op tbe mys-
terious animal if it were possible.
Nothing happened to any of tbe
party up to tne time when Pfleger
ana vancoit arrived at the tree,
which was within a half hour of each
other. was seen or heard of
Anson. Tbe sun had gone down be-

hind the hills and the forest and woods
was becoming gloomy In the dusk.
Anson was making his way slowly
and cautiously through a deep and
tangled underbrush, and when about
one hundred yards from the point of
meeting, he determined to pass up
through a small ravine whose sides
were overhung with a dense nuder- -
growth of shrubs.

Tbe growls of tbe animal attracted
the attention of tbe remaining two
hunters, who came dashing through
the brush, toward tbe spot where tue
hunter and the brute were tusseling
on tbe ground. Anson plunged bts
knife the second time in the animal's
body, and in a few minutes it rolled
over in its own blood and died.

Tbe hunters then examined it. and
found it to be a species of panther.
and which was thought to be a cata
mount or the mammoth species. It
weighed 146 pounds, and measured
four feet, live and one-ha- lf inches
long, not counting tbe length of iti
tan, wnich was two feet and one
inch. It stood two feet eight inches
high, and was powerfully knit and
compactly built.
