The peculiarities
of these trees are, first, tbe shape of
tbe leaf, which is much larger than
the ordinary apple-lea- f, being long
and quite slender. Second, they bear
iruit of the finest flavor, and parties
come for miles around to taste tbem,
and some take leaves and press them
to keep as curiosities.

An old settler who resided in this
part of the country before Black
Hawk and numerous other "Indian
Chiefs" left, gives us tbe following in
formation: He says that tbe honor
of planting" these trees lies between
me uniefs Ulack. Hawk and Heokuk,
and their respective tribes. St. Louis
Deing tbe central traiding point of the
Far West, at that time. the3e tribes
of Indians had to go there to procure
supplies of General Clark, who was
acting asagent of Indian Affairs at
that point.

He informs ns that between the
years l9o and 1793, Red Wing, then
a famous chief, on his return from St.
Louis, spent a few days at St. Charles,
Aic, men a small settlement, now a
flourishing city. While there he was
givin a few apples to eat, which be
seemed to enjoy very much, and
asked for some of the trees. One of
tbe settlers procured some twenty-
five young sprouts, and carefully cov
ered the roots, and gaye him the uec- -
cessary instruction in planting tbem
These be carried a distance of one
hundred miles to his home and plant
ed around his wiewam. Black
Hawk gave this as the "true origin of
tne trees." They are one hundred
years old, and, from present appear
ances, will live the balance of this
century.

A Baltimore produce firm lately re
ceived from Ohio a large consignment
or eggs, and in one or the barrels,
twelve or fourteen inches below tbe
chime, was found a live chickeu,
which bad been batched since the
eggs were packed for market, Tbe
little fellow chirped loudly for food
when released, its appetite, having,
no doubt, been strengthened by its
tedious journey. Several other eggs
