SEWING AND A JEALOUS

PRESS.

Tbe following from a reliable New
York paper, goes to show tbe proba-
bility of tbe prices of sewing ma-
chines coming down, to be far in tbe
future:

To show bow unreliable a large pro-
portion of the public press is, and bow
eager a number of uncrupuioos news-
papers Are to injure tbe sewiHg ma-
chine btifineaa, we will cite some
recent articles which bave been tbe
rounds of tbe country.

When it was Announced in Wash-
ington tbat tbe Committee, wbo were
investigating tbe extension ot tbe A.
B. Wilson patent, had decided to
report Against it, tbe Washington
correspondent of the New York
Timet telegraphed to his paper tbat
tbe combination, consisting of tbe
Wheeler A Wilson, Willeox A Gibbs,
Grover A Baker, Singer, and Howe
BewlDg Machine Companies bad failed
to get their patent extended. Upon
this. Dewsnenen throughout tbe coun
try, of all classes, even including such
usually well-inform- JournAls as tbe
Scientific American, tbe Daily
Qraohtc. stod others of A Ilk call ore
cooled tbe first port of tbe dispatch
only, without giving tbe Timet credit
for it, without Ascertaining whether
tbe report was true or not, and then
adding sundry data--
graphs wbicb only served to show tbe
ienorAnee and malevolence of tbe
writers.

Machine Company does not And
never did belong to tbe combination
TbAt oompAny pays a royalty n
Any other octside of tbe combination
Tbe Howe Sewing Machine Com--
pany does not belong to it now, nor
bas it at any time since Mr. Howe
patent expired in 1867. Tbe Grover
A Baker Sewing Macbin Company,
though tbey belong to tbe combina
tion, birve no interest in tbe Wilson
extension, and of course took so part
whatever in seexing to obtain i
And now we come to tbe Singer and
Wbeeier A Wilson Sewin; Machine
Companies. Tbey were tne only
companies wbo took any part what-
ever in seeking to bave this patent
extended, and tbey were to risk their
time and mony in consideration of
ao interest in tbe patent if it were ex
tended. It Ton Id bave taken but
little trouble to Ascertain tbe precise
facts in tbe case, aa the spiteful pub
lication of what was aitogel ber op
posed to fact does not reflect mncb
credit on the envious papers we bave
thus exposed.

Every one is more or less Interested
in printing, bene we give a descrip
tion from tbe New York Tribune of
new fast press :

"Tbe Application of stereotype plates
to newspaper printing was an appro- -
pmte complement to Colonel Klcbard
M. Hofs invention or tbe lightning
cylinder press, which was for a quar
ter or a century tne nest last printing
machine in the world, and is even
now eurcassed perhaps by no one ex
cept Colonel Hoe himself, it seems
to us tbat a revolution In printing
quite as remarkable as tbat which the
cylinder press and stereotype plate
created many years ago, uuxeiy soon
to follow the introduction or tbe iloe
Web Machine of wbicb the first made
for any New York establishment bas
just been put op ia tbe Tribune vaults,
Tbe inventor has spent many years
in bringing it to perfection, and bas
succeeded at last in producing a press
wbicb for speed, economy, neat work
manship, compactness, simplicity And
beauty is certainly unrivaled. While
some unwise American journals bave
been Importing presses from lion- -
don, English newspaper proprie-
tors, better Appreciating both our
mechanicians and their own, bave
been buvinc Improvea pressee of. Hoe.
The London Telegraph is using eight

Hoe's new web machines, and tbe
London Standard six. The cut wbiob
we publish this morning will give a
general Idea of the appearance of tbe
press which occupies less than half as
much room as the old er

machine, and weighs between thir-
teen and fourteen tons. It prints
from a web or continuous roil of (pa
per, acd makes tne impression on
both sides almost simultaneously,
delivering the papers oomplste at the
rate of 16,000 or 18,000 An hour. Tbe
massive Iron frame supports two type
cylinders. One carries thestereotype
plates for the four outside, end tue
other for the four inside pares. The
roll of paper is held above the center

the press, and is oonnected with
- brake at one

side... wbicb checks its momentum
soon as ' the press ' ia stopped.

