RUTHERFORD B. HAYES.

' The Republican candidate for Gov
ernor, B. B. Hayes, was born at Dela-
ware, Ohio, on tbe 4tb of October,
1822, and consequently Is in bis 53d
year, the age at which a man In good
health and of temperate habits to in
the prims of life. From tbe Cin-

cinnati OazetU we take the following
sketch of Hayes : ,

. After a good preliminary education
be began tbe study of law in tbe office
of Thomas Sparrow, Esq., of Colum-
bus. With tbe liberal preparation
bere received be entered tbe Law
School of Harvard College, where he
completed tbe" regular course and
graduated with credit '

'At the first call for volunteers in
18G1 bo was in tbe prime of life (en-
tered upon his thirty-nint- h year) and
in tbe height of a successful practice.
He proffered his services, however, at
once, and was appointed Major of tbe
23d Ohio Infantry on the 7th of June,
186L He served nnder Gen. Rose-cra- ns

in West Vlnrtnia daring the
summer and fall of 1861, and for a
short time was Jnder Advocate on
tbe General's staff. .He was promoted
to Lieutenant-Colon-el on tbe 4th of
November, 1361. He took command
of the 23d Regiment and continued
to command it during tbe spring
campaign in West Virginia, and the
autumn campaign under Gen. MoClel-la- n,

until he was disabled at the battle
of South Mountain. He was appoint-
ed Colonel of tbe 79th Ohio in 1862,
but. was prevented by the South
Mountain wound from joining tbe
regiment nd on tbe 15th of October
of the same year be was promoted to
tbe colonelcy of the XJO. ua the &tn
of December, 1862, Colonel Hayes
was placed In command of the 1st
Brigade of tbe Kanawha Division,
and be continued in this position until
Sheridan's victory at Winchester, in
September, 1S64, when be took com-
mand of tbe Kanawha Division, and
led it through the remainer of tbe
active campaigning in that year.

la. October, l&trt, Joi. tiayes
was appointed Brigadier-Genera-l,

"for radiant and meritorious services
lo tbe battles of Winchester, Fisher's
Hill, and Cedar Creek," to take rank
from the 19th of October the date of
tbe battle of Cedar ,Creek. - In tbe
spring of 1865 be was given tbe com
mand or an expedition against lyncn-bur-g,

by way of tbe mountains of
West Virginia, and was engaged in
preparations for that campaign when
Use war ciosea.

Gen. Hayes waa brevetted Major-Gener- al

at tbe close of the war, for
gallant and distinguished services
during the campaign of 1864 in- - West
Virtinla, particularly at. tbe battles
of Fisher's Hill and Cedar Creek, to
date from March 13. 1865. He was
engaged In much severe service, and
be participated ln many battles. He
had three horses shot nnder him, and
was wounded four times, once very
severely. . ;

Before tbe cltse of the war he had
been elected to Congress from tbe
Second Cincinnati District by a hand-
some msjority, and in 18C0 he was re-
elected.

At tbe Republican State Conven-
tion, 1nlSt;, be was nominated by a
handsome majority almost, indeed,
spontaneously for the Governorship
of tbe State, to succeed Gov. Cox.
He thereupon resigned bis seat in
Congress, and entered largely upon
tbe canvass. Tba contest waa com-
plicated by the negro suffrage question,
tbe bond question and other matters,
which loaded down the ticket with an
unpopular platform. " Gen. - Hayes
was, however, elected by a majority
6f about 3,000, and was all tbe more
highly esteemed at tbe close of the
campaign by reason of his handsome
bearlmt throughout it .

He waa in 1SG9, and serv
ed another term to toe entire accept-
ance of the party and the Stat. ' In
1872 be ran for Congress against Gen.
Banning, and suffered his- - first aad
only defeat Since 1873 be has been
living at Fremont, engaged ln the
care of bis estate.
