Railroad Accident. The 6:39 Ac-co- m

odation west, on the B. AO. road,
met with a singular accident, two
miles west of this city, Tour-da- y even-
ing last. The front axle of tba rear
truck of the tender broke and one of
the wheels was thrown In tbe center of
the track end tbe entire train passed
over It Tbe train was running at
full speed when the accident occurred,
and the loose wheel tore the steam
air brake to piece anl cut and broke
all the brake on the train, a one car
after another passed over it, and on
the last car tore tbe front trucks loose
and threw them baca: against the rear
wheels and allowed the front end of
the car to strike tbe truck in which
position the car ran a stiprt distance.
