There are no
grasshoppers nearer than forty miles
south of Sioux City. Crops of all
kind in tbe vicinity of that place.
Southern Dakota and Northern Iowa
were never better. There is consid-
erable damage in Platte county. Tbe
above is a fair Indication of tbe con-

dition of things in this State relative
to crops and grasshoppers. The lat-

ter have stopped flying in many
wnere they are still fly-

ing but few are alighting. Their
direction is northwest.
