who Come Not From Above,
But From the Cellar

Through a Trapdoor.

That fiiiirilualisra is a liuiubuj is a
proposition tuatAUo mass of skeptical
manKind requires no proof of, cut the
many intelligent, respectable be-

lievers who find iu the tomfoolery of
the pea nee and tbe claptrap rigmarole
or the tefet circle evidence of visita
tions from the spirit world upon
which to found a creed if not a re
ligion, require something more than
ridicule or common sense argument
to turn them away from the "big In
juns" aud tbe "mysterious nuns" and
tbe other peculiar occupants or the
cabinet. They a&k for actual, visible
proof that the wonderful spiritual
manifestations are nothing more than
trickery and fraud. The proof can
now be furuisbed them. Until late
years tbe mediums those Ions-haire- d

controllers of tbo spirit world were
satisfied with table rappings and the
playing of heavenly instruments In a
dark room spirits dread tba light
and so do tbe mediums. These petty
manifestations were, however, almost
forgotten when an enterprising me-
dium a tow years since announced
that be possessed tbe power of mate
rialization ; that be could induce the
spirits of the departed to resume their
earthly form, dress themselves up in
the costumes thai perhaps some of
their relatives imsgined they them-
selves were wearing, and appear be-

fore human eyes and talk and shake
hands and do other things equally as
wonderful. Katie King was the
evant courier of materialized spirits.
Robert Dale Owen and Dr. Child, both
eminent men, saw the beautiful
Katie In bcr dress resplendant with
heavenly light silver-thread-ed tarle-ta- n

and they almost bowed down
and worshiped ber. Mr. and Mrs.
Holmes, tbe managers of the seances,
made fame and money nntil a little
quarrel with their spirit caused Katie
King to step in Dr. Child's parlor one
day, after first ringing the door bell,
aud explained to the bewildered gen
tleman that she herself was the beau-
tiful Katie, employed at a regular
salary, to step from a convenient win
dow into tne cabinet and wave her
arms aud whisper and act generally
as a firt-clas- s spirit should, act.

THE KATIE KING EXPOSURE.

It was a severe blow to Robert Dale
Owen, and he recently ended bis days
in a mad-hous- e. But it was not a
complete exposure. Tbe Holmeses de
nounced JJr. Child and tbe girl who
bad come to hijo i as impostors. Tbe
window, to be sure, was by tbe cab-
inet, as tbe girl said, but that was
merely an accident. There was no
direct evidence, except in the wo
man's story, that there was any hum-
bug about the materialization, and,
in fact, after a while Katie King ap-
peared at tbe aperture as before, and
tbe Holmes' seances were still at
tended by honest believers in spirit
ualism. Materializing mediums then
sprang up in various parts of the
country, but probably none of them
have gained more renown than Mr.
and Mrs. James Bliss. A brief his
tory of tbe former's career, obtained
from some of bis most intimate
friends, may probably serve to show
of what stuff mediums are made.
Bliss' mother was a school teacher in
South Boston. When ber son was
about fifteen years of age be became
so unruly that she placed him aboard
a school-shi- p. Bliss wanted to gain
bis freedom, lie accordingly origi-
nated a plot amoDg a number of tbe
bad youngsters aboard to murder the
captain and the crew and manage tbe
vessel tnemseives. isnas men in-

formed the captain what tbe boys
proposed doing, and as a reward for
bis fidelity he was discharged. Later
on, he married in Boston and had
three children, who still reside there
with their mother. While Mr3. Bliss
was sick ber husband, it is said, trans
ferred his affections to bis wife's
nurse, and when he subsequently
came to Philadelphia that woman fol-

lowed him, and was known as Mrs.
Bliss. He first started in the spirit
business in 1574, in a bouse on
Vienna street, above Richmond. In
1S75 be began conducting seanoes in
Circle Hail, 403 Vine street, which Is
still a spiritualistic headquarters.
Here he managed test circles and
private sittings and developing cir
cles, tbe latter affording a chance for
any one present to display medium-
istic power, and thus be enabled to
eater tbe tusiness as a regular me
dium.

Subsequently Mr. and Mrs. Bliss
moved to No. 1.0-- 7 Ogden street.
where they now reside, and here, in
the spring of lb-b- , tney oegan mate
rializing seances. They began on one
spirit.

