It transformed me at once. I became
strong and independent. Nothing
was too bard for me to undertake. I
speculated and made lots of money.
At the end of two years my sufferings
began." He went to a lunatic asy
lum, but could not be cured. He soon
went up to forty-nv- e grains a uay,
and began taking it by injection, for
t had ceased to bave any euecc on

bim if taken through the mouth. He
bad used a bypodermio syringe, but,
losing this, got a common syringe,
which be conld not insert without
first cutting a hole. He used to take
a razor, aud cut a eash in bis thigh,
and then with a scissor bore a bole in
the flesh into which be would insert
the syringe and inject the morphine.
During the last two years be has ta-

ken over sixty graius a day, and has
often taken over one drachm, which
is equal to 500 grains of opium. He
is in jail for stealing medical instru-
ments, which he disposed of to pur
chase the poisonous drug, and be de-

scribes bis sufferings: "If I wasn't
so helpless, I'd soon get out of this
bell I'm in, i bave no rear oi tne
next world. There is nothing in this
for ma For over two years I have
been dead. There is no blood in me.
I can eat nothing, and that which
would keep life in me I can not get.
Even when asleep I bave no rest. I
am constantly dreaming of being
thrown in anion? a lot of dead, and
being compelled to eat their uesn. x

know when I wake up, covered as I
am with cold perspiration, that it is
but a dream, but the enecu oi it
makes ray desire for morphine a tor-

ture. I would kill my own father in
minute if I could get enough for

one dose. When the desire comes on
me I would not exchange morphine
for beaven. Give me the dose, and
then kill me if von like. I do not care
what tbev do with me alter l nave
got the morphine."

Grant's invitations, so that be should
not be apparently insulted by being
treated at entertainments given in
his honor with less consideration than
any other guest The rules of really
good society, whether titled or unti-
tled, are everywhere the same in re-
gard to certain essential points, and
it is a pity if they are violated in the
house of a prince. To invite an un-.i- i.

into a ntleii -- pauy, up- -
on an occasion of pure ceremony
where titles determine precedence, is
to invite him to go behind. If a prince
gives a dinner iu honor of an untitled
guest he is bound tu honor him
chiefly, and he invite the company
merely to help him render the honor.

If, therefore, it be true that
tne prince or wales gave a
dinner especially to General Grant,
and permitted the greater part or the
company to precede him to the tible,
General Grant should quietly have
left the house, and all the more if, as
is constantly said, etiquette and
forms are real things to European so
ciety. Probably, if the story be trne,
General Grant was not troubled ; but
if English gentlemen are required by
etiquette to acquiesce in so flagrant a
discourtesy, they are greatly to be
pitied.

Highway Pasturing.

Cattle are still allowed to run at
large in some sections of the adjacent
counties, and we believe pretty gen
erally throughout the state. The cus-
tom cannot be too severely con-
demned. Eveu the owner of cattle
who will thus trespass upon the rights
of tee public, and frequently upon
the crops of bis neighbor, must run
the risk of their straying and the la-

bor of hunting them up, as well as
the cost of the damage tbey may do
in breaking through fences to get at
the growing crops. Now the man
we can hardly say farmer who thus
appropriates the highway for a pas
ture-hel- to which be baa not the
shadow of a right, should be ashamed
to look an hocest neighbor In the face

one who has been compelled to
strengthen bis fences agaiust the in-
roads of thesa hungry, wandering
cattle. Not a gale or "bars" can be
left open for a moment for fear of
these trespassers thus iu the busy
times of harvest taking up valuable
time in guarding against the ever-watchf- ul

vagrant animals.
There bhould bo a general law

against road cattle and a sharp fine
imposed upon every man and woman
who thus takes what does not belong
to either.' The grass ia the highway
belongs from the line fence to the
middle of the road to the owners of
property on either side, as much so as
if it wore on the ianer side or the
fence. The puulie has only the right
of way, nothing more, much lew is it
the pasture-groun- d of vagrant cattle
whose owners thus depend upon the
property of others. But there has
been a difllculty In passing such a law
owiug to the fenceless roads and ex-
tensive tracts of laud in the wildcat
counties, to the use of which no ob-

jection is made. But municipal
bodies can adopt aud enforce sucn a
law, as is the case in this city ; and
wo think that all counties and even
townships, should be invested with
such authority, --fences are intennea
to keep cattle in, not to keep cattle
out. Qcrmantown (Pa.) lelegraph.

