It will result in a "rumpus
and row" and will amount to noth-
ing. While we are satisfied that
the Mayor does not do his full
duty in certain directioo, we can
readily see his reasons therefor. To
make it brief and put ail tbe reasons
in one, be is traveling directly in tbe
line of public opinion. He is doing
all that public opinion will sustain
him in. If our statement ii oot
believed, let some one take a paper
bearing upon it the names of the
evils sought to be suppressed, and at-
tempt to get the signatures of the bet-
ter clafes of the citizens of tbe city. If
they d) not find a majority who
will refuse to sign we miss
our guess. Men will refuse their
signatures who are the loudest in the
cry for reform.

To this will be said that the Mayor
has taken tbe responsibility of tbe
ofilce, knowing its demands, and he
should execute tbe laws. That is very
true in theory, but actual facts here
and elsewhere demonstrate that not
one In a thousand do it that public
opinion in municipal corporations is
above law. Of course that is all
wrong, bat it is one of those things
that are bard to change.

What is said above Is not
to put ourselves on record
against tbe execution of tbe
laws of the city. We balieve they
should lie carried out, both In letter
aud spirit-- We simply waut to im-
press upon tbe minds of our citizens
that one man cannot shoulder all the
evils in this city and dump them into
the Sandusky river.

HOUSE REPEALS THE RESUMPTIONACT.
And Declares for Cheap Money and

Dear Bread.

Tbe following is the action of tbe
House on the Vepeal of the resump-
tion bill :

Washington, November 23.
A vote was taken, to-da- on tbe

various amendments to tbe bill for
the repeal of the Resumption Act.
There were fourteen amendments,
and the Speaker ruled they were all
before the House, aud must be all vot-
ed on.

Tbe first vote was on Mr. Fort's
substitute to repeal all that part of tbe
Resumption Act which authorized tbe
redemption and cancellation of the
greenback currency. Agreed to with-
out division.

Mr. Hubbell's suhetituto for the bill
was rejected yeas 0J, nays 158,

It proposed to modify the tnird sec-
tion of the Resumption Act.

The regular order being demanded,
Mr. Chittenden aked the unanimous
consent that, after Mr. Fort's speech,
he Mr. Chittenden should be allow-
ed to speak fifteen minutes fr "So-
dom and Gomorrah."

Mr. Thompson objected.
The Speaker suggested that tbe oth-

er centlemen were not objecting.
Mr. Chittenden then arose to a ques-

tion of privilege.
Mr. Speaker The gentleman will

state it.
Mr. Chittenden I propose to read

from two number of the Rscord per-
sonal assaults upon me which certain-
ly present a question of privilege.

Mr. Eing appealed to Mr. Thomp-
son to withdraw his objection, and it
was accordingly withdrawn, aud it
was agreed tbat Mr. Chittenden
should have fifteen minutes' time af-

ter Mr. Fort, wbo was entitled to the
floor, had closed bis remarks.

Mr. Fort proceeded to address tbe
House in advocacy to bis substitute
for tbe bill to repeal the Resumption
Act. It had been a question with
bim, he said, whether he ought to re-
open the debate after it had been so
fitly closed yesterday by tbe irentle-ma- n

from Ohio. It bad been thought,
however, that some words should
come from the Republican members
of tbe Committee on Banking and
Currency. It was because he was a
Republican that he favored the meas-
ure before tbe bouse. What was seen
here to-d- ay ? Tbe legal-tende- r, which
had overpowered aud conquered the
people of tbe South, had now repre-
sentatives of that people marshaling
themselves in aolul phalanx iu its
support, while trie legal-tend- was
disowned by its friecds and kindred
in tbe hail of its birth. He was op-
posed to all the amendments that bad
been oflered, on the ground that if re-

sumption were to be repealed it
should be done by a single proposition
only. Tbe issue had been presented
by tbe bill of the committee, and by
bis own substitute, plainly and

a to whether the Resump-
tion Act of 1875 should or should not
be repealed. He believed that there
never could be resumption by law.
If resumption came it bad to come by
prosperity, and by prosperity alone.
He asserted tbat tbe money men of
Wall street were to-d- breeding and
nursing "wildcats" In order to flood
tbe country with tbem as soon as tbey
got tbe greenbacks retired.

