Tbere are two bills before the preee
Legislature, one known as the P
kins bill, tbe other known as

bill, Intended to afford reli r
from tbe oppressive prices paid t
ecbool books. They are botb of U .

same tenor and scope. Tbe Perkh
bill provides 1st, tbat tbe ecbool con
miaeioners shall advertise for bids c
farnlsb books to Boards of Kdncatlon
In two leading papers of Cincinnati,
Columbus and Cleveland. 2d. He
eball readvertiae every two years for
proposals. 3d. lie shall send to eacu
County Auditor lists and prices of tbe
most advantageous offers. These lists
are to be tarnished to Boards of EJu-catlo- n,

and they are required to select
from these three lists such books as
tbey may desire for nse in tbe schools
nnder tbeir control, and to farnlsb
tbe cn to papils at tbe list price with
out additional cost for distribution.
Tbey are also allowed to famish in-

digent papils with books free of cost
The Clougb bill differs from this in

two points only. I: provides that tbe
Secretary of State and Attorney Gen-
eral shall advertise and select tbe list
of books instead of tbe Commissioner
of Schools. It also increaeea tbe fine
from $1,000 to $10,000 for collusion
with book dealers. That some legis-
lation on tbe Text Book question is
necessary no one doubts.

Under the provisions of either of
these bills, school books could be put
Into tbe bands of pupils at about one-hal- f

of present cost. It would save
annually to tbe patrons of public
schools hundreds of dollars in every
village In Ohio, and this, too, with
very little, if any extra cost to tbe
Board. We believe every member of
tbe Legislature who regards tbe true
IntereeU of his constituenta will vote
for one of these bills. There will still
be loss by the wear and tear of borne
use or borne abuse by families moving
to other schools where different books
are used, and by the necessity of
change of text books. Like old clothes
books grow out of date and must be
replaced by others that are op to tbe
times. To avoid the loea coming from
these sources it would be necessary to
bave all books owned and kept In tbe
bands of Boards.
, Bat tbe price of books would be so
mucb reduced tbat loss from these
sources would not be felt so severely
as at tbe present hieh Dricee. As
there would be but three series of
books allowed In the State, in moving
from one place to another the parent
would stand one chance in three of find-
ing the same book in nse. We now
bave from six to eight different series
of books need in the State, conse
quently there are as many cbances
tbat a different set of books most be
bought on moving to another place.

The clause allowing Boards to fur-
nish books to indigent pupils is not
new.

It is already tbe law, and follows
as a necessity tbe oompulsatory ed-

ucation act. All believe tbat prices
or school books are very mucb too
great, and tbat tbey can and should
be reduced. Tbe Perkins and Clougb
bills botb provide tbat the school
books shall be furnished patrons at
the publisher's lowest possible
price, given in competition witb
other publishing bouses. It is diffi-
cult to see where any reasonable ob-
jection can be offered to these bills by
any but book-dealer- s, and tbey for
the common good of all, would un-
doubtedly cheerfully acquiesce.

UNITED STATES MINT ITEMS.

Maters of Interest to Bossiness Men

and the People Generally.

The two cent pieces were abolished
fi' e years ago.

There are five times as many one
c: t pieces used as tbreee- -

es than $10,000 of one cent pieces
w --e coined last year.

. o DTts or inrees inicaei; were
co ned last year for circulation.

The silver dollar has
net been made for five years.

Tbe shipping of silver coin from the
mints began about a year ago.

Silver is purchased at tbe mint to a
li ilted extent It is paid for in gold.

Nickel and bronze coins are only
r ade In the Lntted states mint in
t s city.

The Eastern, Middle and Western
5t:.tes take most cf tbe nlckie and
bronze coins.

Double eagles are being made for
tbe depositories because I hey are more
salable.

No sliver Is coined in subsidiary
coin for depositors. Tbe Government
coins for itself alone.

In the South tbe people are now
using one cent pieces and threes and
fives very extensively.

Five times as many five cent pieces
as ones are sent away, and five times
as many ones as threes.

There is no coinage charged on gold.
Tbe only charge is for parting, refin
ing ana toughening.

No silver Is exchanged for notes at
the mint. This is done by transfers
which come through Washington.

Two weeks ago nearly $300,000 In
gold dollars were made for tbe sub- -

treasury department or ew xorx.
There are lying In tbe depositories

and vaults of tbe sub-treasu-ry in this
city nearly $300,000 in five cent nickel
pieces.

Five cent pieces are circulated con
siderably in New Orleans. Pennies
were recently sent to tne city, wnicn
were tbe first ever called for.

Tbe large number of early orders for
small coins came from the soutneast.
Recent orders are chiefly from this
section of the country.

A large amount of tbe $38,000,000 in
small coins circulated within the year
were manufactured during the same
period, and consequently the coins are
new.

Tbe Government baa Issued over
$38,000,000 of small silver coins since
tbe redemption of fractional currency
began, and tbe market Is fairly glutted
with them.

The demand for one cent pieces has
Increased within the last three or four
months, and tbe demand for fives baa
decreased. Tbia is due to tbe issue of
so many dimes.

In brisk times tbe mint pays ont
from $3,oou to $5,000 a day lor tne ac
commodation of people making
change and for shipment through tbe
country.

No trade dollars bave been made
this year. Several millions were
coined In 1677. Tbeir coinage was
suspended in December. They were
only coined to a limited extent for
circulation.

Nickel and bronze are kept at par
by redeeming them in greenbacks.
Tbey are deposited In tbe mint in
sums of not lees than $20, receipted
for, and checks sent to tbe depositor,

No sliver cent pieces bave been
made for five years. In fact tbey
bave been abolished as well as tbe
silver three cent pieces. Tbe nickel
threes are still issued, although but
tew are used.

From $5000 to $10,000 of eagles, half
eagles, quarter eagles and $3 pieces
are made every year, in order to keep
up tbe history of the coin. About
$000 of ones are made annually for
tne same purpose.

Tbe mint shipped over tbe country
in 1876 about $500,000 in small coins.
consisting of one, three and five cent
pieces. They went chiefly west and
east, in 1B77 only about $335,000 in
these small coins were shipped.

Tbe authorities of the mint can feel
the pulse of business by tbe amount
of coin sent In for redemption. If
business Is falling off the redemption
is large. Wben it is steady the re
demption moves along at the rate of
about $500 a day.

The greatest demand for silver
coins is for the half dollar. Tbe quar-
ter dollar Is the second favorite, and
tbe dime Is the third and last In tbe
list. The demand for half dollars is
twice as great as for quarters, and
five times more halves are required
man cumes.

Wben business Is brisk In the city
about $700 or $800 a day is required
for nickel and bronze. The railroad
companies are demanding more than
usual on account of the six cent fares.
This demand, however, baa fallen off
somewhat during the past lew days.

Although more trade dollars were
coined from April, 1872, to December,
1877, than were coined of tbe dollar of
tbe fathers for the eighty-on-e years
preceding, it does not follow tbat tbe
trade dollar is popular. Tbe trade
dollar was intended for tbe China
trade, and nearly all that have been
coined bave gone to China, J apan
and India.
