Cleveland FHerald of Baturday bas the
following in reference lo Weaver and
Wick, who wero arresled in this eity
laul week for passing counterfeit sil-
vor :

Henry Weaver and James Wick
were examinad before United States
Commissioner White on a chargs of
passing counterfeit coln, The history
of the matter Is pomewhatl as follows :
