DR. CARVER'S SKILL.

Dr. W. F. Carver, of Kan Francisco,
Cal., gave an exhibiliou of his skill at
Dexter Park Thursday afternoon with
Captain Bogardus. Notwithstanding
the long distance aud the disagreea-
ble, windy day, without any advertis
ing except some snort local notices,
about 000 persons were present to wit
ness the shooting. Tho first half hour
the crowd was entertained by Captain
lioganius witu trap-sbootiu-g, wild
pigeons being used. But what most
attracted the crowd was the rille prac
tice of Dr. Carver. He appeared to
break a glass ball flying through the
air more easily than nine-tenth- s of
the best marksmen would at a rest.

a score ho broke ninety-fou- r out of
oue hundred single balls. He made
many of bis faucy shots, such as
shooting a glass ball throwu in the

from twenty to thirty feet high,
missing it with first two shots, load-
ing the gun twice while the ball is in
the air, and breaking it with the third
shot before it reaches the ground.
Hhootiug coins thrown into the air,
twenty-riv- e and fifty-ce- nt pieces,
shooting with a Winchester rifle.
Fast shooting with Winchester rifle,
breaking ten glass ball in twenty sec-
onds. Shooting glass ball thrown
from twenty to thirty yards high.
Hhooting glass ball thrown from a dis-
tance of thirty yards straight at the
shooter. This is one of the most diffi-
cult shots that cau be made. These
R'ero all accomplished successfully
and elicited rouuds of applause. The

I'erhapa they will
admit having taken a little walk af
ter church, but their parents have no
conceplioti of the peril they have
been iu until some night a girl does
not come home when sue is expected,
or she returns in a nervousilutter.and
the mother finds out that her daugh
ter has been where no houtst womau
ought to go.

We intend to speak with entire
plaiuuess on this matter. There are
tens of thousands of women who
have grown up iu Philadelphia, who
have married and bad fam lies, aud-
io their credit be it said--hav- e not
the faintest suspicion of tbe snares
that are everywhere set for the young
and foolish in a great city. One
might suppose that the

essential vulgarity of the thing
might suffice to prevent any girl from
wandering about the streets at night.
even if a sense of physical dauger did
not. But the girls we have In mind
are thoughtless and untrained, and
they do as they Bee others do. Ouce

a while a case is reported in the
newspapers where girls have been at-
tacked or grossly insulted by rowdies,
but this is the least of their dangers.
and they think, with good reason, as
they walk down Chestnut street by
twos and threes, and feel the eyes of
the vigilant policeman upon them
that they are lu small peril of person

violence. But the policeman very
well knows that while he could pro
tect a girl from any wretch who
raised hostile hand against her, be is
powerless even by warning to defend is
her against the scoundrel who is ly-
ing iu wait to entrap her. It Is ail
too easy for a man to gain recognition
from one of these careless girls.
He meets ber casually upon the
street, going to school perhaps, or
comlug from church, and a little
illrtatiou ripens into an acquaintance.
Or, as is very comon, a party of young
fellows start oil to "meet some girls,"

the girls have already started to
meet the young men ; oue of them
recognizes au acquaintance iu a group
approaching, and they all stop to-
gether under a lamp-po- st aud a round

introduction follows. The night is
warm and somebody suggests an ice ;

and so tbe first false step is made.
No serious evil may result from all
this beyond the vulgar association,
but eveu this is baa enough. The
girl has put herself on terms of Inti
macy witu a lot or young reuows
whom she knows nothing about, ex
cept that they are not the friends
that her parents wouiu cnose ior nor,
aud, are, therefore, not to be men er
tioned at home ; she has surrendered
ber dignity aud a part of her con-
science, aud if the men be not simply

Idle and foolish as herself, she nas
weakened her defense agalust them. of
But this may not be the last of it.
There are "ice-crea-m saloons" within
easy access from every popular thor-
oughfare that are uot simply ice-
cream saloons, aud a girl who has
gone this far with a chance acquain-
tance may too often be persuaded to

him choose her refreshments for
her. A very litllo wine or beer will
turn the head of a young aud inex-
perienced girl, and the uext and final
peril to which she Is exposed we do
not need to specify.

It is not to be supposed that eviry
child who walks on tbe streets at In
night is going to her ruin, but we do
insist that rulu is tbe natural aud
logical result of this most reckless
custom, and that the fact that tho
great majority of girls seem to escape
unharmed, in no way relieves a par-
ent from the responsibility of guard-
ing his daughter from even tbe sem-
blance

It
of a possibility of danger. Cer-

tainly
as

this custom, of parading on the
streets at night must be in every case
ruinous to maidenly modesty and
womanly dignity. It cannot but pro-
mote vulgarity of thought and speech
and manners. It subjects every girl

insult, if not by word or act, at
least in tbe ttmught of men who
meet ber and who naturally will as-

sociate her with those outcast women
with whom she ha. chosen to asso-
ciate herself. It is not pleasant to as
say these things of decent American
eirls. but all that we have said is true,

the elrls themselves and their
fathers and mothers ought to under
stantt iLl'fiUade'pftia Tunc.
