Tbe statement of
crimes against election franchise Is
condensed in chapter seventh, title
seventy of tbe Revised Statutes, and
your attention u especially pallet) to

ber of Congress, or to Injure any citi
zsns in person or property on ac
count of such support or advocacy
each of such persons Bball be punished
by a floe not ess than lr,0Q nor more
than ), or by imprisonment with
or without bard labor not less than
eix months nor more than six years,
or by both such fine and imprison
ment.

Tbe enforcement of this provision
fa essential to tbe proper discussion of
tne merits or citiens wno eome ior
ward as candidates for Congress.
When therefore it is invaded by com
binations as conspiracy, by force, in
timidatfon or threats to prevent citi
iens from giving tbeir support and
advocacy to any lawfully qualified
person as a member ot Congress of
the United States, and sufficient evl
denoe of tbia is brought to vour at
tention, you will act energetically in
bringing those entering into auon con
spiracies to Justice by causing war
rants to be issued against them by
some firm and impartial United
States Commissioner, and by having
such parties brought promptly before
bim to 1)9 dealt with according to
law.

Much warrants should be made re-

turnable where you or your assistant
can attend at the hearing. On account
of the importance of the matter.
deem ft proper also to add that in
such ' cases yon should endeavor to
select those whom yon are satisfied
are leaders of such conspiracies rather
than tbe mero followers. In no caee
will you permit any warrants to be
wantonly or carelessly issued. Tbe
laws are to be executed firmly, but
always fairly and Impartially.

You will show this letter to tbe
marshal if you should bavs occasion
to place warrants in tile hands reiat
ing to this subject.

EXECUTION OF MAXIMILIAN.

Cariotta's brief delirium of joy bad
n w uiuuueu who otner sor

rows orore sbe bad round cause to
suspect tbe loyalty of their new sub-
ject to the empire. Almost at tbe be-
ginning cf tbe signs of coming troub-
les, news came from beyond tbe sea
of the death of her loved and honored
father, Leopold, King or Belgium.
The emperor, left alone, and beset on
every band by tboee whom he could
not trust, while the whole country
seemed to be going over to tbe ene-
my, felt, as never before, bis loneli-
ness, and tbe need of tbe support that
the presence of the empress might
have afforded bim. But not only
was abe gone from bim, but after a
few months tbe sad bews came to
bim tbat abe bad become demented,
ana her speedy death was expected.
Tben, it is said, for the first and only
time in bis sad experience tbe power
01 Dts nerves gave wav. and with
streaming eyes and trembling voice,
he paced tbe floor, moaning contin-
ually, "Poor CarlotU! poor Carlotta'"
it wuuiu w anae unpleasant and un--
edifying to follow bim to tbe tribunal
before which he was summoned ; but
to which summous be responded only
by saying :
