military foree as will tench them the
futitity of any attempl o resist the
power of the United States. 1 also
fully agree with the General of the
Army in the opinion that such pro-
vision should be made by Congress as

In short, our poliey toward the lu-
dians should be designed to enfores
these two propositions, viz:

1. Fair and just treatment of the In-
dians, including the faithful perform-
ance an our part of every promise;

2. The prowmpt and effectual  punish-
ment of all acts of waron their part,
and to this end the ewplovment of a
suflicient military foree in the Indian
eountry to act with vigor el sueccess,
when oceasion requires, and  prévent
the possibility of the defent or  massa-
ere of small detachments of our troops,
by which Indian wars have been so of-
ten in the past encounrmged and pro-
!ullg’ﬁ'.

The experimnent of
special service Indian  seouts  has
proven snccessfuland it bhans been a
sonree of great regret that the depart-
ment hus not been able to employ 2
larger number. Under the existing
law, which treats such scouts as  purt
of the 25000 enlisted men of the anwoy,
it has been impossible to ¢mploy, of
the 1000 authorized, a greater number
than 300 without impairing seriously
the efficiency of the regular forees. As
» material aid in the management of
Indian affairs, | recommend that the
law he so amended as to anthorize an
inereuse of the number of such scounts
and 50 a8 to declare them to be a foree,
in addition to the nnmber of enlisted
men authorized for Lhe army propser.
