Elocution.

Theological seminaries, where men
are educated for the niiuistrv, ought to
have a professor of This is
one part of the education of ministers
that is sadly neglected, iet next to
the comiHKsition of a sermon, its de-

livery is of importance. The iuijior-tanc- e

ol elocution is fully recognized in
by the s:age. If actors "or actresses
were as careless iu this resjiect as
preachers are, their talent in other re-
gards would not save them from fail-
ure. Xo one has a right to address an
audience wlio is careless or deficient ill
the mallei of delivery. The Voice can
lie cultivated with as much facility
and w ith greater ease, generally, than
the intellect, and when the former is
neglected the effect of the latter is
seriously impaired. Good sermons are
often spoiled in their delivery, ine
auuienee is often ixired wnen the mat-
ter, if properly spoken, would instruct
and interest.

Good men and talented men waste
their lives and fail in the pulpit se

of their inability to communi-
cate, with re:isonable effect, the ideas
they have laliored to put upon paier.
Bv reason of this defect, the sjieaker is
not heard, or heard only in part, and it
is not Kssible to interest au audience
that can not hear what is said. The
acoustic proiierties of the house are
often charged with this defect, when
the deficiency rests w holly or largely
with the speaker.

Men wit 11 naturallv line voices fail
liecause they do not know how to use
their organs, and do not try to learn.
The sound may lie loud enough to lie
heard over a two acre lot, but not un
derstood thirty feci from the S:e:iker.

Ministers too often affect a stvle or a
tone that is disagreeable and damag-
iug. This runs often into what may
be called a sanctimonious whine.
Anything that is unnatural is

Besides, a church audience has
as much right to protest against being
bored by a bad delivery as a theatrical
audience. ''
