The President's Message.

object was a limitation in the
number of Chinese passengers which
might he brought to this .iuntry by

ment was to repress this immigration
to an extent falling but little short of
its absolute exclusion.

This ancient Govern
ment, ruling a iiolite and sensitive peo
ple, distinguished by a high sense of
National pride, may properly desire
adjustment of their relations with us.

lodged by the Constitution in Con-
gress, but in the President, by and
with the advice and consent of the
Senate, as shown by the concurrence

two-third- s of that body. A denun-
ciation of a treaty by any Government

confessedly justifiable ouly ujion
some reason both of the highest justice
and of the highest necessity. Tho ac-

tion of Congress in the matter of the
French treaties in 17!t, if it m

as au abrogation by this Nation of
subsisting treaty, strongly illustrates

the character and degree of justifica-
tion which was then thought suitable

such a proceeding. Tlie preamble
the act recites tiiat "the treaties

concluded between the I'nited States
and France have been rejieatedly vio
lated on the nart ot tlie r rencli irov- -
ernment, and just claims of the United is
SUtes for reparation of injuries so
committed have been refused, and
tlieir attempts to negotiate au amica-
ble adjustment of all complaints be
tween the two Nations have been re
pelled with indignity," and that "un
der the authority of the French Gov-
ernment, there is yet pursued against
the L nited States a system or preda-
tory violence infracting said law, and
hostile to tho rights of a free aud inde-
pendent Nation." The enactment, as

logical consequence of these recited
facts, declares "that the United States
are, of right, freed and exonerated
freui the stipulations of tho treaties
and of the consular conventions here-
tofore concluded between the United
States and France, and that the same
shall not henceforth lie regarded as
legally obligatory on the Government

citizens of the United States."
The history of the Government

shows no other instance of the abroga-
tion of treaty by Congress. Instances
have sometimes occurred where the or
dinary legislation of Congress has, by

conflict with some treaty obliga-
tions of the Government towards a
foreign Power, taken effect as an in-

fraction of the treatv, and been judi
cially declared to lie operative to that
result. I'.ut neither such legislation
nor such judicial sanction of the same
hits been regarded as an abrogation.
even for the moment, of the treaty.

the contrary, the treaty in such
cases still sulisists between the gov-
ernments, and the casual infraction is
repaired by appropriate satisfaction iu
the maintenance of the tnaty.

The bill before me does not enjoin
upon the President the abrogation of

the consequences or so sudden an ab
rogation of their treaty protections.

cession of the inflow of immigration

from any apprehension that the treat

The first business was to fix the time
for holding the convention.

Gen. Robinson named Wednesday,
May 2th.
