The Care of Bees in Autumn.

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First, then, make them strong in num-

bers, if not already so. Small swarms
should bo united to that each swarm will
have from four to six quarts of bees. To
unite them I prefer to fumifrato them with
puff ball smoke, then put them together
and lot them revive in tho hive in which
you wish to have them remain. I prefer
(o remove all the qneons except the one
which I think is the bent. An Italian
qnecn may be introduced to such a swarm
with perfect safety if all the other queens
have been removed.

has full directions for fumigating becs.
If the united swarms stood near each
other, those moved will soon learn tholr
now location, but if they, were several
rods distant, with other hives intervening
or near, a part will return to their former
location and be lost To remedy this, It
is host to carry them to a now location at
least one and a half miles distant and let
thera remain three or four days.

Mow see that all have feed enough to
last them until spring. It is more trouble-
some and expensive fuelling iu winter or
early spring than in warm weather. Feed
only good northern honey or syrup mado
of good refined sugar. I have used brown
entice crushed with satisfactory results.
For a feeder fill a fruit can, glass bottle, or
other convenient receptacle with feed j

then tie a thin piece of cotton cloth over
it and invert it over a hole In tho honey
board where the becs will have free access
to it. They will suck the feed through
the cloth. You can feed a little faster and
perhaps easier by using an upright tin or
wooden box with a float in IU It should
bo set iu tho top of tho hive. Each hive
should weigh at least thirty lbs in addition
to its empty weight.

Take Care of Fruit Trees.

As pkoplk are now contemplating put-
ting nut trees, beforo winter, they will do
well to read tho second time, the advice
given by F. K. I'ho'nix, of llloomtngton,
Illinois, who says :

" Most planters are so careless 1 Friends,
if you want trcos to thrive, plant early,
on dry, deeply plowed ground. Keep
roots from sun, air, frost, burying in
ground again as soon as possible. If
shriveled bury tops and all in mnlnt
ground for ten days. Thin out and shorten
m tops beforo planting, to balance tho
loss of roots In digging. Dig largo holes,
three feet across and two deep, or bolter
still, plow out very deep furrows, filling
up with tho best soil, so that trees Bhall
stand only as deep as in tho nursery.
Straighten out all roots in natural order,
1111 in with bent, line, moist earth, and then
tread down thoroughly, watering, if dry,
beforo filling up. Theu mulch that is,
cover tho ourlh two feet each way from
stems with coarso immure or straw two
inches deep. Always put corn, or amno
hoed crop, and never grass or grain among
young trees. All trees aud plants in grassy
yards, and dwarf trees also, must have
special euro. Wash the bodies of npplo
trees In spring with strong soap suds.
Kill oil tho caterpillars and leaf rollers.
l,et fruit trees head low within threo or
four feet of, and evergreens from, tho
ground, Let everybody plant trees, and

Raising Hogs.

Most any fanner will say, " Go to grass
Willi your liitormiuion about Iiokh : 'uliit
raised them these forty years?" Oh ! wclK
friend, don't be offended If wo offer a few
suggestions.

lu tho Ural placo, I nm satisiled that you
cannot mako pork to any profit by allow-
ing your hogs to run at largo, and trouble,
your neighbors. A hog is unique in char-
acter; ho will sleep himself into ful. Uis
stye should bo kept clean and dry. Ho
should havo a yard for recreation, and root
his snout into fresh, earth, llo never feels
satisfied uulil ho can spend a portion of
his time in ploughing. His winter bed
should be dry and warm as that of his
owner. A half-frozo- hog will not thrive,
and will require much moro food to keep
up tho summer heat. In summer give
him a faithful washing once in twenty
days. Tho growth will richly repay tho
labor expended. Who but Hottentots
could eat the rind of pork with a relish if
he knew it had been coated with tilth for
twenty months; Kent herds requiro fre-
quent feeding to prevent waste. A hog
should not bo stinted in his food. I never
knew a hog to squeal into fat.

The best pork I ever saw was fatted en-
tirely on new milk. The taste of a hog is
found to have an atlliiUy to that of man.
He likes to havo his provisions cooked;
and thoo who make out tho hog is so vile
and filthy, have seen them so from the
force of circumstances it was not from
their own choosing, It was tho owner's
fault. Many aro cry iug down pork as not
fit to eat ; yet I for one, thiuk it just as
healthy as forty years ago, aud, if properly
cooked, I will run my risk of trichina)
spiralis. Mutton is the food, says one, and
beef, says another; but they know but
little about what tho human constitution
requires. Ono cau eat swine's flesh and
lie halo and hearty, whilo another, with
uitierenuy constituted organism, feels on
pressed after ealinir : nud mutton is rel
lslied by one, and so onward, iu the same
riyio. li win not no to tlx any standard
or follow any mau's advice. If you do,
will bo at your own risk.

Cows Should Have Food During the
Night.