The paper first runs - between one of
tbe type cylinders and its companion
impression cylinder, by which opera
tion one side of tbe Tribune is printed
and then passes 'cn to tbe other set,

hlch completes tbe impression by
printing the second side.. Running
now between a pair of cuttiug cylin-
ders, it is perforated and nearly but
not quiu divided At tbe required place
and carried on tape to tbe accumula- -

ofting cylinder, where tbe rollers re-

volving more rapidly, putl the copies
apart at the perforated line. When
six copies bave been received tbe cyl to
inder delivers them to tbe fiy, which
laystbem on a pile upon tbe table.

will be seen that the press bas
many points of resemblance to tbe
cylinder machines, of which, Indeed,

is tbe oospricg, but it is vastly
less complicated. It requires only
two men to manage it, while the old
eight-cylind- press, doing just balf as
much work, needs tbe labor or nine
men and two boys. It enables tbe
editor to bold all bis forms open until
about three o'clock In tbe morning,
instead of locking up balf tbe paper at
mid teii t, as be was formerly obliged

Hi Dear Friend Tours of tbe
31st March is received, and Its con
tents anxiously reflected upon. Tbe
question has been frequently asked
me of late by many persons if I am a
candidate for Governor of Ohio, dec.
and my answer bas been uniformly
In the negative : but this answer bas
not been prompted by any want of
seal in the great Republican cause.
On tbe contrary, I bave no doubt that
the best interests of tbe Republic, if
not indeed tbe Republic itself, will de
pend upon the- asoendency of that
great party in tbe councils of tbe na
tion for many yean to come. The
Democratic party never bad but one
principle of policy before tbe war, and
tbat was to uphold and extend nu
man slavery. Since tbe war all Its
principles and practices are negative
and despotical, and should tbey tri
umph, all that we gained by the war
would be lost, and worse than lost, i

Why then you will ask, do you
hesitate to be a candidate? My an-
swer is : 1. Because I am not quali-
fied for tbe great straggle tbat is be-

fore us. For two years past, my voice
bas been io used up tbat I bave not
been able to make a speech, and it Is
worse opw than ever. And tbe rea-
son of itself ia as von
will agree. 2. It has ever been a
fundamental principle witn me, and
never yet violated, tbat tbe of-

fice should seek the man, and not tbe
man the offioe ; and in accordance
witb this principle, I early took a
solemn oath tbat 1 would never stump
tbe public for, or in favor of, an office
which I was to fill ; and even if I
were able to do so, tbat oath would
bar me. I sever yet aoliolted any
mortal man for any, effioe. It would
be too humiliating J. , would sooner
beg for old clothes.

These you will say, are very ed

ideas . but if this glorious
Government is ever ruined, it will be
by otnee-eeeker- s.

Another reason, which, however,
does not amount to much, is tbat I
cannot afford to take tbe position.
Though a long time in office, I made
but little out or it.

1 am tint insensible, of the fgreat
debt of gratitude I owe to the people
of Ohio for their confidence and sup
port, and will do all I can to redeem
it.

THE CATHOLIC SCHOOL CONTROVERSY.

'' ' -
,The following are a few extracts

from aneditoral in TuewlayV Leader
under the above caption :

Tbe more diecreet members of tbe
Catholic clergy lu New York city
bave become alarmed at the wide-
spread and heated discussion awaken-
ed by their proposition to incorporate
their church schools with tbe common
schools, as part of tbe public system
of education.