He said
that his wife and bia daughter were
accomplished 'Vpiritv' and that be
could secure the services of another
man, a bright mechanician, who
could construct suitable apparatus and
manage the seancts secretly. A fur
agreeing upon money matter. Bliss
accepted the proposition. Evans'
friend then constructed the. cabinet
and tbe other necessary accompani-
ments. Tbe cabinet was built in the
northeastern corner of the parlor iu
Bliss' house, on Ogden street. It is
much larger than such structures gen
erally are, and besides a door, it bad
two apertures one more than is gen
erally provided as the new departure
contemplated having spirit iu the
room at tbe same time that faces ap
peared at both openings. Tbe sides
of the cabinet reach from floor to ceil
ing. Wilbiu, in tbe northeastern
corner, is a small built
of frame-wor- i, covered with mosquito- -

netting, it is provided with a door,
and within sits tbe medium, Mr.
Bliss, upon a chair, the door having
been lacked upon ber. There is noth
ing else to be seen but the solid fl or,

SPIRITS BY THE WHOLESALE.

Tbe cabinet constructed, the Blisses
tetan materialization on large scale,
Mrs. Biiss, Mr. Evans aud tbe latter's
wife and daughter personating the
spirits. Bliss and Evans quarreled,
however, and la consequence the
Evans family left tbe Oden street
bouse, but their places were soon
filled, and frcm that time untrl tbe
present the working farce of the es-

tablishment consisted of Mr. and Mrs.
Bliss, Evans' eld friend, a young lady
who plays tbe organ and who prides
herself upon her curia aud ber long
flowing hair, a young woman who at-
tends to the domestic arrangements
of tbe house, and a young lady who
represents a multitude of spirits.
This latter is Blips' main support
She is smart and quick and a wonder-
ful mimic. Tne performances that
this combination gave were really
wonderful, and seemingly rave con-
vincing proof of tbe truth of the
spiritualist's doctrine. The Bliss
seances were heard of all over the
country, and such intelligent, re-

spectable people, as Henry Seybert,
who presented tbe State House bell to
the city ; Jonathan Roberts, of Bur-
lington ; Mr. York, who resides on
Spruce street ; Col. Kase aud wife, of
Fifteenth and Oxford ; Mrs. Sleeper,
Lloyd P. Smith, librarian of the
Philadelphia Library, all fre-
quently attended tbe Bliss seances.
Tbe circle was always pre-
sided over by Bliss. He never
materialized. Tbe audience having
assembled he would command every
one to stand op, in order, he said, "to
see bow your magnetism is." He
would then select the most ardent
spiritualists and place them up:m the
front row of chairs, ladies and gentle-
men alternately. Mrs. Bliss would
then be locked within the framework
apartment in the cabinet, which is
perfectly dark, and, the lights in the
parlor having been lowered, the spir-
its would begin to put in an appear
ance. The performers so thoroughly
understood their business, the para-
phernalia was so perfect in all its de-

tails, that even skeptics, who had not
their imaginations heated with spirit-
ualistic doctrines, were frequently
awe-struc- k. Many converts were
made and Bliss was making money.
Tbe number and vartety of spiriu to
be seen at the B!ias seances are really
wonderful.

OLD MOTHER M'CARTY.

The greatest favorite is Mrs. Mollie
McCarty, better known as Old Moth-
er McCarty. She i3 a little old Irish
woman, dressed in black. Tbe smart
young lady represents her, making
ber figure appear shorter and broader
by stooping down. She walks among
the audience and talks to them. She
carries red-h- ot coals in her hands, but
this is a trick the young lady can per-
form at any time. When she retires
to tbe cabinet she is seen to fade
away into thin air. This is done by
her gradually stooping down, and
finally Evans' old friend, who is near
ly always posted in a comer of tbe
cabinet, throws a black shawl over
her, making it appear as though she
had melted into tbe darkness of the
cabinet. Mrs. Bliss still represents
Blue Flower, her original character.
Of course she is supposed to be locked
up in the framework apartment, but
as Boon as the lights are lowered
Evans' old friend unlocks the door,
and Mrs. Bliss, leaving a pile of cloth
ing on the chair to represent ber,
takes a hand In the game. She has
added to ber reportoire the Persian
Princess, an airy-looki- ng spirit, who
dances before the audience. She only
talks, if at all, in whispers, as Mrs.
Bliss cannot get rid ol ber Spanish
accent, She also weaves a Deautiful
Persian shawl out of tbe very air, in
the presence of tbe audience. This is
also managed by Evans old friend.
who, when the Princess glides near
the cabinet door, slips tbe shawl under
her arm. The Parsee Priest, who
worships the sun, but who In the
seauces must satisfy himself with the
feeble flashes from almost extinguish-
ed gaslights, is also Mrs. Bliss. Billy,
the bootblack, is a great favorite. He
walks among the audience and picks
up quarters and half dollars from his
admirers. Mrs. Bliss is Billy. He
ODly talks when be has retired to tbe
cabinet, and be does not talk then,
for Evans' old mend speaks up lor
him, as Mrs. Bliss could not talk like
a bootblack for all the spirits In the
country. Sister Agatha, a sister of
charity, is personfled by the smart
young lady, who recites a prayer in
Latin. Tbe Quakeress, the spirit of
a young lady who died in New Jer-
sey, is also materialized by the smart
young lady. Tbe Silent Doctor is
also her work. This mysterious spirit
has been fully recognized by Mrs.
Sleeper as the shade of her departed
spouse, wbo died about a year ago.
Tbe doctor never speaks execp to his
wife, and then only la subdued whis
pers.