The Crops or 1877.

The Chicago Inlcr-Occa- n publishes
an article on the wheat crop of 1877,
the principal facts or whicn we repro
duce : California has a comparative-
ly light crop, but the increase in
Washington ana uregon wm Keep up
the average of the Pacific coast. The
crop harvested east or the itocky
Mountains is the largest ever Known.
Kansas reports 20,000,000 bushels, an
increase of 8,000,000 over last year,
and it is all winter wheat. Minnesota
yields 35,000,000 bushels, Wisconsin
25.000,000. Indiana 22.000,000, Iowa
37,000,000, Ohio 25,000,000, Kentucky
13,000,01-- J. These seven States give
an aggregate yield of 177,000,000 bush-
els of wheat. In all these States there
is something of an increase over last
year. The increase in Minnesota is
19,000.000 bushels, In Wisconsin

and in Iowa 19,000,000. Illi-
nois increases in forty-thre- e counties
from 5 to 25 per cent. Indiana adds
to her wheat product of last year

Ohio has a gain or $7,500,000,
and Kentucky exceeds ber last year's
crop by about 5,000,000 buphels.

In making these estimates it has
been sought to keep the figures with
in the actual facta rather than to
make an over-estima- It is safe to
say that the iucreased production of
wheat in the seven States named will
range from seventy-liv- e to ninety
million bushels. An excess almost as
important will be recorded in other
States In the country. The results of
the corn crop cannot yet be fairly es-

timated, but the yield will be greatly
in excess of last year. In the States
heard from the acreage of corn plant
ed is much larger than last year. A
largo crop or corn, besides giving a
good grain business, means activity
in hogs and cattle, and a lively busi
ness in all the pork packing establish
ments or the country. As to the de-

mand, it Is certain to be large, lor it
has already set in from Europe, and
there is every reason to believe that
foreign purchasers will be ready to
take all the that is not consumed in
this country.

than to dry it in the sun. If dried
peaches or appleB are wen put up iu
paper sacks, such as flour is packed
m. and closelv tied at the mouth, no
worms will trouble them, and they
may be kept until paying prices can
hA nhtained. Fruit-Jryin- e can be
done with but little exposure to the
sun. and bv children and others

hnu labor ia worth but little on the
farm at this time of the year ; and
therefore it Is good reasoning always
to dry aa much fruit as the family can
use at least.

THE EASTERN WAR.

Raporta cf the progress of the war
in Europe and Asia are very unsatis-
factory reading, but to keep our read
ers posted as to what is said to have
occured from time to time, we reprint
this from the Leaden

The usual conflicting reports from
the war in the East continue to come
over the cable, but altogether, they
appear to concur in one fact that the
Turks have not been able to force the
Russians away from the control of
the Shipka Pass. The Turks are dash
ing their forces against the Russian
entrenchments at the Pass, which is
described as not being wbat is usually
understood by that term, but a track
over a section of the Balkan Moun
tains lower than the surrounding
heights. The figbtiug bas been of
the most desperate character, but tne
Russians, though losing heavily in
officers and men, have not been dis
lodged. While they remain, tb9 ef-

forts of the Turks are not likely to be
of any benefit to them, but are merely
exhausting their owu strength. The
importance of the position is shown
by the perseverance of Suleiman
Pasha ia the effort to carry it.
In his possession it would
open the way to a junction with Os-m- an