Mr. Eames reminded Mr. F-.r- t that
there was no proposition pending to
withdraw a single dollar in green-
backs.

Mr. Fort I know that, but am
arguing that that is to be the result,
and tbat is what is declared by tbe op-
ponents of tbe measure.

Mr. Ea noes It bas not been assent-
ed to by those in favor of resumption.

Mr. Fort went on to iy that be
blushed fur bis fellow Republicans.
He knew that it was said that he was
going over to the Democrats. Was
he, indeed ? Who, then, were hU
fellow Republicans following ? They
were following the lead of the man
Mr. Hewitt, of New York who bad

led the last Presidential campuUn on
the Democratic side, if bis ticket
bad been elected be would lie
undoubtedly Secretary of the Treas-
ury.

Mr. Hewitt It was elected.
Mr. Fort I do not know but it wa.

The people have determined to retain
tbe legal-tend- er currency and will, If
necessary, chanze the House of Repre-
sentatives, the Senate, and, if need
be, the President.

Mr. Cbittendeu proceeded to criti-
cise Mr. Ewing's speech of yesterday,
and oontrasted with it the following
extract from a speech made by Mr,
Ewing in Columbus, Ohio, in 1S75 :

"Now, there is no discretion with
tbe Secretary about this. He is com-
pelled to take up the fractioual cur-
rency with silver as rapidly as prac-
ticable. The roiuts are now rumiiue
night and day, coining silver for that
purpose, and I predict that under t.-i-

law, if executed, the people of this
couutry will be left within a year
from this time without one dollar of
fractional money, whi ther psper or
silver."

That prediction wa worth about as
much as the predictions which that
gentleman bad treated the House to
vesterdav. That irenlleman had
represented a conflict between capital
ana labor as one that would ouly end
and ought only to end in the destruc-
tion of capital, and be hail spokeu of
capital and capitalists as if they were
demons of American prosperity, and
civilization ; had poiuted Ui linger
at New York as the Sxloin and
Gomorrah of robb-r- s and bloated
bond-holder- s, and bad rmen iu grada-
tions of eloquence as if he discovered
the smoke of their torments arising
up forever aud ever. I Lauehter.l As
an evidence of tbe absurd net ous pre--

I have only to
express my thanks.

The Speaker ruled that all tbe
amendments were before the House,
and must be voted on.

Mr. Springer desired to withdraw
tbe one which be bad oflered, but ob-

jection was made by Mr. Garfitld,
and tne objection was sustained.

The first vote was taken on the sub-
stitute otlered by Mr. Fort, aud was
agreed to without division. It re
peals all tbat part of tbe Resumption
Act which authorized the Secretary
of the TreAsury to dispose of United
States bonds, and to redeem and can-
cel greenback currency.

The next vote was on the substi-
tute otlered by Mr. Hubhell, modify-
ing the third section of the Reeump-tio- n

Act. It was taken by yeas and
nays, aud resulted, yeas 'JO, nays 158.

Several bard money men voted for
Mr. Hubbell's substitute (as they bad
done for Mr. Fort's), not because tbey
favored eitber of tbem, but because
(as Mr. Garfield intimated) they hop-
ed thereby more surely to defeat tbe
bill.

The next vote was on the amend-
ment ottered by Mr. Pound, repealing
tbe limitation of tbe National bank
note circulation ; rejected without
yeas and nays.

The next vote was on the amend-
ment oflered by Mr. Cox, of Ohio,
providing for tbe gradual redemption
of legal tenders from the 1st of Jan-
uary, 1S7S, at 97 cents on the dollar,
up to tbe 1st of January, 1SS1, at par
in colu ; rejected, with only 17 in the
affirmative.