A vottNii fanner asks : " Ho you think
that cows should be turned into a small
enclosure when milked in tho evening,
anil kept there without food or water
until after milking in the mornlngT " Wo
think not. At all events they should have
access to water, and if they could havo a
good feed of preen food, say corn fodder,
they woulil give enougn more mhut to
pay for all the cost twice over. In experi-
ments mado on tho Koyal Agricultural
College farm, at Cirencester, tho avcrago
composition of milk was ascertained
during each month. Tho results of
September and October were as follows:

Id s
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Dr. Wicker, in commenting on thoso
remarkable results, states that tho cows
in September were out In "a pasture,
poor aud overstocked, so that tho dally
growth of grass furnished hardly food
enough to meet tho dally wasto to which
tho animal framo is subject, and was not
calculated to meet an extra demand for
materials for tho lormalion of curd and
butter." In October, "on account of the
deficiency of the herbage, the cows were
in the evening driven into tho stall and
thero supplied with hay, roots and meal.
Tho milk became better at once ; for tho
morning's milk then contained 12 J per
cent, oi solid matter, and In this nearly 4
per cent ot butter. I ho doctor does
not mean exactly what ho says. It was
not the solid matter that contains 4 per
cent, of butter, but the milk itseir. Tho
solid matter contains over 81 per cent, of
butter. 1 Tho concentrated food which the
cows wcro fed at evening was clearly mado
into good rich milk during the nliclit

In regard to whether It Is best to allow
the cows to run In tho pasture during tho
mgiii, or to suut mem up in the barn
yard, thero Is a difference of opinion. Hut
wo apprehend tho present custom arose
from tho greater convenience of having
tho cows In tho yard ready to milk In tho
morning, instead of having to go through
Ilia wcl grass, or sometimes into uio
woods, iu search of them. Wo think
there can lie but little, doubt that they
would do better lu a good pasture during
tho night than In a pen. A better plan,
however, is to feed them in llio yard.

This Is n standing argument lor reediti
low say all tho straw and hay they wi
eat, with a few nubbins of corn, flvo or
six weeks before they come in. I here can
be utile doubt that, as a general ruin, cows
nro not fed high enough during tho win
ter to allord tho best results during sum-
mer. A cow kept In a comfortable and
well ventilated stable, with abundance of
nutritious food, will bo healthier and bet
ter able to stand tho strain on her consti-
tution at calving, then if kept on a low
diet; and there can bo but littla doubt
that, Willi a cow of tho right sort, all tho
lat that is accumulated whllo she is (try
will find Its way to tho pull during tho
summer in tho form of butter. In tho
dairy districts wintering a cow is cxpen
sive, even on the poorest description of
tood, and it is shorl-slglite- policy to stint
her. as we tlms loso tho wholo tienellt o
her existence during several muiilhs. It is
lust as important to feed her well while
bho is dry as whllo she is giving milk. Of
course the matter limy bo overdone, rspo-ciall-

As wiNTRit approaches tho farmer is re
minded that his live slock can no longer
wander over tho Ileitis and collect their
lood from day to dsy. Tho grass has
ceased to grow. I ho frost fins bound up
the surlaco of tho fields in its cold em-
brace, and the cattle are attracted towards
tho stable with hunger, lowing ns they go,
to draw tho attention of tho herdsmen to
their dependent position, pleading for
something to cat

The bams aro well stored with hay and
graiu; stacks and ricks of hay and fodder
surround the barns aud stables, ns a eor
tit rAterre, showing the thriftlness and fore-

sight of tho industrious farmer In provid
ing lor the coming winter ; but what ol
winter? Wo readily perceive when it be-

gins, but who can predict when it w ill end!
801110 winters aro short and pleasant, but
wo can only discover this wheu wo arrivo
at the farther end. 801110 nro very long
and very severe these are tho ones we
should mako our calculations by, aud en
ter into lliem as a cautious general enters
into a campaign. Graduate the quantity
of stock by the amount of feed in store; if
you havo too much stock, dispose of part ;

if too little, add more, better too little thau
too much, always bearing in mind that it

Then, thrrn havo been so man v trials suc
cessfully made and published bv fair hon
orable men, that the matter will not ad mil
of (lucstlon. If food that makes one hun-
dred pounds of butter without steaming,
will, by steaming it, mako ono hundred

tmind of butter to every hundred pounds
id makes. Can ho afford to do this? If

tho hay grown on twenty acres can be
mado equal to that grown on thirty acres,
by cutting and steaming it, then the steam-
ing is equal to adding ten moro acres to
tho farm. Tho steaming apparatus need
not be near the barn ; the food can readily
be removed to and fro on a light hand
cart Tho wholo thing Is not very costly
and Is soon repaid by tho additional profits.

Work for Indian Summer.

"Tiik summer Is nasscd. tho harvest is
ended," the equinoctial storm has spent its
force, and the early frost has nut a stop to
tho growth of every crop ; but there still
remains to tho farmer the ploasanlcst and
fairest season of tho year the Indian
Summer. In too many Instance this
beautiful season Is allowed by farmers to
run to waste, although there aro few por-
tions of the year that might bo Improved
10 Doner advantage.