Tbe people and tbe press now under
stand tbe objuct wbicb the Catholic
Church in America is striving to
attain. Tbey know this from tbe
mouths of such men as Bishop
McQaald and from the columns of
the Catholic press. Even tbe Pope
nimseii in nit lamous tyilabut errorum
declares, in a passage quoted by the
New York Tunes, that ''the theory of
'popular schools open to tbe children
of all clases, freed from all ecclesias- -
tici authority, government, and In-

tervention, subject fully to tbe civil
and political power, in conformity
with the will of rulers and tbe preva
lent opinion or tbe age,' Is an error."
Tbe whole record of the Church is in
sweeping opposition to tbe theory of
non-sectari- education, and il applied
to this country, would break tip tbe
tbe system of public instruction of
tbe young which every Intelligent
American citizen knows Is tbe
very root and substructure of
a republican . form of government
Tbe State wbicb gives every citizen a
vote bas a right to demand that every
child shall be educated. Tbe more
rigidly tbat requirement is enforced
the more secure and permanent will
be its liberties. .,

Tbe peopte'of not only New York but
every other state feel tbat tbe Catho-
lic aggressions there are an attack
uooa the whole public school system
of tbe country. Tbe priesthood need
not deceive themselves as to the im-
portance of this issue. Tbey are
making an attempt which will be met
at its first step by the combined intel-
ligence of the country. There can be
no compromise between republican-
ism and Rome. Tbey are essentially
and forever opposed.

Tbe farther the Church endeavors
to push its Aggressions Against the
public school system tbe more fatal
will be tbe recoil of public opinion
against Its insidious schemes. Tbe
people of this country are not All
ocratic politician? figuring for
uo votes. And Are not reauy to trucsiie
to Rome simply because tbe Ohio
Legislature bas enacted tbe Gegban
bin. ueanwblle tbe priests and tneir
emissaries will bear close watcbing.
The Church is arrogant and dictatorial
when it dares to be, plausible and
fawning when it dares not be other-
wise. Though defeated in this at--
temptjthey will persevere, and by
working more adroitly, seek to ac
complish what tbey now fail to reach

Tbe Illinois Central,
according to contract, had laid for
tbeua an additional track from Park- -
side to tbe Central Depot In Chicago.
Tbe passenger traffic bas been very
fair since tbe opening of the road, and
tbe freight traffic so large that the
accommodations in Chicago had
proven Inadequate for the transaction
of ail tbe business. Owing to tbe
severity of the winter nothing could
be done to enlarge the facilities, but
new arrangements bad been made ta
enlarge tbe freight depot, and addi-
tional facilities for handling freight
would at once be provided. Tbe
passenger depot was temporarily at
tbe Exposition Building, tbe lease of
which expired, on tbe 1st of June.
No arrangements for a new depot
had yet been made, but negotiations
were now In progress. ; -

Special Dlspatcn to tbe Chicago Tribune.
A Sharp Fight With the Sioux at the
Cheyenne Agency—The Troops Lose
Sixteen Killed and Wounded.

Leavenworth. April 10. An of--
fical dispatch from the Cheyenne
Agency to general Pope gives particu-
lars of a revolt at that Agency on
April 8th. While the guards were at-
tempting to Iron one of the 8tone
Calf Indians, tbe prisoner broke away.
Tbe guards fired and bit him. This
provoked several simte from the camp

the hostile Cbeyennee, causing
great consternation. Tbe hostile In
dians, men women and children, fled

the Baud Hills, The friendly In-
dians stood true. Captain Rafierty, in
command of sixty .cavalrymen, was
sent in pursuit of the fugitives. He
was reinforced by General Xeill with
thr-- companies. Owing to tbe depth
of tbe sand, the troops bad to dis-
mount acd charge on foot. The In
dians held their position in the bills
until night, and then retreated under
cover of darkness. The troops wera
repulsed three times, with a loss of
six mortally and ten slightly wound-
ed. General Pope bas started all the
available troops from Hayes, Dodge,
and North Fork cantonments to inter-
cept the fugtive Indians, mostly un-
armed, and tbey are certain to be
captured. Few have revolvers and
knives concealed.