HAIR FROM SPIRIT-LAN-

Lizzie Delarue ia an exceedingly
tall, beautiful youug lady spirit, with
long, waving hair, a present by nature
to the smart young lady. She walks
among tbe audience and allows tbem
to cut oil small locks of her beauttfu
tresses, wbicb they may keep as tne--1

mentoes or spirit-land- , one night a
prominent visitor cut off a lock of tbe
spirit's hair fully one foot long, and
when tbe smart young lauy retired to
tbe cabinet she muttered terrible im-
precations in the most spirited man-
ner. Miss Clara Wolff, although tbe
smart young lady Knows better, is
supposed to be the spirit of the sister
of Emanuel Wolff, a young Hebrew
spiritualist Miss Wolff died seven
years ago, wnen quite young, anu ner
increased stature is explained on tbe
ground that she has grown in the
spirit land. Emanuel Wolff fully
identifies her as ma sister, is.atie
Rublee, the spirit daughter of a for-
mer United States Minister to Switzer-
land, is also managed by tbe smart
young lady. She played an import
ant part when aliiss was presented
with a little son some time since. lie
determined to have a spirit christen
ing, and Kate Rubiee was selected as
tba spirit godmother. Jar. tseyoeri
and Mr. York, it is said, sent quanti
ties of wine to tbe christening, and it
Is also charged that Mr. Bliss, in con
sequence, enjoyed himself royally.
The child, as a mark of respect to Mr.
Jonathan Roberta, was named James

Some time since a Mr. PUgott, rep-
resenting the spiritualists of New
Orleans, came to this city lor the par- -
pose of investigating the Bliss
seances. He was .ranted a private
sitting. He saw and was convinced
that everything was right aud won-
derful. His departed wife came to
him and even cslled bi a by tbe pet
names be was accustomed to. The
smart young la ly was so smart on
this occasion that she succeeded in
making Mr. Piggott himself mention
tbe pet names, and then by repeating
them made mm imagiue that tney
originated with her. A lawyer named
Evans, cf this city, a scientist, it is
said, after a private sittiug pronoun
ced the Buss materialization tbe
greatest of all spiritual manifesta
tions. Together with his wire be had
a private sitting, and it is said he ful
ly recognized his mother, bis mother-in-la- w

and other departed relatives.
After all seauces, it must be under
stood, tbe audience is permitted to
thoroughly examine the cabinet, and
upon no occasion has anything been
found wrong, aud soundings upon
walls, floor and ceiling only served to
show that they were as solid and firm
as could be.

Bliss was making money rather
rapidly. His ly circles netted
bimfrom$iu to Jo per night, f or
private sittings he. charges $10, al-

though it is said Mr. Seibert and Mr.
York paid him Siuu lor one sitting.
For seances in one's private parlor he
charges $20, although tbe only out-
side spirit visible on such occasions
is Blue lower. Beside be has re
ceived, or rather the spirits have re
ceived costly presents. One gentle
man preseuted a fine music-bo- x to
tbe spirits and elegant bouquets were
being almost constantly received.