Pasha at Plevna and Loyatz,
where he is now facing the main
body or the Russians. The latter are
between bim and Mehemet All, and
their numbers are being hourly aug-
mented by the arrival of reinforce-
ments. If Radetzky can keep Sulei-
man Pasha south of the Balkans, one
part of the Russian army can hold
Mehemet Ali in check east of Tir-nov- a,

while the main force can be
used against Osman Pasha at Plevna.
This is obviously the work the Rus-
sians bave planned for themselves,
and is well understood by their op-
ponents, who bave shown wonderful
courage and determination in their
efforts to frustrate its success-
ful accomplishment. It is a
contest between armies which
are alike in endurance, and
great quality of good soldiers. The
Russians bave been unfortunate in
the death of the commander who
held the Pass during the first three
days of the struggle, but this loss of
a commander is not the cause of a
panic with soldiers of their stamp,
and he did not fall until reinforce-
ment bad come to his aid. The most
remarkable point In this struggle at
ShipKa Pass is the exchange of parts
in the great drama between the Turks
and the Russians. Heretofore it bas
been the Russians who were
trying to dislodge the Turks
from entrenched position, and who
suffered terrible losses from their
method of fighting, attempting to gain
their object by the sheer weight of
their columns. Now the Turks are
the attacking party, aud their oppo-
nents have the advantage of entrench-
ments. From present appearances,
the assailants will meet with the same
beavy losses and disappointment that
the Russians experienced at Plevna.

A TRAMP.

FATAL WRECK.

Mt. Vernon. Aue. 21. A fearful
accident occurred at the Israel Lin-
seed Oil Works, near the Baltimore A
Ohio railroad, about 2 o'ciock this
afternoon. On the second floor or the
erain warehouse connected with the
works were stored large quantities or
flax seed and grain, and the pressure
of over one thousand bushels of flax
seed against the thirteen-inc- h wall on
the east side of the building was so
arreat that it fell outward on the trams
office adioining. crushing it to the
ground. James Israel, the owner of
the works, was in tne omce at tne
time and had lust given a check in
payment ror gram to a farmer living
near Cheeterville named John Kenny.
Both were buried in the rums, and a
few minutes later Mr. Israel was
taken out eutirely unconscious.

dangerously injured. Mr. Kenny was
found, after several hundred bushels
of flax seed were removed, considera-
bly bruised and dead, probably from
suffocation. Fifty men were at once
set to work sacking the flaxseed and
storing it The damage to the build-
ing and loss of seed will amount to
several hand red dollars.

New Jersey there never have been somany men at work, striving not to
weave cloth we cannot wear, or to
ounu tae costly residences we cannot
occupy, out to make two blades ofgrass grow where only one grew be--
iure.

Ana iwed time and harvest have
oeen blessed. It bas been a season
exceptionably favorable to all crops
not too dry for thoae that require
moisture, not too wet for the crops
mat inrive only under the hottestrays of the sun. Beginning with the
carneai, veeeiaoiea snwt
(ernes, mey were brought to cur
aoors and peddled through the streets
at sucn prices mat none were deprived
" mem. as tne season advanced,
Nature became even more prodigal
ana mere seemed no end to the
uainties with which her apron was
heaped. And yet there never came a
killing frost a parching drouth or a
summer freshet to check the steady
supply or hasten the fruit upon the
market in too great abundance. With
prices lower than ever before, the bar-ve- st

was so great that gardeners reap-
ed a profit such as few seasons have
yielded them. Now come along the
first cotton bales of the uew crop, and
the new grain is fairly started in its
great procession from Chicago to Con-
stantinople. The acreage of the cot-
ton crop is greater than ever before,
and only in one or two of thj most
exceptional seasons baa ita promise
been more brilliant As for wheat
and grain we can Indeed feed the
whole world. The four great wheat
States promise ns fifty-si- x million
bushels more than last year, and five
others add forty million more to the
increase over last year. Corn, too, is
growing In the greatest plenty. There
is not a prominent staple that does
not show gains not relatively as great
perhaps but still enough to show that
they will be abundant enough.