The next vote was on tbe amend-
ment otlered by Mr. Cummings, post-
poning redemption until the eoln In
reserve in tbe Treasury is sufficient to
authorize it ; without a di-

vision.
The next vote was on an amend-

ment offered by Mr. Hewitt, of New
Y'ork, requiring the accumulation in
the Treasury of fifty millions a year
until tbe amount snail be equal to
balf of the outstanding legal tenders,
after which redemption is to Com-
mence. d without division.

A like disposition was made of tbe
amendments otlered by Messrs. EJen
of Illinois, Chittenden, Keifer, Deer-in- g

and Aldrlch, all of which were
rejected without ilivwiou.

The next was an amendment of-

fered by Mr. Stenger, repealing the
resumption day clause In the Re-
sumption Act. It was taken by yeas
and nays, and reajlte.1 yeas 17, nays
23).

The amendment offered by Messrs.
Clark, of Iowa, Patterson and Wills,
of New Y'ork, and Morrison, were
severally rejected withont division.

The next amendment wan one ffered

by Mr, Ward, to add a uew sec-
tion to the bill providing that debts
for wages shall be payable only iu
coin or in legal tender notes.

Mr. Garfield demanded the yeas
and nays, and called (sarcastically)
on the laboring man's friend t vote
for it. The count ou ordering tne
yeas and nays was 4l to a Ue as
on the fifth order of yeas aud nays.- -

Tne Speaker voted no, thus defeat-
ing the call, but the question was tak-
en by tellers, and the yeas aud naya
were ordered. A vote was then tak-
en by yeas and nays.

There was a good deal of merriment
indulged in during the vote, which
Sir. Conger charactriz-- d (satirically)
as the most nup irtant vote tf tne
day, and before the result was

many of the members chang
ed their votes so as to be on the right
side of the (laboring-man- ) question.
At last, when the important relation
of the amendment to the bill iu-e-

began to be reali ), the merriment
toned down int- seriousness, and the
friends of the bill, who had voted in
tbe allirmative, bfgan to change to
the negative.

TEXT OF THE BILL.
The following is tbe text of tbe bill

as passed :
A bill to repeal all that part of the

act approved January 14, 1S75,
known a the Resumption Act,
which avtliorized the Secretary of
the Treasury to dispose of United
Stale bonds and redeem and can
eel greenback currency.
Tbat all that portion of the act ap

proved January 12, 1S7, entitled
"An Act to provide for the Resump-
tion of Specie Payments," which
reads as follows, to-w- it: "And
whenever and so often aa circulating
notes shall be Issued to any such
banking association so increasing its
eapital or circulating note, or so
newly organized as aforesaid, it shall
be the duty ef the secretary of the
Treasury to redeem tegal tender Unit
ed States notes in excess only of three
hundred millions or dollars to tbe
amount of eighty per centum of the
sum or .National oauK notes so issued
to any such ranking association, as
aforesaid, aud to continue such re
demptiou as such circulating notes
are issued until there shall be an out
standing sum of three hundred mil
lion dollars of sncb legal tender Unit
ed states notes ana no more ; and on
and after tbe first day of January
Anno Djmlni, 1879, tbe Secretary of
the Treasury shall redeem in coin tbe
United States legal tender notes then
outstanding, on their presentation
for redemption, at the office of tbe
Assistant Treasurer of tbe United
States, in the city of New York, in
sums of not less than fifty dollars ; and.
to enable the Secretary or the Treas-
ury to prepare and provide for tbe re-
demption. In this act authorized or
required, be is authorized to use any
surplus revenues from time to time
In tbe Treasury not otherwise appro-
priated, and to issue, sell and dispose
of, at uot less than par In coin, eitber
of the descriptions of bonds of tbe
United States described In the act of
Congress approved Joly 14, 1S70, en-

titled, 'Au Act to Authorize the Re-
funding of the National Debt,' with
like qualities, privileges and exemp-
tions to the extent necessary to "carry
thia act into full e fleet, and to use the
proceeds thereof for the purpose afore-
said," be, and the same la hereby re-

pealed.