In many instances tho farmer can ma
terially hasten his spring work, by getting
111s fluids ready in tho tall. 11 seems to
occur to few farmers that tho fall Is a
good period to sot new fences and to re'
pair old ones. The ground is ordinarily
n better order for digging post holes ;

while fencing materials are almost Invaria
bly cheaper than in the following spring.
Ordinarily, the spring is a bad time in
which to do fencing; the roads are in a
wretched condition for hauling lumber ;

tho frost Is not out of the ground, so that
tho posts can bo set, till after the fields
aro ready lor the plow, and uton every
burner knows that bis lime ituibi ue de-
voted to putting In his crop. The conse
quenco ol this delay Is that stock aro liable
to tramp down tho fields after they are
sown, and are tempted to take sumptuous
meals on tho fields of winter grain. We
all know how iliflleult ills to keep stock
out of a field that they have onco become
accustomed to going Into, and lrom this
wo should learn the advantages of having
our farms well protected in the full.

Next to tho fence, tho farmyard should
claim attention. Tho droppings of tho
cattle, which havo been accumulating all
tho summer ; the coarse manuro that was
not sufficiently rotted to bo carted out last
spring, together with tho manuro that has
been thrown out from tho horso stable,
should all bo taken out to tho field which
Is to bo planted next season. After tho
spade and fork havo dono their work, the
hoe should bo brought into requisition,
and tho yard should. undergo a thorough
craping.

Alter tho farm yard has been treated In
this manner, the farmer will find various
apartments whero horses, cows, calves.
hogs and poultry aro kept, these will ro
quiro a vigorous hoolng and brushing,
After this, tho floors should bo repaired.
and all tho cracks closed by battens, or
lined with mortar.

Tho orchard may be Improved in'pro
ductiveucHs, and the back yard in. appear
ancn, if tho chips and leached ashes iu tho
latter are carted off and placed around the
trees in tho former. Tho yard will now
bo in good condition to rccelvo the wood,
which should soon be got up.and prepared
for winter use.

Tho outer cellar-doo- r ordinarily opens
Into tho back yard, and probably if you
will look lu thereat, you will find there is
work to bo dono thero. Several barrels
havo fallen to pieces, and had better be
used as fuel. Considerable dirt has accu-
mulated on tho floor, that could bo well
disposed of in filling up various holes and
rut about tho lawn or mowing field.
When this is done, you will undoubtedly
think that tho wall will look better for a
coat of whitewash.

Having gono thus far lit putting farm
matters to rights, it would scan to bo a
sin to stop and leave tho walks and drives
that lead from tho road to tho house in so
bad a condition as many of them aro.
l'ho frost has already helped you in killing
Die vegetal ion mat grew upon them, but
you must complete tlio Job with the boo
and shovel. Lay a straight edge along
tho border, and cut tho turf by it; then
round them up carefully, and they will be
in good condition to be traveled over dur-
ing tho rainy seasons of winter and spring.

Keep Warm and Save Your Life.

Within thirty days from y thero will
be many deaths which might be prevented
by warmer clothing. Many a fatal case ot
dysentery is caused by the want of a wool
en undershirt, or of an extra blanket at
night. The sudden changes of tempera
ture which occur at this season ot the year
are very trvlnc to the constitution. Peo
ple with weak lungs quicaiy leci tne eneci
ot them, j; refjuentty the tnermometer tans
mnnv decrees within a few hours. Not
only tho fceblo. but robust and strong-per- -

ns sutler from such great variations of
temperature. When tho weather grows
cold ranidlv. the nores of the skin aro sud
denly closed, and the result frequently is a
bad cold, which may hold on all winter
ami terminate in consumption or a fatal at
tack of dysentery, or that dreadful disease,
the typhoid fever.

It the day seems ever so warm and
bright, it is much safer to wear plenty of
unaerclothinr; at this season. In the eve- -

nines the dew tails, and it grows chilly
very suddenly. At all times, even when
it feels tho warmest, one experiences the
difference, which is so marked, between
the autumn atmosphere and that of the
summer. There is something more than
the mere difference in temperature ; it may
be in the electricity. An occasional flre in
a room dries the walls and purifies the at-
mosphere. A littlo timely attention to all
these things would prevent a great deal of
the descase and sullering which are among
luc ins to wnicn numanny are name.

There are many ready-mad- e cotiins at
the cabinet shops and undertakers little,
short, tinv coffins which are going to bo
filled up soon by littlo children some of
them as sweet, beautmu children as any
body's but your own ; and just think of it,
these cofllns might be left empty, and the
little children miirht bo left in their homes
to play and frolic, and make those homes
bright, it only warm shoes and stockings,
which keep little feet dry, and warm clothes
and soil woolen blankets were more plenty.

Do not bother yourscit to nunt up a mis
sionary, lie sure that wnencver you send
a pair ot warm shoes to a needy nine
child, a cood enough missionary, though
you do not see him, always travels inside
of them. In warming feet and warming
bodies, it warms your own heart to do
this.

If tho physician of the Board of Health
would omit some of his technical, scientific
terms, and give the poorle intelligible,
timely advice on these subjects, ho might
not appear as learned as now, but would
not his services be more uscmi r jxeia loric
Hun.