Mr. Phillip Diesinger, a commislon
mercbant and hardware dealer doing
business on Sixth street, above Mar
ket, attended a Bliss seance about
three months since, and although be
detected no tricKery, yet he was thor-
oughly convinced mat a fraud was
being perpetrated upon many very
worthy people, and he resolved to
ferret it out Since that time he has
almost constantly attended the
seances and grew so rapidly ia favor
that he was appointed a director of
the spiritualist camp-meetiu- g that
ended on Sunday last. A Times rep.
resentative also started out to solve
the mystery, and worked with Mr.
Diesinger with that end in view. Al
though the cabinet floor was appar-
ently solid, tbe cellar was evidently
the tlrst place to be loosed after, as it
is a singular fact that when Bliss
holds seances iu Circle Hall, where be
has no cellar bandy, Blue Flower
alone comes out of the cabinet

TRYINCJ TO SOLVE THE MYSTERY.

A time, too, must be selected when
Mr. and Mrs. Bliss were absent from
borne. The opportunity came on
Saturday, when the two started for
the camp meeting, iutending not to
return until last evening or this
morning. Evans' old friend and the
housekeeper were left in charge of the
dwelling. It was accidentally learned
that Bliss' landlady, a Mrs. Smiley,
in order to drain the adjoining prop
erty desired to run a pipe through
tbe cellar of 1U- -7 Uden street. Hue
sent plumbers to the bouse, but Bliss
refused tbem admittance to the cellar,
promising, however, that wbeu he
returned from camp meeting they
could perform their work. Ou Sun-
day the plumbers, Fricka & Buschner,
doing business at No. 1310 North Sev-
enteenth street, were visited. Tney
were informed of the condition of af-

fairs, and being sharp, intelliget men,
they appreciated the situation. Being
told that Bliss was away from home
they agreed to visit the bouse on
Monday morning, and at once em
ployed tbe newspaper man as an as
sistaut plumber. Early yesterday
morning the Time representative
with a shovel upon one shoulder and
looking like a demoralized rough,
walked with Jb rlcka and Buschner up
tbe alleyway of Bliss' house and into
tbe yard. Evans' old friend, a long
bearded individual, and the house
keeper streuously objected to a visit
being made to the cellar, but upon be-

ing told that the work must be done,
the cellar door was Anally unloosed.
Down into tbe cellar, tbe door shut
and a candle lighted and tbe investi
gation begun, The plumoers shovel- -
eled away, attending to their work
and making considerable noise. The
newspaper man hunted around with
the candle and this is what he fouud.

THE MYSTERY SOLVED.

The cellar windows were darkened
by pieces of matting. In tbe centre
of tbe cellar, beneath the parlor, was
a structure of wood reaching to the
ceiling and firmly built, no rays of
light naving a chance to filter through
era o o eetwwa -- - A
opened into it When tbe candle lit
up the scene within, a sight was pre
sented that would have made tbe
most confirmed spiritualist open bis
eyes in amazement. Hung upon nails
and lying upon tbe floor were a non-
descript collection of dresses and
and wreaths and shawls and every
thing that goes to make up a first
class spirit. There was tbe heavily
padded coat or swift water, mat
made the smart young lady look in
deed like a "Big Injun." Sister Aga
tha's black gown, Motber Mccartys
faded costume, the shawl that tbe
Persian Princess weaves out of thin
air, Blue Flower's azure apparel, tbe
Quakeress' drab dress, were all bung
up or thrown on tbe floor, together
with tbe other eoetumes that add va-
riety to the Bliss programme. On
two shelves were a copy of tbe Zton-ti- er

of Light, a Boston spiritualist
publication; the red and black and
white leathers tnat make "big lojun"
so tall and terrible looking; beautiful
wreaths oi artinciai flowers, prooauiy
presented by infatuated believers to
some favorite spirits ; the dark lan-

tern that enables Captain Hodges to
appear "in his own light" and an ar-
ray of paints and powders, nsed by
spirits of the noble red man or the
shades of sickly young girls. Above
the little room was nothing but tbe
uncovered joists and flooring. There
was no trap door. A look around dis-

covered in a well-cever- corner of
tbe room a black curtain. This lifted
and tbe candle placed beyond it and
the mystery of Bliss' great materiali
zation was solved. This second apart
ment was bung around with black
curtains. A little step ladder, lying
in one cornr, bad its steps cushioned
in black. Upon a table was a small
soft cushion.

A TRAP DOOR IN THE FLOOR.