The couutry is at fault if it
fails to recognize in these enor-
mous harvests the motive power
which must set all the wheels of indus-
try in motion. It will not restore the
the flush times after the war ; it will
not Rive bread to the idle, nor clothes
to the spendthrift ; it will not give us
gold to squander or riches to fling
away, but it will give a living to all
who are willing to work. In the first
place it will bringdown the price of
living faster than the prices of labor ;
it will reduce the cost of bread and
clothes so that the lowest wages will
suffice to pay for them. Then it will
give us the surplus which we need to
send abroad and keep our product of
gold at home. We already furnish an
Important factor to the meat markets
of Great Britain ; with our corn and
our wheat we ean supply the enor
mous surplus tbey must purchase
cheaper than they can buy it else
where. Nor can tbey repay ua with
their manufactures. With our coal
now cheaper than ever, cotton and
woo! at the lowest prices and
food for the workingman so
abundant we can lay down
the products of our looms
at the doors of the English
mills at prices so low that competi-
tion will be in vain. They must send
us gold ; in 1S75-- we sent across the
ocean forty millions of gold ; in 1S76-7- 7

we sent them none. With all this
cotton and grain which they must
have, who will fix the limit to the
gold they must send us In 1877-- 8 ?
Ana the more gold the better the
greenbacks ; the cheaper the gold the
more valuable the legal tenders.
Then, too, our shipping will find work
and as th demand for tonnage in-
creases our ship-yar- must work
harder, for nowhere can better ships
be bought cheaper than on the Dela
ware.

The prospect ia certainly fair, but
we must not forget the lesson we bave
been conning for for four years.
Economy and frugality must still be
the watchword. The debts of the last
decade are stil weighing upon us.
The interest must be met and an in
tention and ability to pay the princi
pal shown which shall reduce the an
nual burden until we can gain
strength to throw it off altogether.
We must work cheerfully and save
carefully, and though that will not
bring the good times all at once, we
may be sure it will bring us nearer to
them. Itiila. Times.

The
taller boys were armed with second
hand muskets and pistols, and the
smaller urchins in the rear had sticks
and wooden swords ; and all were
marching on to Constantinople
They bad passed the night in a little
wood by the roadside, and after
bivouac had resumed their march in
excellent order. Their commissariat
had been managed admirably, for
they had taken luncheon with them
from town, and had breakfasted
heartily in camp. When tbe police
asked them where tbey were going
they replied briskly : "To reinforce
the army." The advance of the re-
cruits was checked and a retreat was
ordered on KiscbenefT. Such spirited
lads ought not to bave been whipped
after tney got nome, out we uare say
they were. Tha uomestio proverb,
which applies to tbe Russian's child
ren as well as to bis wife, runs
"Love them aa your own soul, and
beat them like your fur jacket."

The Teeth and Sugar.

It is perfectly true that sugar does
not directly injure tbe teeth, but there
is a great deal or vitality in the "old
superstition" relating to candy and
children. To keep teeth in good con
dition you must not only keep the
mouth clean, but the stomach
healthy. Whatever impairs the di
gestion is injurious to the teeth,
whether candy, pie, pudding, cake,
pork or any other abomination of the
table. In relation to candy or sugar,
if a child is not allowed to eat any-
thing containing sugar it will sicken
and die in a very short time. Chil
dren need tbe carbon, the fuel con
tained in sugar to keep them warm;
without it tbey would perish. It Is
not until its teeth are cut that it can
digest starch, so that one might aa
well feed sawdust to a very young
child as to reed arrowroot ami its
kindred preparations. So far from
tbe sugars and pure candiea injuring
the teeth or tbe health, tbey would, if
used wisely and in moderation, as
sole desserts, be actual preventives of
both, especially if alternated, as des
serts, with fruits and berries in their
natural, raw, ripe, fresh, perfect state.
But the immoderate use of sweets
very quickly causes an acidity of tbe
stomach ruinous to teeth, and a table-spoonf- ul

of tbe purest syrup of loaf
sugar, taken three times a day before
meals, will destroy tbe tone or the
healthiest stomach in a very short
time.