Directly above tbe table was a trap
door: tbe door through, wnicn uau
passed all tbe spiriu that bad enabled
Bliss to drain the pockets of his dupes.
it was a verv ingenious contrivance.
An ordinarv trac-do- or when being
pounded and trampled upon by

above, would either snake
I or creak or slightly give way beneath
the feet or send forth a hollow sound,

This one liJ neither of thes. It wn,
in fact, the moat solid portion o.' the
cabinet flooring.

The Dortion of a i l.t hat7!n li ei.
removed beneath the tran. a hesvy
iron plate bad ben inserted in two
joists, at rii?ht angles to them, and

Tbejaboct six inches beneath the trap.
oeiween the plate and the trap dour
were placed tne twosupports working
on hinges at their ba-tes- . The iron
band-scre- then being turned, works
upon tbe right-bau- threaded bolt
above and tbe left-han- d threaded bo!t
below, the head each ti'.tiag in small
sockets, and thus forces one up and
tbe other down with the strength of
a vise, and holding the dor of the
trap firmly in its place. The Tmcs
representative forced tbe supports
back, reversed tbe hand-scre- re-
moved it from its place, lifted down
the iron plate, and the door of the
trap fell in. Tbe little step-ladd-

with tbe black-covere- d steps was then
placed on the table, and, walking up
it, the mysterious cabinet was entered
iu a way permitted to none but
spirits. When tbe candle was in tbe
adjoining cellar apartment, where the
spirits always kept it, a person look-
ing through the aperture in the cabi-
net directly above the trap could not
discern tbe opening. The room be-
low is lined with black, the steps are
covered with black, and within the
cabinet all is dark.
WHY THE TRAP WAS NEVER SEEN.

The reason why tbe hinges and the
cracks defining tbe three other sides
of tbe trap-do-or were never discov-
ered from above was because of the
ingenious manner In which tbe en-
tire thing was arranged.

The binges of the trap-doo- r are con-
cealed under tbe base of tbe boards
forming the front of the cabinet
Tbe crack opposite is hid by a narrow
strip of wood forming the base ot one
side of tbe framework
Another crack Is bid under the
weatherboard of the rear parlor wall,
and the crack at the fourth side is
concealed by a narrow strip of wood,
a continuation of the base of the front
of tbe framework and
apparently intended to give strength
to tbe light structure.

This is just what Bliss' materializa-
tion amounts to. If Katie King was
not a humbug because not caught

d. Bliss can plead no such
excuse. His clap-tra- p arrangements
were again placed in position and left
by tbe Timet representative as be
found them, and as any of bis many
dupes can find them tb's morning.
They can find evidence of Bliss' guilt
in obtaining money from them by
false pretenses any day this week in
the cellar of 1027 Osden street. The
structure iu tbe cellar may be torn
down, the trap-do-or replaced with
flooring, but the cut-ou- t joist cannot
readily bs replaced, and even then
tell-ta- le marks will remain to corrobo-
rate the exposure. Mr. Diesinger, a
reputable merchant, has also viewed
the entire arrangement, aud if the
well-know- n gentlemen who have at-
tended them and have found in Bliss'
seances proof of vlsitatious from an-
other world will pay a visit to the cel-

lar they cannot help but say tbat
materialization is a scare aud a delu-
sion. Phila. Timet.

CURIOSITIES OF THE MAILS.

Snakes In the New York Postoffice.

On Monday night, as the ball of St
Paul's clock struck the midnight
hour, tbe clerks in tbe postoftice
were busily sorting and stamping let-
ters. Suddenly from a small paper
box sprung a long, slender snake,
with flashing eye and
tongue, Consternation seized tbe
young men for a moment, and the
viper was master of tbe situation.
Coiled upon a huge pile of unstamped
letters, be lifted bis head aud looked
about him. Quick as a flash cue of
the clerks seized a sharp knife in one
band and a heavy letter stamp in the
other, and, in less time than is needed
to tell it, tbe Florida export was neat-
ly divided into three equal but angry
parts. Tbey were nicely replaced in
tbe box, which was sent forward, yes-terd-

morning, to its destinatiou.
Snakes in tbe postofHue are by no

means infrequent. Scarcely a week
passes in which one or more are not
found. Sometimes they are sent in
bottles, occasionally they are done up
In wooden boxes, but generally their
sole protection is a tbln paper box,
wbicb, nine times out of ten, is bro-
ken or masbed by the heavier articles
in tbe bag. Homed toads are a favor-
ite contribution from people spendiug
tbeir winter in Florida. It is estima-
ted tbat a hundred a month of these
choice products of tbe South are sent
through tbe malls. A day or so ago a
bundle containing a swarm of bees
was forwarded in a mall-ba- Not
long since an alligator was found
among tbe letters, having broken out
of tbe pas'eboard in which he bad
been enveloped.

In yesterday's mails there were two
pairs of scissors neatly Jone up and
addressed to Mrs. Anderson, at a wate-

ring-place. A corkscrew, sharp and
savage, was mailed yesterday, a pos-
tal card being tied to the handle.
Glass cannot be sent through tbe
mails, as it is about as dangerous as
biting snakes to the unsuspecting
clerks. Consequently there can be
seen in Mr. Purdy's collection a fine
thermometer, a sweet faced photo-
graph, sundry bottles of medicine,
and a sugar-bow- l. Neither can suar
nor flour be sent. Samples of both,
as well as of tea and coflee, are con-
stantly mailed. In many cases the
latter are detained for lack of stamps.

Insufficiency of payment is a fer-
tile source of deteution. There are
samples and packages, some ot them
valuable, kept in tne postoiuce ur
lack of one cent It would seem as
though the Government might col-

lect tne extra cent at the other end of
the route, but Congress determined
otherwise.

Postmaster James has opened a
formal registry of complaints, and it
Is noteworthy that in nearly every
Instance investigation turns the tables
back on tbe complainant One well-kno-

firm recently complained that
they had to pay $12-- ) on a single
book. Investigation showed that the
leaves were covered with writing.
Banks often raise a hue and cry after
a stolen package. Investigation al-

most Invariably shows tho package to
have been misdirected. Yesterday a
large parcel of army letters, about
whtob mf M- -t waa made, was
returued to New Yerk, having been
misdirected to San Francisco.

To Which the Fleshless Frames or

Caster's Troopers Eloquently Bear
the

Bones of Those once Fearless
Squadrons—Covered, Not Buried ; a

Heap, Not a Grave, the Private Soldiers'

Interment.

file our party of eiebt moved on the
trail to the crest of the bill, where we
su'j jeniy came upon six bone heaps,
with a piece of tepee pole sticking in
tne ground at each pile, as a sort of
ouriesque monument. Upon one of
toe Stakes bangs a White aomhrem
pierced with two bullets, and covered
witn clotted blood. The carcasses of
iwo norses lie together, and behind
mem a large quantity of cartridge
shells, indicating tbat the poor brutes
were aiueii oy tneir riders and con
veneu into breastworks. Down tbe
incline a few yards and near the bead
of the caDyon are several piles of
oones dumped together like a lot of
garbage, and at tne center of the col
lection appears a crude board cross,
lettered as follows :

: J. J. Crittenden, :
: Lieut. 2uu Infantry.

A leg skeleton with foot attached
haugs over the top of the monument.
aud gives a ghastly effect to tbe
scene. Passing on down tbe ravine,
a few scattering bone heaps are seen,
while fragments of human and horse
skeletons lie around iu great profu
siuu. tear the ce titer of tbe pass
stands, amid auotber collectiou of
bones, a cross-shape- d tablet with this
luscriptiou.

Bone heaps extend to tbe right aud
left Iu a regular line from Keogb's
"grave," and in inauy Instances hu
man bones lie behind horse skeletons,
indicating that here a determined but
fatal staud was made. Following up
me line to tne top or the divide we
And a well-wor- n trail leading north
to "Custer bill." where the last shot
was tired, and the last man was killed.
I he position is an elevated ooe, over
lookig tbe entire field, tbe river be-
low, and the site of the village oppo
site, and was doubtless selected as
tbe dernier retort for tbe situation of
tbe handful of men who, with Custer,
escaped the destructive lire encounter-
ed at the other side of the field. Ac-
cording to hostile reports, Custer bad
about ooe hundred men when be fell
back to this point, and by the same
authority, as well as by tbe evidences
of tbe field, we know that bere oc-

cured one of tbe most terrible conflicts
kuown to mankind. It was literally
"war to death." "Muggins" Taylor,
the first white man on tbe ground
after the tnassacre(two days latter,)
says tbat tbe horses were all shot be-
hind the left shoulder, and tbat the
bair was singed and full of burnt pow-
der, which statement, with certain
Indian reports tbat tba soldiers killed
their horses, proves that the poor
brutes were sacrilled to make breast-
works for the men.

The light at this point lasted not to
exceed twnty minutes, and at its
close the eutire com maud was exter-
minated. Custer fell upon the most
conspicuous portion of the knoll, and
the locality is still well defined by tbe
carcass of bis horse, whose beautiful
sorrel-colore- d hide is still recogniz-
able. Iu close proximity are four
heaps af bones, or "graves," and the
skeletons of twenty horses, and just
over the crest, upon tbe side facing
tbe river, are twenty-eigh- t "graves,"
with, probably, three or four human
skeletons, or portions thereof, in each
and fourteen horse-skeleto- These
are all huddled together in a very
small space, and, as they are supposed
to be where death prostrated tbem,
the positions are suggestive of tbe ap-
palling terror tbat must have possess-
ed the remnant at bay as the thou-
sands of re'entless savages and inevit-
able death pressed closer and closer.
Tue ground for many yards around la
strewn with bones, torn from bodies
by beasts of prey, and clothing, a no-

ticeable condition of the dead soldiery
being its nudity, the bodies having
all been stripped of clothing Immedi-
ately after the battle, except tbe feet
the Indians not caring for boots or
shoes ; but they bave cut the tops
from tbe boots, probably to convert
into gun slings and throngs. Further
down tbe bill are several remains,
both human and animal, and at a dis-
tance ot three hundred yards, and
very near the river, one solitary
skeleton of a man, with taree bullet
boles, and a sickening cut as with an
ax in tbe skull. This poor fellow evi-
dently tried to escape, and succeeded
in running tbe gauntlet as far as this
point, where be was laid low by a
savage shot, and death ensued by
some miserable squaw, numbers of
whom came over, and with clubs,
rocks and hatchets brutally placed
the wounded out of misery.

Reno's battle-fiel- d is located about
four miles upon a high blurt immedi-
ately over tbe river, and as is charac-
terized by tbe same shameful neglect
Proceeding toward It over tbe trail
leadiug from the Custer ground, we
first came upon the skeletoos of forty
horses lying in a little ravine, in line,
as they were shot and arranged for
breastworks by the soldiers, isehind
them are many cartridge shells, in-

dicative of hard fighting, and in front
two heaps of bones, tbe result of tbe
battle. Tbe high ground to the south
is capped by a line of rifle pits, while
a row of similar works extends from
tbe top along the western descent to
tbe river, where Benteen mails bis
heroic charge for water. Two
"graves" are located on the elope to
the west, a headboard at oue present-
ing an inscription as follows :

: Tanner Voiqt, :
: M. 7 C

This is tbe ouly legible record of tbe
dead upon the ground. Cartridge
shells are so numerous all over the
contracted field that I secured two
banr'fuls without moving from one
position. Buried in ooe rifle-p- it were
five horse-sboe- s, doubtless placed
there by some superstitious soldier.

A litter, improvised out of tepee
poles, remnants of clothing, empty
cans, and bones lis upon tbe ground
in one grand mixture. At tbe furth
er, or southern, side of tbe biuff, w a
nameless grave, containing how
many human remains, or wbo, no
living person can tell.

So outrageous has been the neglect
of these battle grounds aud the bones
lying upon tbe surface, as set forth in
tbe foregoing article, tbat a public
statement thereof may possibly pro
duce a blush of shame upon the faces
of certain oueo high in authority, and
possibly, draw from them a contra
diction. To be positive and autnen-ti- c,

I will state all tbat ha been done
in the way of caring for tbe dead.

Two days, 1 tbinK, after the mas
sacre, a small force of soldiers was
sent iu to inter tbe slain. Having no
conception of tbe magnitude of the
massacre, tbey came furnished with
only such tools as are usually carried
by similar commands possibly two
shovel and a pick. These were to
tally Inadequate, hence the mutilated
and bodies were placed
upon the surface where found, and
covered with a tbin deposit of earth.

and wide ( I found a boot with a foot
in it at a coyote hole Ave miles from
tbe field) and nothing more was
done by the military uulil the fore
part of this month, when Mike Sheri-
dan with two companies of tbe Sev
enth Cavalry, came in rnr tne remains
of the officer- -.

men from each company to again go
